In the
death of Alexander II. Stephens the coun-

tty loses an honest man and a statesman
above the average.

gress ever went out of existence more qui"
etly or in better order, with its business in
better shape than the Forty-seventh did to¬
day. There was no haste in the enrolling
of the appropriation bills, all conference
committees had ample time, and the scan¬

dals that surrounded the expiring hours of
the Forty-fifth Congress were strangers to¬
day. There was very little drunkenness,
no disorders and no bad feeling. The
Democrats niaired somewhat the close by
refusing to let l.ee, of South Carolina, be
given his seat, after a majority had de¬
cided that lticbardflon (Democrat) was

not elected. Yet even this was

taken as a matter of course. Ex-Speaker
Randall was chosen by his side of the
house to offer a vote of thanks to the retir¬
ing Speaker/ which was heartily passed,but
not made unanimous, as a few Democrats
were disgruntled because they did not like
their committee places.
Last evening on motion of McKenzie, of

Kentucky, the House umfnimounly sus¬

The Last OlUcJnl Act ofSenator Henry'"
Carter.

Washinoton, March 4..The last act of

Henry G. Davis in the United Statue Sen¬
ate was one of magnanimity and justice. In
the conference committee on the Sundry
Civil Appropriation bill, an amendment
was inserted to pay the employes of the
House of Representatives and Senate one

month's extra pay. This did not include
the Capitol Police force, who are

about as hard worked a class of em¬

ployes around the Oapitol as can be
found, for the reason tbat they are not
borne on either of the regular pay rolls of
the two Houses, but are paid one half the
year by the Senate and ihe other half by
the House. After tho adoption of
the conference report In the Senate
at 5 o'clock this morning, Mr. Ingalls
offered a joint resolution which
had already been adopted by the House
to allow the police force one month extra
pay as ah act of equity, but there being a

slim attendance it was apparently voted
down without division and the Sen¬
ate then took a recess until 10
o'clock this forenoon. After the Senate
had assembled to-day Mr. Davis arose and
asked for a reconsideration of the vote by
which the resolution was defeated, ex¬

plaining that usually he was opposed to
allowing employes extra compensation for
services never performed, but in this
case he asserted that llio other employes
having been allowed a month's extra pay
it was not rightthat the police force should
bo an exception. His explanation and ap¬
peal for justice had the uesired effect, and
the vote was reconsidered, and the resolu¬
tion passed almost unanimously.

DEATH Or GOVERNOR NTKPHEXN,

Of Georgia.Tin* Lnut Hoars of(be South¬
ern Ntatenman.

Atlanta, Ga., March 4 .A. II. Stephens'
death occurred at 3:30 o'clock this morning.
About 2 o'clock this morning it was evi¬
dent he was much weaker and the crisis
was approaching. At 2:30 his extremities
became cold, clammy and assumed a pur¬
ple hue. As the end drew near Mr. Ste¬
phens was lying on his back, with his head
turned slightly to the right The husky rattle
in his thoroatthat had beenplainly percepti¬
ble earlier in the night had ceased entirely.
At a quarter past 3 the family was called in.
After breathing almost imperceptibly for a
few moments he died without the slightest
tremor. To-day the remains laid in the
State Executive Mansion,and were viewed
by 20,000 people. This afternoon a meet¬
ing of citizens was held and addresses were
delivered by Senator Colquitt, Judge War-
ten J. Crawford, Judge Logan E.BIeckly
and other prominent citizens. The re¬
mains will lie in state at the Capitol, com¬mencing to-morrow, until burial, Wednes¬
day or Thursday.
Augusta, Ga., March 4..The Chronicle

says the death of Mr. Stephens is a

calamity to the State. All denominations
and classes, irrespective of party are pro¬
foundly moved by the death of the states¬
man, patriot and philanthropist Though
dead he will live as the most illustrious of
Georgians.
Alexander Hamilton Stephens, was born

