What the Commisaioner Bays Will Be

H the Effect of the Acl.
Wasmnaros, D. U, March 0.—In reply
to inquiries to-day the Commissioner of 1n-
ternal Revenue eaid the effect of thelsw
reducing the interoal revenue taxation
would bo as followe: That {be taxes npon
the capital and: deposits of banks and
bankers and National Bank Associntions in
repealed from this date, except such taxes
as are now due sud paysble; that the re-
duction of the tax upon checks, dralts, &c.,
and upon matches, perfumery, medicinal
preparations-and other articles imposed by
Behedule A, following Rection 3,347, of the
revised Statutes, takes eflect July 1, 1883,
That after May 1, 1881, the tax on
manufactured tobacco and eoufl will
be 8 cents per pound, on cigars §3 per
theusand, and on cigarettes 50 cenls per
thoasand, Thiat thiers will bo a Febate on
tobacco, snull; cigars and cigarettes of the
difference in the taxes recently imposed
and the taxesas now provided for, where
claims amount to $10. These claims must
be presented within sixty days from May
1. The regulations upon this matter will
be immedintely issued, and blanks will be
fornished upon which claims can be made,
That the law provides for a large reduclion
in the special taxes upon dealers, com-
mencing May 1, 1853,

The Commissioner also stated that im-
mediate armngements would be made for
changiog the form of special tax stamps,
and stamps for payment of taxes upon
tobaceo, enufl, cigars, &c., 80 a8 to supply
collectors with these stamps in time te meet
the requirements of the trade, prior to May

1, 1884,

The act fo reduce internal revenue {ax-
ation, which has just become & law, pro-
vides for the repeal of the tax npon capital
and  deposits of all banks and lu.nf 'arﬁ
except such taxes s are now dile an
payable.
