The failure of tho Wool Exchange, by

which wool growers hereabouts are consid¬
erable losers, adds another to tho ample
series of practical lecturee to the farmers.
There are farmers and farmers, but strike
au average, and no class is more liberally
victimized.by sharpers with improved
patent cucumbers for sale, by demagogue?,
by well-meaning but not well-informed
jiersons, by the farmer's own desire to

better himself through ways at varianco
with trade laws Disappointment and
disaster have their local effect, but the
field is wide and the impression made is
not general.
The Pennsylvania, Ohio and West Vir¬

ginia wool growers who wont into the Ex¬
change were moved by a desire to do away
with the middle-man, to get one step nearer
to the consumer of their products. Every-
farmer-his-own-middlo-man, was tho aim;
but it could not be accomplished by in¬
dividuals separately, and so it wob tried by
association. It is|not necessary to consider,
in advance of a judicial inquiry,
whether the a fl airs of tho Exchange were

honestly administered. A vital element of
success was lacking. The failure is com¬
plete, and for a large amount. If the
fanner could add to his profit the middle¬
man's commissions he would gain by that
much. If he would come faco to faco with
the consumer, losing nothing and gaining
all by the closer contact, ho would profit
by the return to primitive relations.
But the ideal barter is not possible in

this day. All modern experience teaches
that the moat successful man makes the
most intelligent use of improved methods
of trade. In this ago the exchange of
values is most advantageously conducted
by highly organised systems, in which
specialties and specialists play au

important, if not indispensable, part. The
middle-man is a specialist. If wool be bin
specialty, he gives his whole thought to
that, and to the single feature of marketing
it Except as it touches his own bufilness
he cares nothing about methods'of produc¬
tion.these he leaves to the grower; nor
about manufacturing.this he leaves to
the manufacturer.

It may bo possible to devisoagood work¬
ing plan for abolishing the middlo-man
with profit to the producer, but it has been
repeatedly shown that the experiment is
costly, often disastrous, and the farmerloses
in the effort to benefit himself. The middle¬
man seems to be a necessary evil of the
time.
