WRECKED ON THE SEA.

THEBTEAMER NAVARRE LOST

In » @ale—Sixty-five Persons Drowned out of
Kighty-ous on'Board, who ware mostly lm-
migranta—A very Serrowful Tale
of Biraggllag for Lifs.

Lowpox, March 9.—The steamer Navare,
bound from Copenhagen to Leith, foun-
dered during the gale yesterday. There
were eighty-one persons, mostly emigrants,
on board, only sixteen of whom were saved.

The name of the steamer lost while on
her way from Copenhagen to Leith was the
Navarre, not Navare, as first reported, Of
the Navarre's passengers six had intended
to embark for America by the Anchor line

the Btate line. Four male emigranis named
Auduoson, Hogelbey, Nygren and N, Man-
uale, were rescoed snd landed st Hull,
Five other passengers are on board a
Dutch fishing smack, Altogether sixof the
crew and ten passengers were saved, The
survivors give the following account of the
loss of the steamer: On Tuesday, when
two hundred miles from Cbristiansand, the
Navarre was struck by a heavy ses and the
cargo shifted, and on Wednesday the fore.
hold filled. When a fishing smack ap-
proached the Navarre ten men took a boat
and boarded the smack, letting & small
boat adrift. The smack sailed around
the sinking steamer, but having no bost
was unable to render assistance. The emi-
grants in the meantime clung to the rig-
ging, the sea washing over them.

Filteen
of the Navarre's men endeavored to reach
her in another boat, but it wes swamped
and all drowned.
