Joofcon and Mayor Miller had both been
trying to have W iggins ootne to tbiacity and
superintend, bis blow from the hen-coop on

top of the Washington Hall building, wnere
there are some whirligigs that were once in¬
tended to infjrm a suturing public what the
weather the next day wC^ald be. However,
there had be*n a hitch somewhere, and it
was with regret that the announcement was
made that the artistic liar would not he
present. The Governor tald there was "a
mare's nest" somewhere.It may have been
the Mayor, and then again there may have
been some "constitutional muddle." or ques¬
tion as to whether "Wig's" expenses should
have been paid out of tbe school fuud. The
Mayor was all broke up over Wig's refusal to
