Murray, once the popular pastor of the
I'ark Street Church, and author of wonder¬
ful Adirondack tales, is again in trouble.
His career in Boston, which began about
fourteen years ago, was brief aud rt mark-
ably brilliant, lie quarrelled with the
deacons of Park Street Church, and es-

tablsihed, for about two years, a society iu
Music Hull, where he attracted large audi-
unces. He went into the wagon building
business, in which he sank his fortune and
lost his homestead at Guilford, Conn, lie
afterwards went to Europe and then to
Texas, where he was supposed to be run¬
ning a large cattle rauch A dispatch
from Sin Antonio says that he left tbatlown
suddenly last Saturday evening. For some
time past he has been deeply involved in
debt, aud has been from time to time put*
ting of!" bis creditors with specious prom¬
ises. On Wednesday last, several of them
got together and talked of Mi. Murray's
financial affairs, finally sending for him.
lie then promised to meet them again on
Saturday afternoon, and in the meantime
to consider some definite pronosition for a
settlement and have it ready to submit
Instead of keeping this agreement, he
apparently begun at once to make arrange¬
ments (or flight. On Thursday morning
his intimate female friend left town by rail
and Mr. Murray packed his goods aud
started on Saturday for the South.
His indetedness in and abont San Anto¬

nio amounts to something over $12,000.
None of his creditors will suffer veryheavily, for tho individual claims are small.
One inun holds Mr. Murray's notes, long
overdue, to the amount of $2,500. He is
probably the largest creditor. Mr. Mur¬
ray's persuasive.powers in borrowing
money proved as successful in Texas as in
Boston. After all his other failures, he
raised capital and built a saw mill, but this
did not pay. He then essayed to the pul¬
pit again, but his adherents soon learned
his post history, aud he was invited to re¬

sign. Last fall he became so much im¬
poverished that he had to resort to hauling
wood for a living. He was then a very
different looking man.dressed in brown
overalls tucked into coarse cow hide boots,
and a blue and white checked shirt.

But they refused to grant her
request. Accordingly on November 20thf
ISM, some days after making the above
request? she wnlkod over to her mother's,
Mr*. ]>ockbariV residence, about half a
mile away, taking with her a pail of
boup. Arriving there some fifteen minutes
after the family had finished the noon day
meal she greeted her mother with the in¬
quiry as to how her health win. The old
lady responded that she felt very well, in¬
deed. whereupon'the daughter saying.
"Mother, I've brought you some soap,"
put it on the stove to warm. She then
handed somo to her mother and brother,
both of whom partook of it, her other
brother, Albert, refnsing. Half an hour
later her mother was taken violently ill
with cramps and was put to bed in great
agonv, and very soon after her
brother was taken down with similar
pains, and thereupon Mrs. Ver¬
mear took her pail, rinsed it out
and departed for home, leaving her victims.
Albert sent for her very boou after, and ac¬
cording to allegations, before she started to
go back, was seen by a boy named Miller,
who was in there playing, to take a small
phial out of the cupboard which contained as
the boy said a white substance like Hour.
When she returned to her mother's house
she found her dead and her brother dying.
He told her it was the soup that did it, but,she d.n'ed it, claiming that all at1
home had partaken o( iu She re¬
mained at the hone until her
brother died, being perfectly cool and,
self possessed and not manifesting a sign
of sorrow over what would otherwise have
been considered a teriible bereavement
An analysis of the contents of the
stomach of the deceased werei
made by a chemUt, who found in
that of the old lady seven grains
of arsenic, and in that of the woman's
brother four grains aad a fraction.
All the circumstances pointed strong¬
ly to Mrs Vermear's guilt, more espe¬
cially since some four years ago her
husband and his sister had died very sud¬
denly, it being intimated she had been in¬
strumental in removing them. When
sho offered to attend the funer-
al of her later victims Jjer country¬
men refused to nermit it, and
insisted that she oe arrested. As
stated this is her second trisl. Last fall
she was brought to Wampum and after
throe days the Jury disagreed and were
discharged.

T11E LIQUOR <il)K41'10!V IN OHIO.

The Two I'roponltlouN to be Nutimllled
lo h Vote of tbe People.

