TO BC ADDED TO THE INDUSTRIES

8ince the failure of the Wheeling Grape
Sugar and Refluiog Company, and the sale
of its building in the Eighth ward to the
Bank of tbe Ohio Valley, several projects to
utilize the fine property have been talked of.
Persons familiar with the size and arrange¬
ments of the factory suggested that it might
be utilized as a furniture fautory, for which
pjrpose the buildlngis eminently fitted, and
several gentlemen have tried to get up sufil
cient Interest in this project to organizj a

compauy and buy the property for this pur¬
pose. Bo far no steps in that direction nave
yet been taken, however.
Recently Mr. J. 0. Staud, a leading soap

manufacturer of Pittsburgh, inspected the
factory, and he at once made overtures to
EX'Mayo' Kgerlwr looking to the formation
of a firm or company to purchase the property
and go into the business of manufacturing
soan. Mr. 8taud has an extensive businew
at Pittsburgh, and would bring to tbe new

company a wide experience and established
reputation. Several Wheeling men have
thought of a soBp factory in connection with
the Oluoose works building, but any
effort to procure it for that pur¬
pose was deterred by the extensive
character of tbe building, until after it was
bought so cheaplv by tne Bank. If it could
be had at a slight advance over tbe price it
brought at auction it would be a very cheap
property, as tbe building is admirably fitted
for the purpose, besides being furnished with
hydraulic elevators, tanks, pumps, engine
and other machinery whioh are necessary in
a soap factory. It would exceed in extent
most of the similar establishments of the
country.
Tbe advantages of location are the principalrecommendations for a soap manufacturing

business here. The materials needed abound
here, hundredsof tons of fat and grease being
shipped yearly to Bchultz, 8taud, Procter &
Gamble and other well known soap boilers.
Tbe salt works on the Kanawha, with
the increased facil ties for reaching them
furnished by the River railroad, would
furnish all the alkilies needed at a
reasonable price. It is far from improbable
that tbe project will assume a dt Unite shape
at an early day. Tbe idea of manufactures
glucose here has been about abandoned, and
the general belief is that tbe process sought
to be used was nn impracticable one. Tbe
building is too valuable aone to be allowed to
lie idle long, and it offers to no business as
favoiable an opportunity as to soap boiling.

A flcantliul Law.
At the recent session of the Grand Jurv

Elias Dealt, one of the nortonous Beall
brothers, waa idicted for felonions atabbing,
the offense having been committed near Ml.
de Cbanial several month age. His attorney
came into court and asked that a day be set for
tho case at the preaent term, and accordingly
yesterday was assigned for the hearing of the
case. Day before yesterday Prosecuting At¬
torney Jordan asked the court to construe
the Act of 1882, which provide" that a party
iudicted fur a felony may demand a con¬
tinuance without setting up any reason by
affidavit, as before required, at the first term
after the indictment is found. The Prosecu¬
tor wanted to know whether an indicted
party could demand an early trial, put the
State to the trouble andexpeuseof preparing
for the prosecution and summoning witnesses,
make no preparation whatever for the de¬
fense, and then coma into court on the day
set for bis bearing at his own request, and get
a continuance. Judge Jacob said he was
forced to rule that that was the effect of the
statute. This was just what Beall'a lawyer
did yesterday, and the Judge said be very re-
luctautly granted the continuanoe. Accord¬
ingly the hearing was postponed till the next
term. This is a bllliant specimen of law.
