Mr. Andkkw Uaknmuk, the well-known

Pittsburgh iron worker, lived long enough
in (his country to amass a large fortune.
It is now announced that he never became
an American citizen, and intends to stand
for Parliament in his native Scotland.
Doubts have been expressed as to whether
he would be allowed to take his seat. If
the constituency choose him we do not
think this question will be raised. Though
the doctrine of ''once a British subject,
always a British subject," was exploded
by force in so far a9 it was sought to make it
applicable by force to citizensof the United
States ol British birth, the policy of Great
Britain still is to receive back the wander-
tw, and, if they be men of parts or of for¬
tune, or both, to make much of them. Mr,
Judah P. Benjamin, who served in high
places under two governments on this side
without any suspicion that he was not of
American birth, went to Eugland after the
Ull of his eeoond choice, declared that he
was born in the British West Indies and
hid never renounced his allegiance
(though he had Bworn to support two
American Governments) w as admitted to
practice in the courts and soon became
Queen's Counsel.
Hero the principle was the same, but the

case of Mr. Puleston comes nearer to Mr.
Carnegie, and would be an exact parallel
if Mr. Carnegie had held oliice in this
country. Mr. Puleston was a Welshman
who settled in Pennsylvania and became
the agent of that State to collect war claims
against the United States. Going back to
the old country, he stood for Parliament,
and was elected by the Welsh constituency
of Devanport, for which bo now sits. In a
book of travel recently written by Mr.
Carnegio he gives some idea of the stand he
would take on the Irish qnestion. For this
ami because of die force of the comparison,
this much is worth reprinting:
"1 hear some Americans reproaching the

Irish people for rioting atd flehWug so
rnucb; the real trouble Is they don't tighthalf enough. Tak<» my own heroic Soot-
land; let wen Mr. Gladstone, one of onr-

THE IRON WORKERS' SCALE

lad the Cb »»cu of Lut Y**r'« Prleti »nd ¦ Strike.

PiTTSuimau, May 8..Tbe result of the
coming contest between the manufacturers
and tlio Amalgamated Association, .was
never more generally discussed than at tbe
present time. Since the last meeting held
by committees from both sides, a decided
change has trken place with the workmen.
Some of the sub-lodge meetings were held
last Saturday, and before tbe general com¬
mittees will meet again the other lodge
meetings will have to be held, but nothing
of any importance will take place ut any of
them, as the men have already cbalked-out
their plans. All that is now required for a
long contest, if any is to take place, is a
unity between the workmen, and that
is greatly discussed between the pud-
dlera and tbe finishers. Since the late
strike it waa frequently stated that theywould not remain united longer than the
IstofJuue. Should this come to pass, it
would prove disastrous ta t^>jb factions,
and enable the manu/WfcfWrtb run their
finishing departments duffajfstrikes, such
being tbe case before a unity existed be¬
tween tbe iron worktra, by buying muck
iron, scrap and old 'railroad rails from
other places. At the last committee meet¬
ing Iruiu both sides the delegate* stated
their grievances, and each resolved to re¬
main firm with their former decisions.
Tne manufacturers replied that a reduc¬
tion must bemad* this summer.: .Followingin full was theft reply: To pay the pud-dlers$5 a inn on a 2-cent card and sign no
scaU- i r $4 50 a ton on the ame card a d
Bi^n a scale. The signiug of nu scale \ as
au issue expected, and it was therefore no
surprise when it was heard.

WHAT BROKE OP TUB MUTING.
A few other remarks of determination

were made by these gentlemen, when the
President arose and stated that he had
traveled all over the United Slates, and
could see no reason wuy a redaction should
be made. His remarks were brief and
sharp, and were not answered by any o

