"A Farmer" of Doddridge county write*

to the Intklliukncer Baying that "the
farmers of that community are considera¬
bly worked up over a report that the Asses¬
sor has been instructed by the Auditor to

go over his work so far as done and add to
the list of taxable property such things as

hay, grain, potatoes meat, Ac," and they
would like to know about it.
The Doddridge farmers have been cor¬

rectly informed, and the story is easily
told. The State was running behind, bor¬
rowing money from the banks and, in
violation of the Constitution, from the
irred lcible school fund, and there was no

prospect of being able to catch up, the
valuation and rate of taxation remaining
the name. This could not go on lor ever.

Something had to be done, and the Con¬
stitution, framed by the Democratic party,
provided just what should be done and no

other thing lawfully could be done.
Article X,section bt of the Constitution pro¬
vides that "whenever any deficiency in the
revenue shall exist in any year, it [the
Legislature] shall, at the regular session
thereof held next after the deficiency occurs,
levy a tax for the ensuing year, sufficient,
with the other sources of income, to meet
su:h deficiency as well as the estimated
expeneea of such year." This language is
so plain that it needa neither bench nor

bar to construe it The Legislature of 1881,
at its regular ucssion dodged the question,
at its adjourned session ordered a reas¬

sessment. Now theasseesing of property
is not the levying of a tax; it is merely the
means for determining what and how
much there is to be taxed. The Constitu¬
tion commanded a tax levy to meet the
S.a.e's liabilities.
The LettiHlature violated the Constitution

by ordering a new assessment to screw up
value*, that there might be more to Ux
aud that the taxpayer might be delude
into the beliel that while the gross amount
of bis Uxes had increased, it was merely
owingto the increased value of hie properly,
the Legislator,) generously refraining from
addim 10 the tax rate, having no leaa kind-
ly.h,covered for him that he was getting
.head in the world faster than he knew.
Tue supporition waB that the taxpayer
either would not know be wasi dece.yel or would be glad to be deceived
Bit the makeshift was a failure.
In spite of the increased assess¬

ment there was not basis enough to

figure on, and when the 1*gisUture me

last winter it wm confronted with a debt ol
$140,000 owed to a Wheeling bank, and
$127,000 taken without warrant of law
from the school fund. Besides this there
was an item of about $12,000, w.tb mter^tadded about $18,000, taken Irom the school
fund, appropriated back but never paid.
Current expenses were also to provide for
This was the question which confronted
the Legislature, and it was met very re-

luctautly by adding five cents to the tax
rate.a confession of the failure of the un-

constitutional reassessment. ThiB lncre»se
was known to be insufficient to meet he
demands of the administration, but the
Democratic party again feared to arouae

tlw tax-payers to a sense of its extravagan¬
cies. Republicans urged the Democratic
m-ioritv to lace the issue in a manly way,
to pay back what had been taken (rem he
Kobool fund-to obey the law-but the
majority would not, prefering to continue
in-the old way ot evasion.
Meantime a decision had been rendered

by Uie Supreme Court of Appeals in the
Chesapeake & Ohio tax case, and tbi.de-
cUi .a was known to every member of the
LegKa'.ure. Let us see very briefly what
this case was. By the last clause ol aeciion
7 0f tt.e act of March 1, 18M, it waa pro¬
vided that "no taxation upon the property
of the said com, any shall be Imposed by
the State until the profits of said company
¦ball amount to ten uer cent on the capital
stock ol the company. This provisionhad
reference to the Chesapeake & Ohio Kail
road Company, to the right, and pr.vlfcges
of which the Chesapeake & Ohio
Railway Company claimed to have
succeeded. The Supreme Court of Appeal,
did not pass upon the question of s"««-

siou, disposing,ol the case on constitutional
ux grounds. The Bute was lor taxing the
company's property; on the ground that it
did not come within tue constitutional ex¬

emption. The Court held with the Stat,
that the exemption claimed und.r the act
of 1880. was prohibited by Article VII ,

