ing Rev. Dr. McLane returned from Wells-
ville,where he had been adjudged a heretic
by the Steubenville Presbyterian Presby¬
tery. At the depot he took a cab and was

driven to bis residence on North Fourth
street. This morning he was on the streets,
surrounded everywhere he went by hosts
of friends. It would seem that Dr. McLane
had more friends in this city to-day than
he ever ;bad, and that the de¬
cision of the Presbytery only tended to
excite sympathy with him in the minds
of the people irrespective of denomina*
tional affiliations. It is estimated that
seven-tenths of the members of his church
(which is one of the most influential in
Eastern Ohio) are of the opinion that a

?eat injustice has been done their pastor.
here iu a strong impression prevailing in

this cily that the members of Presbytery
were prejudiced, and that the accused did
not have a fair trial. There is also
considerable feeling expressed against
Rev. Drs. Reid and Grimes for the
remarks made at the clcse of
the prosecution, especially the former, who
has been, and is at present, a member of
Rev. McLane's Church. The introduction
of letters by Dr. Reid received frera Rev.
Dr. Herrick Johnson, professor of the
Theological School at Chicago, formerly"of
Pittsbuigb, and one from Rev. Dr. Howard
Crosby, of New York, is regarded by many
as questionable evidence, from the fact
that ihev were simulv answers to inturro-
gatories unknown to the members of the
Presbytery. This will doubtless prove a

strong point in Dr. McLane's de¬
fence-before the General Assembly.
Your correspondent called at Dr.
McLane's study this afternoon and
found him preparing Uis defense which will
doubtless be equally as strong and forci-
bleas the one delivered before the Presby¬
tery. He stated that he was in receipt of
numerous letters from ministers through¬
out the country, and turning to his desk
read the following extract from a commu¬
nication received to-dar from a prominentPhiladelphia banker, who is an eider in one

"I read your book with great
interest and am sorry that Presbytery bas
assumed such an attitude towards it.

BRIBED LKUI4L4TOR4.

Tli« Vexed Qaesiluu of (tie Location of
Dnkolft'* l'a|il al.

Yankton, Da., May 11..The names of
tbe persons indicted for briber; in connec¬
tion with tbe passage of tbe bill authoriz¬
ing a commission to relocate tbe Capital of
Dakota have not been made public. It is
certain tbat there are three indictments,
and that two members of the Legislature
are among those indicted. During tbe
seasion of tbe Legislature a syndicate was

formed here to l^bby for the Capital bill.
It bad an abundance of money which Was
freely used. The operations became so

open that tbe Grand Jury was forccd to in¬
vestigate the matter. * The stock of the
syndicate, which was printed in Fox City,
was used in attempting bribery. One
member of tbe Legislature was offered
$15,000 in stock and $5,000 in cash. He
declined, and has been a witness before
tbe Grand Jury. Another member re¬
fused $10,000. The scheme of the syndi¬
cate Is to buy all tbe land around tbe Cap¬
ital site, they controlling tbe decision of
the Commissioners, which is to be kept
from the public until July 1. For a week
or two one vote was needed in tbe Legisla¬
ture to paaa tbe bill, and pricei for votes
ruled high. A Linooln oounty member
Snally clianged his mind, and by bis vote
the bill became law. The next Grand
Jury will make a thorough investigation,
and many indictments are expected.

Stewart, banker, against ColiisP. Hunting¬
ton and others, was brought to trial to day
in the Supreme Court When the Central
Pacific Kailroad of California was first
started, It is alleged Hungtlnton influenced
tbe plaintiff to purchase 200 shares of the
stock of tbe company. April 21,1870, these
shares were sold to Huntington for their
par value, with Interest at tbe rate of 7 per
cent from 1807. Stewart avers that Hunting¬
ton, for himself and three other capital¬
ists in California, agreed that if he or

they akould pay any more for,other
stock tbsn they had paid him for bl^jtbea
they would make up the diff.rencs-^vilh
him. Stewart alleges that Huntington and
others did pay as high as $500 per share
for other stock, and be claims he Is en¬
titled to tbe difference between that
pries and $1.10 per share paid bim
lor his stock. The amount Stswart
seeks to recover is $16,000, with in¬
terest from April 21, 1870. Huntington
says that he acted alone with Stewart on
hie own behalf and responsibility, tbat
afterward, when Stewart said some other
person had been paid a large sum for their
stock, hs denied this and tab) tb»l if he

