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Murderer* and roll ileal Offenders.
Tho usually well-informed and always

careful Washington correspondent of the
flew York Tribune considers it"more than
likely" that negotiations are now going on

between Great Britain and the United
Slates for a new extradition treaty. The
correspondent remarks that "the obstacles
which have prevented a revision of the
treaty heretofore have been ehiefly of Eng-
lish making. Now it is England that
sorely needs a better treaty, and it is
reasonable to suppose that she would be
ready to yield some small points to gain
great ones."

It is true that England has stood in the
way of a treaty perfected in tbe light of
modern means of communication, the
cleverntts of modern rogues, and the
generally changed condition ot modern
society. It is also true that she is now able
to S|e her mistake, and that hers is the
immediate and pressing need. But we do
not know when our need may be as great;
and apart from this selfish consideration is
the higher consideration of fair play
between nations. Evil doers in this day
iind their way from one sotintry to
another at email cost and with
great dispatch. The nations can not

proteja to be blind to tbe lact that they
nave certain interests in common requir¬
ing measures for the common defense; they
cannot ait'ord to protect fugitive criminals.
The United States has insisted upon ruling
out of extraditable offenses those whiqh
come under the head of political. An at¬

tempt to overthrow the government of
Great Britain could not be an offense
against tbe law of nations or against the
laws'of the United States. This is a purely
political-offense.
But if a member of the Aasataination

Society should murder the Queen of Eng¬
land or the 1'rince of Waled, conscientious¬
ly believing that by. that act he would
bsnedtIreland, aahrewd lawyer would be
able to make a very strong plea against ex¬

tradition under the Aahbflrton treaty.
Under that treaty there ia extradition for
murder, but not for political offenaea, and
the plea set up for the Ijlah a»»a«ainationa
Is that they are political offenaea, not

murders. Guiwau claimed that his was

a political offense, incited by a aense ol
duty. We hanged Guiteau. England ia
hanging the Irish assassins. But Guiteau's
crime stood by itself. The Irish assassina¬
tions, are, in a sense, incidents of the dis¬
turbed state of Ireland, in which there is
virtually rebellion against British rule.
There are well meaning persons who see in
the difference in conditions all the diffei-
ence between murder and a political of-
fenBO. We are able to see clearly that
there is no difference which ought to give
the offender a sale asylum in any land
where uien abhor murder. It is remarked
that in twenty of our thirty-one extradition
treaties political offenses are barred in ex¬

press terms, "but no attempt ia made to
define such eflensee," because a general
rulecould not be made to cover every case.

There is,however, a nearer approach to an

attempt in our recent treaty with Belgium,
wherein if is expreaily declared that "an

attempt against the lite of the head of a

loreign government or against that of any
member of his family, when such attempt
comprises the act either of murder or

assassination, as poisoning, shall not be
considered a political offense or an act
connected with a political offense."
Under this provision the murderer of the
Kiug of the Belgians tlselng to this country
and apprehended here wonld have ahort
shrift made of his extradition. Withoutso
clear a provision in the Ashourton treaty,
it is believed that the President will not
shield any murderer, whatever may have
been the political design of the murder.
But tho courta might interfere aud tie the
President's hands.
The Aehburton treaty may have been

well enough a generation ago, but in the
meantime we have felt that it was inade¬
quate and pressed for a revision. There ia
little doubt that England will be glad to

H^et US at least half way now, and tbials
the time to make such a treaty as ought to

exist between two countries having so

intimate relatione. Wo can afford to de¬
clare freely that we want here neither for-
eigu murderer® nor paupers.

Exchange*
The millers of the ceuntry have been

saved at least $1,000,000 by the decision of
the Supreme Court of the United Slates
against the validity of the Deuchfield pat¬
ent. The device on which the patent is
based is a peculiar arrangement commonly
called a "sucker," by meaus of which the
meal, in its passage from the grinding
stone to the bolting reels, is subjected to
the action of a current of cool air, cooling
and drying the meal in a simple aud econo¬
mical manner. A patent was issued on

this improvement in 1858, and re-issued
for seven years in 1872, bnt the
sucker was introduced very widoly
by the mills of the country without regard
to the patent A number of suits wero

brought for infringement against millors in
different cities. The decision is advereo to
the patentees, and protects the millers
everywhere who use this device. In the
Downton suit, decided at tho same time,
the patent covered a process for manufac¬
turing middling flour by passing the mid¬
dling, after their discharge from a purifier,
through rolls, aiyi subsequenly boltinis or

grinding them. This patent was valued by
its author at $3,000,000, but the Supreme
Court held it to be worthless for lack of
novelty.

The assessment buuiness in this State il

The Legis¬
lature ordered a reassessment, which we

thought, and atill think, waa proper and
right. The Auditor, under the.inatruction
of the Governor, issued orders for the aa*
sessment of young stock, and the neces¬
saries of life, that might be on hand for,
the coming year, us well as many other
things heretofore not listed. This we were

not disposed to grumble at particularly, oa

the ^Constitution did not in terms exempt
it from taxation. The Legislature in addi¬
tion to all thia empowered the Board of
Public Works to equalize the assessment
uiadu in the different counties and under
the authority of that, withoutany personal
knowledge whatever, of the lands through¬
out the State, and without one scintilla of
evidence as to that value, the Baardof Pub¬
lic Works are equalizing the lauds in sev¬
eral counties of the State, by raising the
valuation of all the lands from five
to fifty per cent This county is
raised ten per cent, Kitchie county
is raised forty per cent; and Lewis county
is raised fifty per cent Where is this thing'
going to stop? Are we taking the authori¬
ties at Washington for our model,andare we
going to create a large surplus for the pur¬
pose of squandering it?' If this thing is to
be persisted in, we will soon have our "Star-
Routes," our ".River and Harbor appropri¬
ations," our Brady's, our Dorsey's, our

Kellogga and our Ilowgates.
