HIS CONDITION IN THE SOUTH

Improrlif Rlowlj-Bfaioai for GUI** him th*
Ballot.Aa latrmtlif Talk with a Colortd

Bat St. Louis, Misa, May 19..I was

talking yesterday on the negro problem to
a Northern Democrat visiting here.a Mr.
Cantrell, of Southern Illinois.who, along
with Jud*e Okey Johnson, Judge Coch¬
ran, and others,' had been attending
the Grand Lodge of the Knights of Honor
at Galveston, Texas, and who in the coarse

of conversation put this question to me,
among others, viz."Wouldyou, after what
you have seen in the South, vote to give
the negro the ballot if it was now an

open question or original proposition 7"
I replied that I would unquestionablydo

so, and for reasons that to me are para¬
mount to all questions of party connected
with the matter.
"What are these reasons?" he asked with

lome apparent astonishment.
Well, said I, in the first place for the

protection of the negro, and in the next
for his development and advancement.
What would the negro be Here without the
ballot ? A virtual peon, with nobody in-
teresied any more than in slavery dtfys to
secure him the benefit of schools and the
rights of person and property.- While I
admit and deplore bin ignorance and pres¬
ent unfitness for the exercise of the elective
franchise, yet it is not a whit more pro¬
nounced or objectionable than that of tens
of thoutanda of ignorant whites at-the
North.many of them fresh from other
countries and without even the negro's
crude comprehension of the character of
our institutions. It if a fearful job to
grinu and assimilate all this white and
black ignorance, but so much the more
need of assisting liberally the cause
of education and of getting good
newspapers into their bands. The Negro,
like 8b) lock,- "bath ducats," in the shape
of votes, and hence he ia recognized and
respected by the legislators of the Southern
States, and he, for this reason, gets his
share of school money, small as it is, and
is otherwise cared for in a way that he
would not be if he was onjya disjranchised
person. True, he baa to take the shot guns
and tissue ballots along with bis citizen¬
ship, but this is the wine press process of
squeezure and elimination through which
he must pass, aad like the hundred and
forty and four thousand, in the book of
Revelations, who came up to their fiaal
estate through "great tribulation," he must
work out bis destiny tarough the discip¬
linary agency of affliction.

I have frequently said that the prejudices
of the negro in favor of the Republican
party are notmore unreasoning than those
of very many.in fact, the bulk.of the
Irish Catholic voters of this country
against it The latter remember Know
¦Nothingism as a tradition connected with
the origin of the Republican party, and are
still o^pesed to it because of that tradition,
while the negro remembers that hisold mas¬
ters were Democrats and that through, the
auspices of the Republican party he was
called into the light and liberty.of citizen¬
ship. Hence, the one clais are s ill Demo¬
crats nnd the other Republicans. Which
today is the most natural prejudice?
Which has the greater excuse lor blind
partisanship ?

Speaking of Uie negro I bail a conver¬

sation with Tyler Frierson, a local light
of the colored Baptists along this coast.

Be wa» here attending a meeting of the
Baptist Association of the coast, and I
went round to the Court Honae, in which
the sessions were held, to witness the pro¬
ceedings. An old slaveholder and ex-

Confederate Captain in the war, and a

rigid Democrat, introduced me to Frier-
son, and told me that he was a tirst-class
man.a good man.who waa doing a good
and wise work among the colored people
barring his politics. Frierson is a fall-
blooded negro and baa had no assistance
whatever of race mixture, like Brace,
Lynch and Hill, three of the noted mulatto
politicians of this Srate, to boost him along.
He has had to paddle bis own canoe from
the outset against every obstacle of wind
and tide, but he has made a success of his
career and lias done as much if not more
than unv colored man in Mississippi to in¬
spire hope and belief in the Boil capacity
and outcome of bis race. He could not
read when be waa married, neither
he nor bis wiie, but they both
had ambition tn get on in the world, and
consequently on the second day aften their
marriage they contracted with a teacher
who came to their cabin after night.alter
the day's work was done and taught them
to read and write. Frierson has a good
face and head and good address.and his
gifts as a church member, both of heart
and head, commended him to the atten¬
tion of the white Baptists tosucb an extent
that they supplemented bis own earnings
with an appropriation and enabled him to

get a very fair education at Leland Univer-
sity.a colored institution at New Orleans,
lacked him in regard to the colored people
of hi* diocese, as to how they were doing in
all rwpeels, and Iconld not but appreclste
the sensible and modest account be gave
me of their record good and had. He says
that they are improving slowly, like chil¬
dren who have much both to learn and
unlearn, but be can see the car of dtstiny
beginning to move slowly In the right
direction, and for this be thanks God and
taksa courage to go on in bis good work.

