It was & moment of intense horror and
which none of us will ever forget. On
they swept, ropes flying, picket pins whiz-
zing throogh the air like chain shot—some
tangled together—uow they plaoged, blind-
ly, iate camp, crushiog in our dugouts,
tearing down tents, falliog into ainks and
piis, opeetting everything which [ay in
their path, crippling and msngling each
other, and all this mingled with the shouts
and frightened exclamations of the boys

who were vainly stroggling to dodge one
pony ooly to be knocked down by another,
oreave thumselves by blows from sabre
and carbine. I never expected, nordo
desire to witness such u scene of consterna-
tion again, *The frantic berd pow leave
the bottom &nd fiy to the bloffs and
we kunow that before many days the
Indians will bo ridiog our mules and
nies on the b]md‘y wurpath. We tuke a
ook throogh the ruins and to our surprize,
find but [ew meu hurt and oone killed.
Mapy horses, however, were killed or
rendered useless and bad to beshot. A
emall equad of ponies, during the hieat of
the stampede, crossed the riverand dashed
away up the stream and soon disappeared
in toe distance. We at once organized into
uads mnd gathering all the stock together
we conld find, soon started in parsmit. It
was rather & hazardons undertakiog for
we well knew that large bands of hostiles
were lorking in the vicinity of the poat,
and ol course we went well prepared for
defence.
With a small but brave svuad of a hall
desen men 1 the river and went
in pursusuit of the fogitives who had gone
to the buttes of Dakota. We traveled all
day over an unbroken waste prairie as
desolate as the plains of Arabis, and
about four o'clock in sight of a beautiful
valley whose wide green bottom apread
out before us and presented & eplendid
view alter a day's ride over prickly pears
and wild sage.” We ride to the top of an
emipence, and away youder in the distance
sosmall at first that we could not tell
whether they were ponies or antelopes, we
discern a drove, we cannot tell of what.
We go down into the bottom, throogh
deep rich grass which bas grown, oo-
touched by man or beast. We lose signt
of the herd which we have sighted and
are soon compelled Lo seek a bluff in order
to get a view ofthe vast plains before ns.
Again we see ourherd, and this time sce
that they are our runawsy stock. We
make haste and soon coms upon them.
Great was our asionishment to see stand-
ing in the midst of the gang several large
fat and sleek ponies, all glrangers to us
We had been told that wild ponies had
been seen in this vicinity bot had not be-
livved it. We all at once commenced to
lay claim to the strays, as we suppoaed
them to be. —
“The black is mine,” said oneof the
boys, us he began to prepire his lasso for
a throw,
“The spotted horse belongs to me,” yell-
ed another, but before we approached
within two hundred yards, they shot out
from among our herd and dashed up the
plain. We started in hot pursnit, all ewing-
ing our lariats, bat before we ran & mile
the wild ponies were in the bluffs and lost
to sight, They presented afine contrast as
they stood among our old worn out mules
and ponies. The boys formed a resolution
that they would return mnd capture them
at some futore time. It was near day-
break when we drove the renegade ponies
weroes the river and into eamp, many of
these werestiffand 8o erippled that they
barely made the trip. We lost heavily io
this stampede;and several duys passed ere
we had recovered two-thirds of our steck.
When these stampedes occurred we al-
ways [ound & large oumber of stray mules
or ponies who got with our stock away out
on the plaios where \hey may buve been
running wild for montbs and perbupsyears.
Ol conrse we were always on the warch for
strays. On this occasion several mules and
pontes were picked up who looked us if
they might bave been ruoniog wild for
years.