in that part of Wilkes county, Georgia,
which now forms a part of Taliaferro
county, February 11, 1812; graduated at
the University of Georgia, at Athens, in
1832: taught school eighteen months; was
admitted to the bar at Crawfordsville in
1834; was a member of the House of Rep¬
resentatives of the Ge6rgia Legislature
from Taliaferro county, in 1830, '37. '.'{8,
'30 and '40, and was a member of the State
Senate from Taliaferro county in 18-12,
was elected a representative to the
twenty-eighth, twenty-ninth, thir¬
tieth, tbirty-first, thirty-second, thirty-
third, thirty-fourth and thirty-lifth con¬

gresses, (that is from 1843 to 1850) when he
declined a re-election; was run as a Presi*
dential;elector for the State at large in Geor¬
gia, on the Douglas and Johnson ticket in
1800; was elected to the secession conven¬
tion of Georgia in 1801; opposed and voted
against the ordinance of secession in that
body.but gave it his support after it had
been passed, against his judgment as to its
policy; was elected by that convention to
the Confederate congress, which met at
Montgomery, Alabama, February 4,1801,
and was chosen vice president under the
provisional government by that congress;
was elected Vice-President of the Confed¬
erate States for the term of six years, under
what was termed the permanent Govern¬
ment, in November^ 1801; visited the State
of Virginia on a mission under the Con¬
federate Government in April, 1801, under
the invitation of that State; was one of the
commissioners on the part of the Confed¬
erate Government at the Hampton Roads
conference in February, 1805; was elected
to the Senate of the United States in 1800,
by the first Legislature convened under
the new constitution, made under
the Johnson policy, but was not allowed
to take his seat; was elected to the Forty-
third Congress in 1873, (to fill the vacancycaused by the death of Ambrose R.
Wright;) was elected to the Forty-fourth,
Forty-fifth and Forty-sixth Congresses,
and was re-elected to the Forty-seventh
Congressasa Democrat, receiving 11,148
votes, without opposition. He served dur¬
ing the first term of the present Congress
and resigned last fall to take the Governor¬
ship of Georgia.

THE HOUTI1KK1Y FLOODS.

Kitting at Relcnit, nnd LMl Yrnr'N Expo*
rienieKxpeclcd to Be Hcpcnlml.

Helena, Akjc., March 3..The terrific
flood from the Alleghany slopes West, after
spreading broadcast ruin, desolation and
death, throughout the Ohio Valley, has
joined forces at Cairo with tho vast tide
from the Rocky Mountain incline east,
and together have made big the mighty
artery that drains half a continent, and
now it comes pouring in upon this com¬
paratively defenseless Valley of tho Mis¬
sissippi with proportions of an ocean cur¬

rent, and the mad fury almost of
a mountain torrent. Tbe river at this
point, after the first rapid rise that brought
it to the.point of overflowing its banks,
checked up and rose steadily, but slowly,
till within the twenty-four hours ending at
this writing, when, as with a new impulse,
It began coming up at the rate ol eight
Inches in twenty-fonr hours. It is now
within thirty inches of the maximum of
last year, and with the great reservoirs all
full on both aides, and the certainty of a
continued rise for another week, the out¬
look is apalling. Mindful of the terrible
losses and sufferings of last year, precau¬
tions have been taken by the majority of
residents In thelowcouutry to remove their
stopjf and other perishable property
to- planes of safety; and they have
nerved themselves to jiye battle to the
enemy to the death. Coahoma county.Miso.,
is one vast pond of water, and traffic, ex¬

cept by boat, is entirely suspended. On
this Shore a Urge part of tbe levee is new,
and with the almost certainty of M great
pressure upon it oa last year, with (he
blustering blasts of March to add fury to
the flood, but little hope of securitycm he
enteitained. Should the levees give way,
with little provision made against such a

contingency, it would be difficult to con¬
ceive tbe mult from Hopefleld, opposite
Memphis, on the Arkansas side, to the
GuH. This is only one-point above the
overflow, snd ss most of the levees repair¬
ed from last year are of freeb dirt and in
many places unfinished snd abandoned,
tbe destruction to property and tbe suffer¬
ing of 1882 are almost sure of a repetition.

vision passed en route to the statute book,
reaching there at 3 o'clock and thirty-five
minutes Sunday morning, carried there by
th'o votes of men who were opposed to it
No similar piece of legislation has ever had
so tortuoue a road to travol and but few
have ever reached the end betet with half
thediiliculties this bill has had. When
on Friday evening it emerged from the
committee room in its present shape it had
no admirers and many enemies; nearly
one-third of the committee repudiated it
and from the hour it came into the Senate
for discussion no man had dared to express
an unqualified approval of it. Its supporters
have all apologized and denounced while
they voted for it. The petty manufacturers
of New England Have fared better than
any other interest Even some of them are

ashamed of it.
TIllC INFLUENCE OF ENGLAND.