Coi.i'MUL'u, 0., Aprif 5..The General
At>sembly of Ohio has at last proved itself
capable of passing a constitutional amend¬
ment resolution as to the liquor traffic. It
submits two propositions, to be voted on at
the general election to be held on the
second Tuesday in October next, as follows:

First Proposition..The additional sec¬
tion in and with section 18 of the schedule
shall be repealed, and there shall be sub-,
stituted for it tbe following: "The General
Assembly shall regulate the tratlic in in-!
toxicating liquors so as to provide against
the evils resulting therefrom,and its power
to levy taxes or assessments thereon 13 not
limited by any provision of this Constitu¬
tion.", '

Second Proposition.The additional sec¬
tion in and with Section 18 of the schedule,"
shall be repealed, and there shall be sub¬
stituted for it the following: "The manu¬
facture of and the tratlic in intoxicating
liquors to be used as a beverage are forever
prohibited, and the General Assembly shall
provide by law for the enforcement of this
provision."
Should the first proposition bo approved

by a majority of the electors voting at the
general election in October, then the pres¬
ent constitutional inhibition againBt license
will be removed. The General Assembly
wiH therefore have power to license should
it so please. It can also specially tax, in
spite of certain other provisions of the
Constitution, such as uniformity of tax¬
ation* which the Supreme Court? might
otherwise decide to operate againstthe imposition of a special tax. it Is
considered that legislative control in other
respects is fully provided for under
this proposition, except that the Legisla¬
ture can not prohibit the liquor traffic..
Those who want prohibition have the op¬
portunity to express their sontiments under
the second proposition. Now that this
question is settled, 10 far as this General
Assembly is concerned, and the Republi¬
can party must assume the resporisibllty
of submitting the above propositions, in the
form in which tbey are, it would be in bad
taste to make any remarks that would
create any feeling. Tbe resolution passed
the Senate by 21 to 11, twenty being the
requisite three-fifths. Senator Ballauf was
the only Republican who voted against it.In
the Honse it went through by 113yeas toll)
nays, Card and Blocb, of Cleveland, being
the only Republicans who voted againBt it.
Every Democrat voted against it in both
the Senate and House.
There is a probability that the people of

Ohio will have tbe opportunity of voting
for or against these propositions after all.
Every vote was precious in the Senate.
Two gentlemen, one irom Cincinnati and
one from Cleveland, insisted on the sub¬
mission of license as a separate proposition.
In order to secure the passage oi the amend¬
ment the resolution referred to above an

agreement was entered into. After the
resolution had gone through the House,
Senator Chapman, of Cleveland, offered a
proposition of clean-cut license in the fol*
owing form:
"The General Assembly may provide by

law for licensing the traffic in intoxicating
liquors."

eight yeas and. one nay, Mr. Pollard;;* Re¬
publican.

A DYNAMITE VOLCANO
SMOTHERED OUT NONE TOO SOON.

Londox, April 5..A semi-weekly news¬

paper, called the City Pmt, in the edition
published yesterday evening, announced
that it received a letter without a signa¬
ture in which the writer threatened to blow
up the government offices, The affair was
reported to the polioe, and late last nisbt
the English detectives, assisted by members
of the Irish secret service, succeeded in ar¬

resting a man who had in his possession
stuff supposed to be dynamite. The ar¬

rest caused a decided sensation. The de¬
tectives bad followed thejirisonerfroui Man¬
chester, as he appeared to be a suspicious
character, and when the letter appeared he
w'asatouco arrested, being then in the
vicinity of Fleet street. He is now at How
street station to await the report of the
army officials at Woolwich, who are en-
gaged in a chemical examination of the
material. The police regard the arrest as a
most important one. This is evidenced by
the fact that since it was made, precau¬
tionary measures have been resumed.
Special attention is now being given to the
protection of the building in which arefbcated the offices of the Ministry and ai
public officials. Extra sentinels are postedin Windsor Castle and the l'ostolllce.
Policemen and detectives are keeping a
close watch in suspicious localities.