the manufacturers. A member of the firm
of Jones A Lnughlins was tho first to pick
up bis hat and walk from the secret cham¬
ber, followed by a manufacturer along the
Allegheny river, Immediately followed by
two or three others. Those then remaining
had very little more to say, and the meet¬
ing was closed,' without knowing the
precise reduction to be made- to the
finishers, which at 50 per ton would
reduce them more than '20 per cent This
they strenuously refuse to accept They
claim their present wages to be u9 low as
ever, and will remain fifni, with but a
slight reduction, which can only be gov¬
erned properly aiter a decision is readied
with tko puddiers. These are willing to
work for $5 a ton, but will refuse to stand
any greater reduction. Whatever the re¬
sults wi t*be on Jane 1, or nftef, no ttork
will bo dpue'by the Amalgamated, work¬
men .without a scaie_>being sinned, which
will be presented at the office of everymill where union men aro employed on
that date, according to custoipj'. baft
year when the scale was brought to
Carnegie Bros., Htttseyl Howe-it Qo,, I)iJ-
worth, Porter & Co., ana Singer, Niiuick.&
Co., no question was asked, and it whs
signed conditionally. These 'f6or "iuijjs
employ 3.100 pien, and w;ere not delayed
uu hour during the late strike. Such, no
doubt, will be; the case^at thef=e works on
the first of the coming iuontfy, The manu¬
factures, among themselves, are -by-no
means satiifieil with the course that some
are pureuing. One firm, iocated on the
north side of the Monongahela rivet gives
employment to 300 men and pays put
monthly' $18,000, Say- that-they -can-see
no reason for any reduction, and are very
willing tQ sign the scale when it is present¬ed to them'.for 15 50a ton. The loss cur¬
tailed in Jong stops is very varying. This
firm claims to have sustained a loss of
$00,000 during the last strike. The smallest
rolling mills, if ojdinarfly fa operation,
can have a net annual gain of over $100,-
000, while some, not among the largest, can
clfcar upwards of $300,000 a year; this de¬
pends very greatly upon the facility of
transportation and other requirements.

And that whereas disputes
and differences have arisen between the
employers and employed in the coal trade
in this judicial districtand your petitioners
being desirous that the matters In dispute
may he submitted to voluntary tribu-
niils for final decision, pray this Court
under an act to authorize the creation and
to provide for the regulation of Voluntary
Tribunals t0*djust deputes between em¬

ployers and employed aa provided for in the
Iren, Steal and Coal Trade as pasted in
1883; to issue its license or the creation of
such tribunals in the coal trade conditioned
upon theafsent and agreement of the neces¬

sary number of employers who have not
signed this petition for a tribunal as pro-videdinlbe act. ,

The court took the papers and will make
a report on the application noon. *

The Cold Wnithcr In Hit NorlliwMt H«-
i»r«U (lie Urowliitf l'lnni*.

Milwaukee, May 8..Reports from all
parts of the West and Northwest show
that the week has brought much-needed
rein, but the weather has continued very
cold for tbia season of the year, and vege¬
tation makes but slow progress. Some re¬

ports are received, however, of the appear¬
ance above ground of the spring wheat
plant, showing that it has made a good
*tart. The acreage of spring wheat is
larger than last year, but dtUnite state¬
ments as to the iucrease are not yet re¬
ceived. Of late the interest of grain dealers
has been drawn rnainJy to winter wheat
The worst accounts come from Ohio, In¬
diana and Kentucky, and there is no ques¬
tion of a very considerable shortage in
those states, as compared with last year.
In Missouri and Michigan reports do not
sgree so fully us to the extent of damage,
though there is no doubt that the growing
plant has been injured more or less. In
Kansas, the same condition of affairs exist,
except that the reports are more decisive
as to a large prospective shortage.

In all States winter wheat is now nearly
a month later than usual; and, while this
renders present judgment of the proba¬
bilities uncertain, it also increases the risks
between now and harvest time, as a late
crop is precarious and seldom good.

Receipts of wheat havo been better at
most trading-points, and the stock in Mil¬
waukee has increased slightly, while the
demand in Chicago has not lessened the
stock in store there. The amount of wheat
on passage to Europe has increased480,000
bushels.which is somewhat remarkable
considering the large arrivals there recently
.and the visible supply in the United
States shows a decrease of 420,000 bushels.

'? BKl-OBTS OF OTIIKB CJUKAL8.
Tho week's report from all directions

shows that tho supplies of oats were larger
during the early part of the week, but have
fallen off somewhat within thq last few
days. There .is a largo increase in the
acreage of oAra sown this year. The stock
In OhicagS baa been worked off freely and
the market was quite strong undadvaBciug
until Friday, when a reaction set in which
leaves tho future of prices considerably in
doubt, though no great declineis looked
for. The movement of barley has only
been moderate idnriog'the week and not
equal to the demands, which are mainly
local; so that the stock, both here and at
Obi(jaco,'hrts been frtllirtg off steadily, and
there is not now much over'UOO.lkX) bushels
in each place. The receipts of rye also
have been small, and, 'although the stock
in Milwaukee has nearly, qll been shipped
out*.there is no important decrease in the
ttock in store in Chicago.

niabonpNt Emplojei Ferreted Out.
Clever Detective W»rk.