Section 1 of the Constitution of 803, then
in force, to wit, "Taxation .hall be equa
and uniform throughout tho State, and all
property, both real and personal, shall be
taxed in pioportion to it. value, to be
ucertained as directed by law. No one

.peciesol property Irom which a tax may
be collected shall be taxed higher than any
other species of property ol equal value,
but property used lor educational, scien¬
tific, religious purposes, and public pro¬
perty, may by law, b. exempted Irom
taxation." The provision in the present
Constitution is the same except that,
cemeteries are added to thelst olex-
amotions, and a clause is added prsvi-
ding that "The Legislature shall have
power toltax, by uniform laws, all prlv
leges and franchises ol persons and corpor-
ations."

payers these exemptions sanctioned by
reason and custom. The L-gisiature ro

fused to do either, many members holding
that the practice and the law under the
old Constitution, in vogue when the new
waa pissed containing the same provi¬
sion as the ofd, was sufficient» rest upon.
What the Legislature refused todo the
State administration began to do as soon

as the Legislature got out of the way.
It may be that, under the decision In the

railroad case, a question is raised which
ought to be passed upon, so that if wo havo
not the right to do a right thing we may
flud a way to get it hut the action of the
State administration, in taking upon itself
a responsibility which the circumstances
did not force upon it, in doing away with a

law which the Legislature refused to re¬

peal, has aroused intenseindignation which
is by no means confined to Republicans.
Here we see conscientious scruples,

almost too nice, applied to a case which it
is hoped may do something towards help¬
ing the Democratic party out of its financial
dilemma.

A Wheeling Loy traveling down the
Ohio and jVlieeicElppi livers writes home
an interesting letter, from which we make1
the following extracts: "The scenery along
the Ohio is nearly identical with that at

home until we get near Cairo, when all c f
aaud den everything becomes as iUt fa *

floor. Before we got to Cairo I was impa¬
tient to see the place, but aftor we laid
there five hours I was just us impatient to

get away. My idea ofJCario was complete¬
ly annihilated. The population is about
equally divided betwetn the negroes and
wiiites, and a lazier set of blacks 1 never
saw before.
The liiat place of historical iutereet wo

paw, was the site of Tort Pillow, on the
Tennesseo side of the Mississippi river,
just at the head of a raege of blulln.
Nothing remains now of the old fort ex¬

cept the part it took in the war. It in a
notable fact that all the bluffs areou the
Tennessee and Mississippi side of the river
with ono exception, that at iieleua. A
great many of them ri« perpendicularly
out of the water, others come within a quar
ter of a mile and gradually slopo'to the
river. On the latter is where most of tht-
large cities are situated. 1 was surprised
to see so much Northern push and energy
in Memphis. It is a city of about 40.000,
situated on a high bluff, with electric ligtits
all over the place.
The moat exteusive industries are cotton

mills and cotton seed oil factories It in
astonishing bow they utiles the seed of
cotton. They lirat grind and press the seed
for the oil, and from the refuse they uiakt-
it into cotton seed meal aud what they call
oil cakes. The former they usu-moro for
fertilizing; the latter is dissolved and used
for feeding. Bafore the war this seed wa*
considered useless and u<d merely for
fertilizing, until Yankee ingenuity found a

process oy which it could De made more
useful. It is claimed that they cau make as
much money out of the seed as they can
from the cotton itself.

Vicksburg, the beautifql resting place for
the soldiers c f tl e lut* war, lies on a slop¬
ing bluff amid foliage aud fbwers. The
National Cemetery is the only place of in¬
terest to visitors. Buried there are 10,000
citizens who died for their country.

Sectional animosity is fast disappearing
in the South. Northern capital and in-
lluenco is pouring into thiB land, indus¬
tries are springing up on every hand, and
business is prosperous; the North and Mouth
are mingling with each othor and the old
feeling is fast dying out. I predict that
the time is not far distant whon the South
will have her portion of the manufactories
of the couutry. .W.F.