Philadelphia, May 11..The filing of ft

bill in equity by sovcral Masonic lodges
against others to recover posseaaion of the
African Masonic Hall, on Eleventh street,
near Lombard, brings to light aotne inter-
eating facta regarding the Order among the
colored citlxena. There are two distinct
Grand Lodgea in this State; and a breach
which occurred in 1840 has never been
healed. A plan for harmonising the difT-
erences betweon the two organixationa was
conaidered last year, and it waa agreed by
both parties to aubmit the matter to a vote
of the aubordinate lodges working under
the w*r:ft)tB of the two Grand Lodges, one

of which is styled the Most WorshipfulGrand Lodge of Free and Accepted Ma¬
sons, and the other laat year was known
by the title of the Moat Worshipful Grand
Lodge of Free and Accepted Ancient York
Masons, but which has recently adopted
thesame title as its competitor. Of the first
named Charles Kelly, of Williamaport, is
M. W. Grand Master, and of the latter W.
H. Miller is the head. The convention
waa fixed for the 20th of December last;
but at that time responses bad not been re¬
ceived from a sufficient number of the
lodges of the Order headed by Mr. Kelly to
warrant a coalition; so an edict was issued
by the Grand Master forbidding the dele¬
gates participating in the convention. De¬
spite this edict a number of the
members of the Order attended the meet¬
ing and agreed to combine. Notably among
these was a majority of the fraters of Lodgea
ifos. 3 and 9. A portion of each of these
lodges, however, refused to leave the juris¬
diction of the parent body. The next day
(8t. John's Day) the new ofBcera of the Mil¬
ler Grand Lodge were installed. Aa a re-
ault ot this action the trustees of the
Masonic Hall refused to allow theaeceders,
aa they termed them, to hold their meet¬
ings in the building. The itructure is
owned jointly by Lodges Nos. 2, 3, 4,5, 9,
11, 24, 27 and the Kelly Grand Lodge. It
wasBtated yesterday that the deed provides
that in case any one of these lodges ahould
become defunct that the ownership shall
be vested in those which still live.
Under this and legal opinions obtained
upon it the truatoea would not per¬
mit the members of Lodges Nos. 3 and I),
who went out, to have their ceremonies in
the ball. Thmi these lodges elected Messrs.
Alexander R. Lively and Fielding Ford as
Trustees to replaco Messrs. Hans Shadd
and Thomas W. Allman, who had been
chosen Trustees and are now serving.
These men, with George W. Woolford,
Alfred 8. Cuaaly and Charles B. Colly,
made a majority of the Board of Trustees.
Failing to obtaia the uae of the lodge
rooma, the bill in equity waa filed against
those named above to make them show
cauae for interfering with the rights of
those members who desire the use of the
hall. The case has excited considerable
interest amonK the brethren.

A Woman Found on Her Kbcm.

Naw York, May 11..The cries of a little
girl at the flat house No. 347 West Forty-
third street, about four o'clock yesterday
afternoon, alarmed the janitor. To his
questions she gave but one answer, "my
mother is dead." lie recogniied the Utile
girl as Blanche Knox, the eleven-year-old
daughter of John Knox, a necktie maker,
who, with bis wife Susanna, lived in the
rear basement of the house. The girl's
cries had awakened her father, who was

asleep in a front room, and he and the jan¬
itor entered the apartment occupied by
Mrs. Knox. She was found kneeling in
front of the bed, as if in prayer. Her eves
were open and her hands clasped. The
husband called to her, but received no an¬
swer. Going nearer be found that she was
dead. According to Blanche's story her
mother had been drinking heavily for
some time and had often threatened to
commit suicide. She had repeatedly left
her home and about eight months ago
lived in Mott street for a time, taking
Blanche with her, but deserting her five-
year-old daughter, Annie, who is now an
inmate of the Daily Shelter in West
Twenty-second street. Since then husband
and wife, after a reconciliation, have lived
at the above address. On Saturday night
Mrs. Knox again left home and returning
on Tuesday had a quarrel with her hus¬
band, in which Blanche says he struck ber
and knocked her down, On this state¬
ment Knox was arrested by the West
Forty-seventh street police on suspicion of
having caused his wife's death, but the
further story of the girl seems to exonerate
him. She says her mother emptied a box
of rat poison in some soup on Tuesday
night and took the mixture. As there were
ne marks on the woman's body: it is believ¬
ed ber death was due to the poison.