He
follows the example of Blahop Ireland, of
Minnesota, the practical Catholic prelate,
who looks so sharply after the material
interests of bis constituency. He is trying
to show them the way not only into a

higher lite spiritually, but also to induce
them to save their money, buy homea and
become tiller* of the soil instead ef mere

While it may not be "the music of
the future," it is the music of their peculiar
nature, and vastly more moving and melo¬
dious than all the music of the future to
which I have yet listened. "Tim human
heart is a plebeian thing," says the poet,
and these wild singers of Africa have a

strange power to touch it when they get
a going.

I looked on Prierson's congregation and
failed to discover anything of me rag-tag
and bob tail in it. On the contrary, nearly
every body was well dressed, the females
especially, many of whom, in true old
plantation style, wore a white or colored
nandkerchiel around their beads and very
becoming calico or lawn dresses.all scru¬
pulously clean. There was no evidence of
squalid unthrift in that congregation, but
rather of that tidiness and cleanliness
which are said to be next to godliness.

CURRENT LABOR TOPICS
OPPOSITION TO THE TARJFF BILL.

Tki "Irta At*" lakea a Few liauki » tbUb

¦atloa.1 Pbaie of tke Imptadiic
Strike.Tradea Labor Tribunal.

Pittsburgh, May 25..The Iron Age of
this week, issued to-day, responds to the
allegations previously published regarding
the action of Pittsburgh iron manufactur¬
ers on the tariff legislation, in a decidedly
vigorous style. The editor talks straight
out from the shoulder as follows: "In an

editorial last week we copied and com¬

mented upon the letters writen by a num¬

ber of Congressmen to the officers of the
Amalgamated Association, in which these
Congressmen stated that neither the reduc¬
tion in the tariff nor the condition of the
market necessitated a reduction in wages.
It is now araerted that these letters were
written by-Judge Kelley, of Philadelphia;
Colonel Bayne, of Allegheny, and Major
McKinley, of Canton, Ohio, and they have
been republished in the Pittsburgh papers,
with the names of these Congressmen to
give them additional weight.
This thing might just as well be fought

out tirst as last. We deny utterly the state¬
ment made by the Amalgamated Associa¬
tion. We deny in toto that the manufac¬
turers.meaning the iron manufacturer*.
wanted the present tariff bill. We deny
that the Pittsburgh iron men brought such
pressure to bear upon Judge Kelly that be
was forced to succumb to their wishes, and
we assert that McKinley, Bsyne, Miller
and others voted against the bill at the re¬

questof the Pittsburgh iron men. We assert
mat the Western Iron Association, nearly
a majority of the members of which are

Pittsburgh iron men, again and again,
passed resolutions unanimously against the
Senate bill, and demauded that the Tariff
Commission bill or none be passed, and
that its Secretary and a committee went to
Washington several times to carry out the
instructions of the Association.

MANUFACTURERS AND WORKMEN.

Regarding the situation between manu¬

facturers and workmen at present, the
same paper remarks to this effect: There
has been little change in the relative posi¬
tion of the workingmen and the manufac¬
turers in the Western iron milk since our

last. The situation may be characterized
as drifting.whether into a strike or out
of it remains to be seen. No conferences
have been held, and we understand that
there is no suggestion from either side-look¬
ing toward a conference. It seems now as
though the scale would be presented in the
western mills on Wednesday or Thursday
of the present week, and, if indications
are to be taken as any guide, the mills will
quite unanimously refus« to sign it, and if
tnis is so a strike seems well nigh inevita¬
ble, for if the workingmen offer the present
gcaie to the manufacturers and they refuse
to sign it, what would otherwise have been
a lockout would therefore become a strike;
or, in other words, the manufacturers refuse
the workingmen's demand and therefore a
strike ensues.not a lockout

Indications from Cincinnati are that the
action of the manufacturers last year, in
consenting to a modification of the agree¬
ment adopted at the longstrikein 1881, will
have the effect that was anticipated at the
time.vis., that the workingmen wonld re¬

gard the agreement as binding only as long
ms it suits their convenience, and that time
has now come. It is reported that the
puddlers, at tbe meeting held Saturday
night, determined te demand the# restora¬
tion of the fifty cents extra above Pitts¬
burgh prices tor boiling that was paid in
tbe mills of the Cincinnati district up to
last October,' and it is intimated that tbe
finishers will join them in this demand, if
this proves true there is no doubt that the
manufacturers will resist it, and therefore
the strike in the West this time will include
not only the Pittsburgh, Wheeling and
Valley mills, but the mills of the Cincin¬
nati district as well.