The British intrigues and selfishness
that have marked its trial for the last three
months cannot be told in an hour or day,
they will be sooner or later. An English
paper dated February tenth, received here
to;day contains the speech of Col. J. B.
Palestou, a member of Parliament, who is
well known on this side of the water, and
especially in Philadelphia, made before
the Plymouth Chainber!of Commerce, in
which, speaking of the alarming invasions
American products are making into the
markets of Europe, he says: "Not only is
the grain market of England in American
hands, but their breadstuffs go to France
and Germany. EvenatFinme, the Aus¬
trian grain exporting port, American grain
has appeared,and Russian alcohol distillers
are importing American maize, and thus
step by step are the Americans driving
their competitors from the European grain
market. Germany and other countries
are seeking to protect themselves by pro¬
hibition, and, taking advantage of the
easily raised tenor of trichanea in pork,
all American hogs are prohibited. Cauned
fruits are taxed as hardware, hams in bags
are taxed as dry goods. France takes
much the same line of protection."
Speaking of- the prospects ahead for

Europe to pay for the needed food products
in merchandize instead of coin he said,,
"much interest is taken in the debate now
in progress in .Congress on the tariff, and
so strong are the protectionist industries
that the prospect lor « reformed tariff is
not favorable.
Since that speech was made the situation

here has changed and last night the entire
reformed-tariff was cabled to London,
where it will be scattered over the whole of
Western Europe und cause rejoicings
everywhere.

WHAT WILL RE8ULT.
It will take some little time for everybody

to understand its true reductions, and there
is but little doubt expressed by those who
are the best acquainted with its details
that it will increase the custom revenues

and arrest the Hood of gold from Europe,
and probably turn the balance of trade
against us. A prominent Pennsylvania
protectionist said yesterday that Congress
was in a terribly demoralized condition,
the result of last Fall elections, and Penn¬
sylvania iron men here joined in creating
a stampede and committed suicide for fear
the Demctcrats would murder them next
winter.

vided that all iron in slabs, blooms,
loops, or other forms leas finished than iron
in bare and more advanced than pig-iron,
except castings, shall;be rated as iron in
bare,and pay a duty accordingly; and
none of the "above iroxi shall pay aless rate
of duty than 35 per cent ad-v alorein ; pro¬
vided further, that all iron bare, blooms,
billets, or sizes or shapes of any kind, in
the manufacture of which charcoal is used
as fuel, shall be subject to a duty of $32
per ton. Ironorsteel rails, weighing not
over twenty-five pounds to the yard, nine-
tenths of onecent per pcun l; iron or steel
flat rails, punched, eight-tenths of one
dent per pound. Hound iron, in coils or

rods, less than seven sixteenths of one inch
in diameter, and bare or shapes of rolled
iron not specially enumerated or provided
for in this act, one and two-tenths of one
cent per pound,

THE TOUACCO TAX.
The date upon which the reduction of

tax on tobacco, snuffs, cigars, cigarettes,
and the reduction of the special license
taxes shall go into effect, has been chang¬
ed from July 1 to May 1, 1883. Hie pro¬
vision relating to drawbacks has been
changed to read as follows:
Provided that on all original and un¬

broken factory packages of smoking and
manufactured tobacco and snuff, cigars,
cheroots and cigarettes, held by manufac¬
turers or dealers at the time such reduction
shall go into effect, upon which the tax has
been paid, there shall be allowed a draw¬
back or rebate of the full amount of the re¬
duction, but the same shall not apply in
any case where the claim has not been
presented within sixty dayB following the
date of the reduction, and such rebate
to manufacturers may be paid in stampsat the reduced rate; and no claim shall be
allowed for less amount than $10. It shall
be the duty of the Commissioner of Intern¬
al Revenue,with the approval of the Secre¬
tary of the Treasury, to adopt such rules
ana regulations and to prescribe and fur¬
nish such blanks ana forms aB may be
necessary to carry this pection into effect