JtXCITBJllUiT IN UOVERNMENTCIUCLES.
There was renewed excitement in gov¬

ernment circles this afternoon because of
the report which comes from newsy Ire¬
land, where are situated the large govern¬
ment infantry barracks, that a sentinel
standing guard over the powder magazine
last night challenged a man who was dis¬
covered scaling the wall. Tho sentry fired
a shot an4 gave tho alarm. Search for the
intruder.was fruitless, but the guard was
doub'ed and order# were issued to take
every precaution to prevent surprise.

ment magazine in Ireland, and the discov¬
ery of an astoundingand audacious scheme
of the Nihilists to blow up tho Czar's resi¬
dence in Moscow. The excitement over
these affairs is not confined toGovernment
offices, but it is apparent on the street to
even themost casual observer. The prom
action of the Government officers is highlycommended.
The postofBce and neighboring govern¬

ment property is placed under an increased
guard, and the Koyal residence at Wind¬
sor. A large force of sentinels was sent
thither in a private manner. This precau¬
tion is made necessary because the govern¬
ment officials learned late last night that in
connection with the discovery of the
dynamite factory at Birmingham, Borne
conspirators were already on their way to
Wiudsor from Birmingham. It is slated
in official quarters that there is reason to
believe the whole incendiary and dynamite
conspiracy here and in America will now
be laid bare and the number of arrests
shortly increased.

TUB "MEDICAL STUDENT."
The man iirat arrested last night, near

Fleet street, had engaged rooms on South*
hainpton street, corner of the Strand, giving
the name Ormund, and stating that he was
a medical BtudenU Subsequently he said
that his correct name was Norman. The
lirat inquiry for rooms was made by an
elderly man. A box of explosives was
taken to Norman's lodgings by a person
of rakiBh appearance, who looked more like
a tramp or street idler than the porter or
friend of a student It ia believed that this
individual and^elderly man have been cap*
tuied in the persons of the two men arrest*
ed at Lambeth to-day. One of these men
had in hie pocket and sewed up in his
clothing a large sum of money, a portion
of which was in American coinB,

Street rumor made free use of the Ameri¬
can's name aud' connect many Irish
Americans with these plots. One of the
Lambeth prisoners had secured lodgings in
the name of Wilson. His movements,
however, excited so much suspicion among
his neighbors that he left his room yester¬
day, saving it was his intention to go to
Wolverhampton. When he returned at
noon to-day he was surprised to llnd five
detectives awaiting him. Norman un¬

doubtedly came direet from Birmin ham.;The place where he was stopping was just
over the oflice where the Court Circular is
printed. The proprietor of that sheet re¬

cently received letters containing dire
threats, the origin of which he has now no
difficulty in tracing to the prisoner.

TUB FOURTH ARREST.

T&e fourth arrest to-day wqp Henry Dal-
to'n, taken into custody to-night lie came
from the United States two weeks ago. He
was found at the rooms of the American
Exchange. He made no resistance. Dalton
was confined in jail at Scotland Yards.
There was no less sensation in commerce
when the arrests were announced than
elsewhere.
Sir William Harcourt, Home Secretary,

In a brief speech outlining the facts, con¬
firmed what had up to this time been
merely rumored; that Norman had been
arrested. He added that one hundred and
fifty pounds of highly explosive liquid had
been found in Norman's quartet*, stored in
skillfully devised rubber bag*. He
also confirmed the discovery of a

dynamite manufactory at Birmingham
and gave the particulars of the affair sub¬
stantially as related in these dispatches.
He said further a considerable amount of
some kind of explosives has been discov¬
ered in the rooms of the Lambeth prison¬
ers, and a part of the money on these
men was in American bank notes. That
there was connection Between the arrests
at Birmingham and London is shown by
an incident just come to light.
The Home Secretary during the
afternoon sent a dispatch to
BTrminjiham asking the authorities to re¬
mand Whitehead for a week until some ac¬

tion can be taken here. Under thesame di¬
rections in the case of Norman the magis¬
trate at Bow Street waited until late in the
afternoon for instructions in regard to Nor¬
man and his two Eambeth accomplices,
and finally receiving a telegram from the
Home Secretary, announced that no formal
chargo would be brought against the three
prisoners to-day, and they were accordingly
discharged.

In accordance with the request of the
Home office,Whitehead was remanded for

a week. Tho charge against him is having
in bis possesion exploaivo compounds and
materials in violation of the law. At tho
examination evidence was given nhowing
the police detectives had followed Vorrnan,
who was arrested in London, from White¬
head's house in this city, tie took away
from Whitehead a box. Among other
material seized at the paper hangers were
two gallons of a nivsterous liquid in tius,
some sulphuric acid and a quantity of nitro
glycerine. Tlid priaonrrs when arraigned
assumed an air of indifference and also re¬
fused to answer questions.
The rubber bA;.i founds in Norman's

quarters contained nitro glycerine suf¬
ficient to blow up any town. Gallagher's
portmanteau was packed with explosives.