8t. Louis, Mo., May 8..C. E. Cragan,
baggage master, and Wm. Uerzog, brake-
man, on the run from Longview to Texar-
kann, on the International Jc Great North¬
ern, are now lodged in jail at Longview
and will be prosecuted- for a series of sys¬
tematic robberies of baggage, extending
over,the past year or two.
The Missouri Pacific Company has paid

between $4,000 and $5,000 to passengers as
iudemPity for losses sustained by pilfering
froni trunks, but their secret service police
were unable to ferret out the perpetrators.
Alfred R. Conklin, an attorney of New

York, was one of the sufferers. He bad
been robbed of jewelry, Ac., to a consid¬
erable amount The last victim was Cir¬
cuit Attorney Harris, of this city, who
lately returned from a Texas trip. He
found that his trunk had been plundered,
and reported it. Detectives were sent out
and the investigation narrowed down to
the run between Laredo and Tcxarkana,
and invariably trunks of passengers to re-
moto northern and eastern points nad been
ransacked. It was ascertained that Heizog
and,Cragan, baggage master on the same
train, ipomed together at Longview. Both
are old railroad men, formerly from Chi¬
cago, where the fathor of one of the ac¬
cused is now connected with the
Chicago, Burlington & Quincy. Gain¬
ing access to the suspected men's
aftirtraeut, the detectives found two
very large trunks with intricately con¬
structed locks. To catch them in thu act of
pilfering baggage was next to impossible,
for baggage masters had access to trunks at
times when they could uot be observed. It
was a risky business to break open the
railroaders' monstrous trunks without more
conclusive evidence than had been ob¬
tained. Several keys failed to uulock
them. One of the operatives took a room

directly oppposite, and feigning sickness,
remained to watch while the other went to
Dallas and procured a locksmith. The
trunks were unlocked, aud both trunks
were found packed with valuables of every
description, and the missing articles of Mr.
Coukliu were found, with Mr. Harris' dia¬
mond etud aud other tilings that had been
taken from his baggage, it was the brake-
man's sharo in the conspiracy to gain all
the information he could from the passen¬
gers and then tell the baggageman what
trunks could be expected to yield valuable
plunder.

As was expected, there was a regular
picnic in tbe Second Branch last evening
in which Mr. P. L. Kimberly, the member
from the Fourth ward, floured largely. It
was fitarted by a report from the Com*
mittee on Wharves signed by Messrs. D.
C. List, Jr., C. A. Wingerter and John H.
Hall coming down from the First Branch
as having passed that body. It was the
same report that carae up in the Second
Branch several weeks ago unsigned, and
was not acted on. The report stated that
the committee had visited the wharf and
found things in a bad condition and tho
wharf very much in need of repaire; that
as the Baard of Public Works received tho
revenues from the wharf, the committee
recommended that the Solicitor be instruct¬
ed to draw up an ordinance amending the
preseut ordinance so as to place the wharf
and all matters connected with it in under
the supervision and control of the Board.
When this report came up several weeks
ago, Mr. Kimberly gave as his reasons for
not signing it as chairman, that the report
was not made up as ordered, and intimated
something akin to crookeduess. It was re¬
ferred back to the committee, and came in
last evening, in the same shape.

Mr. Kimberly rose to speak on the mat¬
ter but was interrupted by Mr. Milligan,
who rose to a point of order. He stated
that he wanted it decided whether Mr
Kimberly was a member of council. Mr.
Kimberly asked as a special privilege that
he be allowed to speak before the point
was decided, and pulling a copy of tbe
Evtiwng Journal out of his pocket proceed¬
ed to read a card in it signed by "B." at¬
tacking Mr. Kimberly and asking the
Second Branch to sit down on Mr. Kim¬
berly's "cheek." Then turning to Mr.
Milligan,he said that his point of order was
but a part of the programme of "B."
and his crowd to kit down on him, Kim¬
berly, on account ot his opposition to cer¬
tain actions of the Board of Public Worke:
that the bringing in of that report showed
how "B." auu his crowd had hoodwinked
the Committee, for at the time the report
tirst come up the Committee had been
a unit in telling him, Kimberly, that he
had done right in refusing to sign it. Mr.
Kimberly spoke at some length in his
usual vigorous style. He told Mr. Milligan
that those who had told him to raise his
point ot order had not given him tho pro¬
per instructions how to proceed. That he
(Kimberly) had first asked the Council to
say whether he was a member or not, that
reiusing to do that, he had come in person
and asked to have tbe mattor settled; that
the case had been laid on the table, and if
Mr. Milligan wanted the matter reopened
he couid call it up.

Sir. Milligan said that he had not been
present when Mr. Kimberly's case was up
before, or he should have votod to oust
him. Ho did not propose to be sat down
on at the present time by Mr. Kimberly.

Halifax, May 8..A startling lottor was
received this morning from Sir John Msc-
Donald.