STARTLING SUICIDE OFAMA3A STONE

Cleveland, 0., May 11..Ama* Stone
died suddenly this afternoon. He *>as the
founder of Adelbert College, and extenoive-
ly interested in railway and Iron interests
throughout the country.
Later it was learned that he died by his

own hand. He had been in ill health ^
long time, and of late the losses in iron and
steel business and the multiplicity of finan¬
cial cares produced mental derangement,
and during a fit of aberration of the mind
he shot himself.
Mr. Stone had been suffering six weeks

from insomnia and indigestion, growing
steadily woree, and more depressed in
spirits, though seldom complaining. Often
be obtained not more than two hours sleep
in a night Gradually he became possess*
ed of the conviction that be could not re¬

cover. He did not leave his bed
this morning having passed a rest¬
less night. At noon he complain¬
ed of feeling exceedingly distressed,
indescribably so. He was left alone
about ii o'clock to try to obtain a little
sleep. About 4 o'clock his wife went to
ascertain how he was, and found that he
was not in the room. She went- to the
bath room, which was locked. A servant
climbed through the transom and dis¬
covered Mr. Stone, already dead, partly
dreseed. It is supposed thai after bathing,
he was seized with a sudden impulse
and 'fired a bullet through his beart
with accurate .'aim. Death must have
been instantaneous. The report of
the revolver was not heard by any one.
He leaves a widow and two daughters, one
the wi/e of Colonel John Hay, recently
Assistant Secretary of State. The other ib
the wife of Samuel Mather. Colonel and
Mrs. Hay sailed yesterday from Liverpool,
after a protracted absence abroad. Others
of the family are at home here.

Vnlur of Ilie Main Line I'ooildarcd Inde-
peuileotof (be Brandies.

Cleveland, May 11..The auditors of the
various counties in Ohio through which
the Cleveland & Pittsburgh railroad pafses,
met in County Auditor Bauder's office
yesterday afternoon to 'appraise "the road
for purpose of taxation.. Auditor Bauder,
of Cuyahoga county, acted as chairman and
auditor, and 0. C. Baker, of Columbiana
county, was elected Secretary. Auditor
W. N. Coflland, of Belmont county, moved
to fix the value of the main line and
branches of the road at $17,000 per mile.
This is the way in which the road has been
appraised ever since 1801, the value of the
main line and of (he smaller branches be¬
ing fixed at a uniform rate, thus appor¬
tioning the values of tne whole road among
the different counties in a manner that
insures for the counties through which the
branches pass an equal valuation per mile
(or their duplicates as the conntles through
which the more valuable main line passes.
Auditor Baker moved to amend Mr. Cop¬
land's motion by fixing first the value of
the main line at $22,000 per mile between
Cleveland and the State line. This pro-
voked tne liveliest opposition ffom the
Auditors of Belmont and other
counties through which the main line
does not pass, and was discussed hotly for
over two hours, but finally adopted. After
auotber long discussion it was reconsidered
on motion of AuditerSherer, of Mahoning
county, who then moved that the value of
the main line be fixed at $20,000 per mile
from Cleveland to the State line; that of the
river division at $14,000 per mile. Thia
motion was adopted. This places $3,000
additional for each mile on the duplicates
of the counties through which the main
line passed, giving Cuyahoga an incriase
of about $50,000, Columbiana an increase of
nearly $125,000, and also increasing the
amount of property liable to taxation in
8ummit, Mahoning, Portage and Stark
counties.

ingson going with them as a hired tarm
hand. The murderer was born on Wheel¬
ing Creek, Belmont coonty. Mrs. Cope-
land's father still resides at Unionport and
is a leading citixen. Her body wu taken