Ilic irmlf* I'rlbnunl.
Pittsburgh, Pa., May 25..Last evening

Messrs. Mcintosh, Windus, Reisinger and
Oliver, who made up the committee ap¬
pointed by tbe Trades Tribunal to visit the
lake ports, returned home. On reaching
Clevelandtbey ascertained that all tbe data
necessary cooid be obtained at that point,
hence they accomplished their mifsion
without having to travel any further. It
was learned that about all the Pittsburgh
coal sent to the lake region is sent to Cleve¬
land, therefore the information in regard
to the sale of Pittsburgh coal was attainable
there. Tbe committee en starting out
tuade it a rule that all data was to be col¬
lected wltb all tbe members present, and
any points gathered by one side alone are
not to be taken into consideration at the
joint sessions. Tbe committee appointed
to look into the home trade have complet¬
ed their investigations, but their report is
yet to be prepared. Both committees will
meet separately in a short time and it is
thought that another session cf the Tribu¬
nal will be called early next week. Presi¬
dent schaming, who has been over the;
field, says that every pit that has resumed
work has acheck-weighman on tbe tipple.
Tnis is considered one half of the fight by
some of the leading miners.

Wbnt tb« Ctilcairtt Alllis Will Do.
Chicago, May 25..From interviews with

leading iron men of this city it appears to
be a settled fact that the iron mills of Chi¬
cago will shut down June 1st unless some
unexpected concessions are made by the
Amalgamated Association before that time,
which is deemed highly improbable by
tbe manufacturers. The Union Iron and
Steel Company which was expected to re¬
sume work June 1st, has apparently aban¬
doned all intentions of doing so.

Ttie Pi* Irou Harkil.
Pittsburg u, May 25..Tne situation in

pig iron has not changed particularly since
last week. The sale of the Marshall iron
caused a slight depression, but no material
effect is anticipated. Business continues
dull, demand is of a band-to-mouth cbara-
ter, and prices weak and imgular. Mill
owners, in view of a probable lockout the
1st of next month, are buying very sparing¬
ly, and sellers, realising that it is useless to
do so, are making very little effort to sell.

The son is about twenty
years of age, and the class he has been
teaching is composed of voung ladies, most
Of whom are daughters of members of the
church. Mrs. Matthews is a daughter of
the late. "Tommy" Thome, a rich citizen,
and has been a teacher in the Sunday
School many years. She has exerted con¬
siderable influence in church affairs.
A faction opposed to the rector, consti¬

tutes a very small minority of the congre¬
gation. Among this number is the Mat¬
thews family. A week ago last Sunday
Dr. Maury and yonng Matthews bad some
trouble, the rector thinking that Matthews
as a teacher was not showing him proper
respect, at the raine time setting, as the
clergyman told him, a bad example for the
scho.ars. The rector and superintendent
told him that he must desist, or else dis¬
continue acting as a teacher. It is charged
that Matthews was very impertinent in his
reply, but the matter was then dropped.
Ou Sunday last Dr. Maury had made ar¬

rangements for the yonng ladies to recite
to another teacher. Ho took the ground
that the superintendent should not only
be the head of the school, but that his re

quests aboald be complied with. This in-

Sensed young Matthews, and when the
octor undertook to carry out his inten¬

tions, Matthews offered forcible resistence.
He seized the minister by the throat, and in
the melee that followed, and which fright¬
ened the scholars and created great contus¬
ion, the rector suffered a severe shaking and
choking; his whiskers were pulled and his
face wus scratched. Mrs. Maury came to
her husband's assistance, and in the strug¬
gle to get the doctor away and out of the
clutches of Matthew*, she was violently
bustled to the side. The doctor finally got
hold of Matthew's arms, and prevented
further violence to himself and wife. Then
followed loud and angry talk, and finally,
Dr. Maury got the entire school, or those
that remained, to go into the main church
edifice, where tbe exercises were continued
to the end.

AT MT. STERLING, KENTUCKY.

Mt. Sterunq, Ky., May 25..There has
been confined in the county jail of thia
(Montgomery coanty) for ten day® John
Barrett and companions, known as the
Barrett gaag, charged with the murder of
Vaughan Hilton on the night of Hay 12th
on the edge of thia county, neareet to
the Jfanef:»e line. Hamors had reached
Judge James H. Hazlegg, of thia city,
some daya ago that a mob fram Manefee
county, composed of friends of the mur¬

dered man, were coming to take the pris¬
oners at midnight and bang some of them,
at least he had ordered a guard to be on
duty at the jail every night.