WOOL 8CUEDULK.
The following is the wool schedule:
All wools, hair of alpaca goat and other

like animals, shall de divided for the pur¬
pose of fixing duties to be charged thereon,
into the three following classes:
Class 1.Clothing wools, that is to say,

Merino, Meatira, Motz or Metis wools of
Merino blood, immediate or remote; down
clothing wools, and wools of like character
with any of the preceding, including such
as have been heretofore usually imported
into tho United States from.Buenos Ayres.
New Zealand, Australia, the Cape of Cioou
Hope, Russia, Great Britain, Canada, and
elsewhere, and also including all wools not
hereinafter described or designated in
classes 2 and 3.

Class Combing wools, that is to say,
Leicester, Cotswold, Lincolnshire, down
combing wools. Canada long wools, or
other like combing wools of English blood,
and usually known by the terms herein
used, and also hair of the alpaca goat and
other like animals.

Class 3.Carpet wools aud other sinilar
wools, such as Donskoi, native South Ame¬
rican, Cardova, Valparaiso, native Smyrna,
and including all such wools of like charac¬
ter as have been heretofore usually iin-
norte4 into the United States from Turkey,
Greece, Egypt, Syria, and elsowhere.
Tho duty on wools of the first class,

which shall bo imported washed, shall be
twice the amount of duty to which thev
would be subjected if imported unwashed,
and tho duty on wools of all classes, which
shall be imported scoured, shall be threo
times the duty to which they would be
subjected if imported unwashed. The duty
upon wool of sheep or hair of alpaca goat
and other like animals, which shall be
imported in any other than the ordinary
coudition, as now and heretofore prac¬ticed, or which shall be changed in
its character or condition for the uurpose
of evading the duty, or which shall be re¬
duced in value by the admixture of dirt or

any other foreigu substance, shall be twice
the duty it would be otherwise subject
The wools of first-class, tho value whereof
at tho last port or place whence exported
in the United States, excluding charges in
such port, shall bo 30 cents or less per
pound. 10 cents per pound; wools of the
sarno class, the value whereof at the last
port or place whence exported to the
United States, excluding the charges in
such port, shall exceed 80 cents psr pound,
12 cents per pound.
Wools of ttio second clans, and all batr

of alpaca, goat and other like animals, the
value whereof at the last port or place
whence exported to the United States, ex¬
cluding the charges in such port, shall be
80 cents or less per pound, 10 cent* perpound; wools of the same class, the value
whereof at the lank port or place whence
exported to the United States, excluding
charges in such port", shall exceed 30 cents
per pound, 12 cents per pound.

Wools of the third class, the value
whereof at the last port of place whence
exported to the United States, excluding
charges in such port, shall be twelve cents
or less per pound, two-and-a-half cents perpound; wools of tho same class, the value
whereof at the last port or place
whence exported to the United States, ex¬

cluding tiie cba'gcs in such port, shall
exceed twelve cents per pound, five
cents per pound.
Wools on the skin at the same rates as

other wools, the quantity and value to be
ascertained under such rules as the Secre¬
tary of the Treasury may prescribe.

THE BUSINESS WORLD.
THE GENERAL CONDITION OFTRADE.

Brporla from tha Commercial Ceatera of the

Coantrj.Kabitantlal Iniprorrmeat Jlottd.
Coodltloa of the Wool Market.Ho

Special Change li the Iron Trade.

New York, March 3..The dispatches to
SradtlrttCi this week from the trade center*
of the United States again tell of improved
feeling in general trade, and this in spite of
a comparatively large increase in the num¬
ber of failures reported tor the week. The
cotton situation is unchanged save as a

somewhat greater faith in big crop figures
gives a downward tendency to prices.
Wheat showed a declining tendency up to
last Thursday, in consequence of the im-
provement in the weather throughout the
west and also of the increasing arrivals at
western points. But the cable reports of
the very unfavorable aspects of the crop
prospects in the United Kingdom and in
western Europe on the day caused an

advance in the foreign prices of both
wheat and corn, and this was
reflected in an advance in American mar¬
kets, which for the week was nearly lc per
bushel on wheat and from to 2c on corn.
The exports of breadstutTa from the seven
Atlantic ports for the week to February 24
were a little less than in the preceding
week. The imports of dry goods at the
port of New York for the week to Friday
night, March 2, were $4,502,508, against
$2,149,123 last week, showing an increase
of over 100 per cent. The amount with¬
drawn from warehouse also showed a

nearly equal increase, the total for the
week bein$ $4,157,047, against $2,311,083 in
the preceding week. These are the largest
figures of imports this year, and show a
large increase in the volume of business.
There were 2(50 failures in the United