KIIn Mjctrlnp Pnctorjr Heisr«J.
Biuminoiiam, April 5..The city police

mado a raid upon a suspected locality on

Ledsam street, Ladywood, and discovered
a Fenian nitro glycerine factory in full
operation with apparatus for preparing and
mixing explosive compounds, constructed
on scientific principles and with all the
cunuing craft which clearly'showed its in¬
ventor to be not only a thorough scholar in
chemistry and machinery but also an

adept in expedients for avoiding notoriety
laud preventing discovery. Among the
noteworthy features of the place was a

shrewdly devised method for carrying the
fumes up the chimney aud consuming the
odors. It is learned that the premise in
Ledsam street were taken two yearj ago
by a man named Whitehead, an IrL«n-
American, who had u sign hung out in
front of the placo indicating his business as
that of a paper hanger. Whitehead him¬
self was taken into custody, when the
police made a descent on the den, and is
now in close confinement. A considerable
quantity of nitro glycerine was seized by
the officers at the Bamo time. Information
now iu tho hands of detectives tends to
demonstrate that this place is the central
manufactory of explosives, and the most
important depot of all tho infernal con¬
trivances in tho Kingdom. Whitehead,
who is described as a man about L'5 years
old, dark complexion and with a narked
American accent, has been in the habit ol
purchasing supplies of nitro glyceriue and
acids which were neccesary to ruu the busi¬
ness.

a large mine has been discovered connect¬
ing with the Kremlin, where the corona¬
tion of tho Czar is to take place. The tele¬

purpose of destroying the mine.

Jt was originally
believed that this trial would be the last ol
the kind on the list. The recent arrests,
however, made other Nihilists trials prob¬
able, anil it in the pressnt intention to ar¬
raign the newly-discovered plotters either
before the coronation of the Czar, or quickly
after. The accused have, with three ex¬
ceptions, already pleaded guilty of belong¬
ing to a party which, they assert is in fact,
as well as in name, "The Will of the
People."

Pittsburgh, April 5..The meeting to be
held in thin city next Saturday between
the iron and Bteel manufacturers aud the
Amalgamated Association, for the purpose
of arranging the scale of prices, will not
altogether result in the decision anticipated
by tlie workmen a short time ago. Very
recently it lias been slated that the manu¬
facturers will refuse to sign the scale. If
such a refusal is contemplated, it will cer¬

tainly cause a struggle among the puddlers,
who declare they will not work uuless a

scale is signed.
If, as has been stated, the manufacturers

propose to pay on a two cent instead of a

two and a half cent card, it would reduce
pudding to $«"i a ton. A reduction of '25
per cent would take place among rollers,
who would probably oppose it Their av¬
erage daily earnings are from $15 to $25.
There are rollers of steel in our mills
who get $30 a day. On small guide rolls
the roller can earn from $<$ to 0$ a day, and
bar rollers get from SS to$13. Heaters are
well satisfied with the present wages paid
them, which are by no means equal to any
of the rollers. ,JThe average amount paid
for heaters is from $1 to $i) a day. \ ery
few roll hands earn more thai from $3 50
tD$fladay.

l'he iron trade generally is undeniably
good at present The orders in three-
fourths of the mills are as large as could be
desired, nnd the stock of merchantable
iron on band at the warehouse in this city
is far less than was expected three months
AtfO. There are 1,000 puddling furnaces
in the mills here, and of these eight
hundred are now worked double turn,
with a muck supply possibly smaller at
present than at any time within tho last
llvo yeare. From the metal trade comes
about the same encouraging report From
th6 eleven blast furnaces in this city ten aro
now blasting, with an average dailv pro¬
duction of about 800 tons, which is not
more than half the amount required for
the mills here at the present running capa¬
city. The stock of metal now on hand is
very small. At some of the furnaces the
stock is entirely exhausted. The Pitts¬
burgh Spring Company, along the A. V.
K. It, have an unusually large stock of
metal on hand, and at a few minor stock
yards small stocks are piled away. There
are very few large and small dealers who
expect any dullness in the trade during the
coming summer, unless some unforseen
circumstances take place.