NO CHANGE IN THE SITUATION

PnTSBSROif, May 11..There are no new

developments in the industrial world of
Pittsburgh to-day. The Amalgamated
headquarters have a deserted appearance,
and President Jarrett was allowed to pur*
sue the even tenor of his official duties
uninterrupted by callers. There cannot

really be any change in the situation until
another conference is held,of which neither
side has yet given notice. A carefully pre¬
pared article in the Iron Age says:
"What the outcome will be is, of course,

uncertain; still, guesses may be made which
will indicate more or lees the probabilities
of the outcome, according as to the person
making the guess has facilities for learning
the inside views of either party. It seems,
however, to be a fact that the leaders on
both sides have not yet fully given up hope
of settling the difference without a contest,
but, at the same time, both parties speak
determinedly as to their intention not to
yield. One good indication is that tnere is
an entire absence of the bluster and blulT
that have been manifest in previous strikes
prior to the beginning of tlie contest. Both
parties seem to realize that these contests
nave now come to a point where they are
no child's play.that the interests involved
are so great and the suffering entailed by a
Btriice so famentabfe as to caff for earnest,
honest work and statements.

DEPRESSION IN BUSINESS.
"Tnat there is a depression in business

no one who has the least knowledge of
business doubts. Not only has there been
a decided reduction in prices, as can be
sqen by anybody from tho quotations made
from week to week in our market reports,
but there has also been a falling off in de¬
mand, and while it may be true that the
consumption of iron will be very nearly
so to that in, say, 1878 or 18JU. it is also
true that the capacity of the country for
manufacture has been so largely increased
in that time that tho mills will be abun¬
dantly able to meet it without running
anything like full time, and this means
stoppage of some works or cutting of prices
to get orders, and this will go until the
point is reached below which it is impos¬
sible to go. When capital is exhausted,
bankruptcy will follow, and this seems
about the course of the iron trade to-day."

PITTSBURGH PIO IRON MARKET.
The situation of the local pig iron market

remains about the same as last week. Bus¬
iness continues very dull, and, in view of
the probability of a lockout June 1st, con¬
sumers are buying only as their immediate
necessities require. No definite arrange¬
ment has yet been made in regard to the
Marshall iron. There is no way of dispos¬
ing of it at present unless the price is put
down low enough to tempt some one to
buy it on speculation, and this is not likely
to be done, as few of the creditors holding
it can sell below present prices without Iob-
ing inonoy. So far as furnacemen are con¬
cerned, the sooner this iron gets into the
hands of cousumers the better, for as long
as it is unsold buyers will take advantage
of it to bear the market. We quote as
ColloVe:

"In
my opinion," said he, "the result will be
the same as that of the last Arbitration
Board. The miners will makenoconces
sion. I understand they have already
selected their umpire, Judge Collier. 1
believe the gentleman would try and sr-

range matters amicably, but he is not suit¬
able for such a position. A business man
fthoald be choeen. Such men as Felix
Brunot or Alexander Nimick would be
acceptable. The miners will not, of course,
agree to any person whom we may
select, as they regard our actions
with suspicion. Under the Wallace
net a tribunal is allowed to bold
three meetings. If an agreement cannot
be made in that time an umpire shall be
elected. The selection of such a person
must be unanimous. The miners will favor
a certain man and will make no conces¬

sion, and 1 do not believe the question
will be settled. The coal diggers will be¬
gin work upon the appointment of the
tribunal, their pay to be arranged by that
body.

Witness was in
the back room, but on hearing the
shot turned around and [saw Elliott throw
up his hands. There was nothing jn them.
Elliott then grabbed a chair ami raised it
so it struck the chandelier. Elliott then
made for the door. After the shooting I
ran out and did not see the struggle be¬
tween the men. J. H. Mace whs in the
Tivoli restaurant the first of March last.
Had known Dunn for three years, and had
seen Elliott. The lattertook supper in tho
front room of the restaurant at the south
side aisle. 1 was sitting about ten feet
from the partitiou between the front
and back roojns, at the east side of the ta¬
ble. Witness saw Dunn come in directlythrough the front room; his hauds were in
his coat pocket; he wua walking fasi; he
walked up to the entrance of the roar room,and at once drew a revolver and lired 1 im¬
mediately he fired a second shot, and then
drew back intothepostage way with uplifted
arms, as if to guatd a blow. Mace then
saw Elliott coining toward Dunn with au
uplifted chair in his hand. Dunn then tired
a third shot. Elliott struck the chandelier
with the chair, dropped and graspod hold of
Dunn. At that time there was nothing in
Elliott's hands. The two men then went
out of sight behind a partition, and the
witness next saw Dunn standing over El¬
liott's dead body. The defense propound¬
ed various questions to impeach the wit¬
ness' testimony.