Last night Jailor J. 0. Stevens, who is
quite old, had gotten the City Marshal,
Patrick Punch, to take his place. Marshal
Punch and Deputy Sheriff George McCor-
mick were keeping guard in the hallway
of the jail, Richard Farmer, James Thomas
and Jesse Hamlin, armed with shot guns,
Spencer rifles and pistols, were stationed
in a front room upstairs.
At one o'clock a x , a mob of a hundred

or more on horseback entered ML Sterling
from the direction of Manafce, and rode
rapidly to the jail, where they were rein¬
forced by a small party on foot. When
they advanced to the gate of the j ill yard,
Richard Farmer, from his window above
with his shot gun, well loaded with
buck shot in hand, commanded a halt and
asked "who they were and what they
wanted." "We want blooU and are going
to have it," was promptly responded, anil
the farther command of Farmer to "halt
there!" rung out in the night air.

"Close tip, they won't stioot," and tbe
same moment one of the mob entered tbe
gateway. When just within the gate an¬
other message came from Farmer, but
this time it wan a leaden one, which felled
the leaders. With demon-like yells the
mob commenced firing. Three guards
from the upper windows meanwhile re¬
turned the fire as rapidly as possible for
three or four minutes, wiien tbe mob re¬
treated.

A PACIFIC DISASTER. .

EXPLOSION OF THE STEAMER PILOT.

San Francisco, May 25..The stfin
wheel steamer Pilot, which blew np this
morning, had been running for some years
past in opposition to the steamers of the
San Francisco & North Pacific Co. The
explosion occured near Lakeville, a mile
a^>ove Donahue landing, an arm of the bi y
kiown as Petalumia Creek. The nets
of the disaater was first conveyed in the fol¬
lowing dispatch.
"DonAilck, May 25..A heavy xepcrt

was heard from the steamer Pilot and a

large escape of steam seen. I think she has
blown up. Looks as though she sank."
A second dispatch c*me stating that

twenty passengers were aboard, and it was
believed that several San Franciscans
were among them. Excitement through*
out the city rapidly quickened in intensity.
Notwithstanding every telegraphical eflort
was put forth no details could be ob¬
tained until nearly three o'clock this
morning, then a dispatch was received
dialing tbat all the forward part of the boit
*aa blown away. The afterpart floated
three hundred yards and then grounded
on the west side of the creek. Two persons
were killed, seven wounded and eleven are
missing, and supposed to be drowned.
Mrs. McNear is mibsing, but her baby waa
saved. The wreck is almost inacessaible."

Officers of the steamer Donahue reportedthat when passing Donahue landing theynoticed ttw Pilot coming down the
cretk in mid channel. A few minutes
afterwards they saw no sign of the
incoming steamer. A rumor spread that a
terrible disaster had occurred, aud the
chief engineer of the Donahue is reported
as having said he saw an explosion and a
cloud of steam and smoke immediately
following. The Donahue drew too inucn
water for navigation above her landing
levee and she did not go to the wreck.
A mesesge was sent to Petalumia directing

a relief train with physicians and nurses
f »r wonnHod to be immediately dispatched
to Lakeville.

FINDING THE WOUNDED AND DKAD.
When the tr.in arrived the surgeons on

board found little to do, as of all of those
known and believed to be on board none

'

but the captain and two others, one the
pilot, could be found. They were discov¬
ered in fields seriously injured, the captain
least of the three. Search was made in every
direction near the banks, and one after
another, four more were found, all more

or leas seriously injured, same with arms er

legs broken in the fall. One was but
alightly injured having falling in thto tall
grasses. Out of these he managed to
scramble to higher and dryer ground.
Had he been more severely injured he
would have drowned at high tide. The last
reports received show eight killed, seven
wounded and ten missing, the most of the
latter probably dead, but the bodies have
not yet been foundt The names of the
passengers cannot be definitely ascer¬
tained, as no names were recorded at the
points of departure. It is known, how-"
ever, there was one family of twelve on
board bound for Arizona.

It ia thought many of the passengers
who escaped scalding and mangling were
drowned, as the boat sunk immediately
after the explosion.
The Pilot was owned by CapL Gould,

formerly master of the ship Conqaeror.
He purchased the vessel a year ago to¬
gether with her 'rude and certain other
property, for $9,000.