States reported during the past week, 60
more than the proceeding week. 103 more
than the corresponding week of 1882, and
126 more than the same week of 1881.

IKON.

The iron market as yet has enjoyed no

actual improvement,. but, as may have
been inferred from the discontent exhib¬
ited at the Congressional debate over the
taritT, "the feeling" in iron and steel cir¬
cles is greatly improved. This, of course,
is due entirely to the prospect of relief
from congressional interference, owing to
the near approach of the time for the ad¬
journment of that body. The condition of
the market for American pig is unchanged.
It is extremely dull, the contracts as a rule,
have been few and far between. The current
quotations for No. 1 and No. 2 are $25 and
$24, but it is a matter of common notoriety,
among members of the trade, at least, that
ou such contracts as have already been
made these figures have been subject to
shading. One of the leading pig iron com¬
panies has already agreed to Beason deliv¬
eries agregating between 30,000 and 40,000
tons of No. 2 at $20 50, or about $2 50 be¬
low the current quotations ot that grade of
iron. Watermain companies have taken
moat of this. There is good reaaon to be¬
lieve, after careful inquiry among leading
manufacturers and representatives, that in
about two weeks season contracts will be
freely made at figures averaging about $23
and $22, respectively, for No. 1 and No.12.
The Scotch pig iron market at New York

continues unchanged as to prices and feel¬
ing. The sales during the week will foot
up about 1.200 tons of various brands, and
the arrivals about 1,500 tons, some of
which go into store. About 1,000 tons of
Bessemer pig iron have also arrived, hav¬
ing been sold prior to its receipt at this

WOOL.

Boston, March 3..The Advertiter inita
report of the wool market says: The
market continues with little noticeable
change from a week ago, the demand being
fairly active, with prices well sustained.
The sales for the past vteek foot up well,
considering the broken stocks from which
buyers are obliged to select, the total
amount reported being 2,557,500 pounds,
againBt 2,341,200 a week ago, making a

gain in the business^done of 210,300 pounds,
for this week. A review of the sales re¬

ported shows that this gain has been en¬

tirely in foreign wools, as the sales of
domestic wools this week were 23,700
pounds, short of a week ago, or 2,271,200
pounds last week, against 2,247,500
pounds this, while in foreign wools
the sales this week were 10.000
pounds against 70,000 pounds last,
making a gain of 240,000 pounds for the
present week. The market is Jdown to a
solid basis once more, the flurry caused by
the late excitement having entirely disap¬
peared. The heavy business that has been
done of late, has left the market with
broken stocks, and all desirable wools are
in lightsapply. Reports from the country
show that.holdersof wool that has not been
sent forward are still very high in their
views, and that it would hardly be a prof¬
itable venture to buy wools at country
prices to compete in this market There is
no weakness in prices,and the fact that the
Bales of fine fleece wools reported this week
shows a lower general average than
during the post two weeks, is accounted for
by the fact that the sharp competition for
these wools has caused the stocks hereto:
become greatly depleted, and, as can be
readily seen, the finer and most desirable
fleeces have been taken first, and sales made
now at anything below ruling prices are oi
goals that are off in some way, as line,
clean fleece-wools are readily placed at full
quotations. Dealers generally report light
stocks, and seem confident that the mar¬
ket will hold where it is, so that they are
not anxious to sell except at (nil rates.

ALBANY.

Dnnlap Klevntor DfMlrojred.A Number
of Pernona Milled.

Auuky, March 3..At two o'clock this
morning tbe watchman at the Dunlap ele¬
vator discovered a fresh fire in the sixth
story.
