Tke Indian Flffbter Well* PImhH With
iii ¦l»B«r«plloa in Mexico.
San FjukciioQi Jane 19..A dispatch

from Wilcox, A. T., dated (the 16tb, says:
General Crook and staff reached here early
thii morning. Oolonel Biddle and Lieutea-
ant Foriythe will arrive to-morrow with
the Mexican women who were rescued
from the Apachea. The women will pro¬
ceed to Tucaon. It ia learned from inter¬
views with General, Crool and olliceia of
his' command that'the t^ar Department
did not prohibit General Crook from cross¬
ing into Mexico. It cautioned him to ad¬
here closely to the terms of the treaty in
toy croesing he might have to make. No
(obstacleswerethrown in his waybytheMex-ican authorities. On the contrary, he speaks
in the wamestterms of General Scarbo Jo
pet, Governor Torres and all other officers
whom he met in Sonoro. They received
him in a most hospitable and kind manrier
'and assured him that if the trails were fol¬
lowed into Mexico tiley would cc-operate
most heartily. In like manner the bovpr>
nor of Chihuahua1and *3Ma]or Zabrian; of
.the city of Chihuahua, a"d others, were

very anxious to put an end to the Chlrica-
hua trouble. Wiien .the troops reached
Baseraca, San' Miguel and other Mexican
towns the'inhabitants thronged out en
masse ana gaye them a most cordial wel¬
come. Guides were offered to show the
nearest paths to the mountains in North¬
western Sonora. Though the climate is
equable and produces ev«ything neces¬
sary, the people Jiving there are very much
discouraged, having been robbed fer years
bt the savages. Thetroops.,marched rap¬
idly from San Bernardino by night as well
as by day, and the appearance of the offi¬
cers speaks forcibly of the character of the
trip. Captain Crawford, with Indian scouts
ana lour companies oi cavalry, is marching'
with- the Ohirieahdas northward to the
agency. I

General Crook says in regard to the dis¬
position to be made of the captured hoe-
tiles that the placing of many Indians upon
a reservation isa matter of greater conse¬
quence than people imagine* If they can
be put upon the San Carlos reservation a
thousand suspicious eyes will constantly
watch them and the-danger of another out-
break will be less than if they were allow¬
ed a reservation by themselves. When in
idleness they might hatch put mischiefand
deviltry. "The axiom," says the General,
"thatitcoets less to feed Indians than to
fight them is .incontrovertible. Another
axiom is that we must fight all the Indians
we swindle, and, if thev cannot get corn,
they will get cartridges."

A Bottle Carried 200 JUlm to a Dead Cap-
m

talu'D Hoiur.

Philadelphia, June 19..Six years ago
the schooner Ida Burdsall, of Toms River,
N. J., sailed from Philadelphia to a South¬
ern port. She was commanded by H. 0.
Brewer, of Point Pleasant, N. J., who bad1
shipped a full complement of officere and
men.' The vessel and its fated crew passed
down the river and out beyond the Capes
with all sails set, apparently bound upon
a prosperous snd swift voyage. She was
never seen again. Days glided by, and the
owners of the Burdsall and Captain Brew*
er*s wife waited patiently for news of the
safe arrival in the schooner's Southern port
WeeJts woreon to months and .no tidings
cams.

Airs. Brewer and her son wept for the
lost husband and father, and as the years
passed on they gave up all hope. The son
grew up to man7s estate, and finally, when
time had softened to the grief of her loss,
the wife married again and moved away
from the oliThome wkence her first hus¬
band had left her to go down to bis watery
gme.
Two weeks ago a passing idler along the

surf at Ocean Beach picked up a sealed
bottle'from ihe waves. The botfle con¬
tained a scrap of paper, on which a few al¬
most indistinct lines were written. . It was
a message from the dead, which had been
tossed upon the ocean for six years, buffet¬
ed for thousands of miles, and thrown up
at last within a few miles of the home for
which it was intended. The scrawling
lines were written by Captain Brewer to
bis wife, dated on the terrible coast of
flattens, where his vessel went down.
The Captain wrote that he expected to go
down every moment, and he desired, in
case the bottle and its contents were found,
that tl)0 paper should be sent to Mrs.
Brewer, at Point Pleasant, Ocean county,
N. J, He sent his love to her and to his
son, and" exhorted the latter to alwayslook out for the comfort and welfare of his
mother. Young Brewer, tfie son, now
lives at Cape Ifay, and the bottle and
paper were tne other day forwarded to him.
He at once recognised the handwriting as
that of his father, and was the bearer of
the long-delayed missive to hia mother,who was greatly affected at the reception
of such an unexpected message from her
dead husband. 8he confirmed the judg¬
ment of her son as to the writing, and re¬
tained the paper as a precious souvenir.

N*w York, June 10.t.The Hemic?»
Shanghai correspondent cables the follow¬
ing: Li Hung Chang, the Prime Minister
of China, and who will have charge of the
forces in Cochin China in the event of a
war with France, arrived a few days ago.
He displayed much pomp, living in the
foreign quarter, a thing unknown previous¬
ly in a high mandarin. M. Fricon arrived
last week. He had several conferences.
The German Minister, Herr Von Brandt,
the English, Russian, Italian and Spani&h
Ministers have returned home. Thp Amer¬
ican and Japanese Ministers are now
the only envoys in China. Sir &
Parkes, the new British Minister,
is expected in September. Japan
is deeply interested in the Tonquin ques¬
tion. T1 ere is a carious rumor exciting
alarm in Japan to the effect that Li Huns
Chang means suddenly to arrange matters
with France and throw his forces sgainst
Japan, with whom there is an ancient
grievance, and Japan watches the situa¬
tion with anxiety while spending large
sums upon naval and military armaments.
Li Hung Chang denies such a purpose.
England has not shown her band. Li
Hung Chang fully understands the force
of public opinion in England and is re¬
solved that England shall know the
Chinese side of the present case, as she
does in the opium agitation which Li
Hung Chang has lately inspired. Russia
is passive. It is thought she naturally
would take advantage of a war to
extend her dominions, as she did in
1860. The American Minister strenu¬
ously urges a settlement, regarding Li-
Lung-Chang as the sole statesman favoring
progress in China, and would regard his
fall as throwing China into the arms of a
reactionary party, gravely wounding for¬
eign interests. Li-Hunx-Chang'was inter¬
viewed by the .correspondent and he said:
"I am very anxious to arrive at a settle¬
ment with France if Franoe shows a dispo¬sition to make a settlement The opening
of the whole qaeetion{ was a surprise to me.
From time immemorial Tonquin and An¬
nate have been Chinese territories. The
French Duc-Dfeooxee forced the Annam
treaty, utterly ignoring the Chinese suxer-
linty. China protested. France did not
ieign even to answer our protest or heed
sur warning. Then came the ex¬
pedition of the French under the
pretext of opening the trade routee to
Southern China, but the real pur¬
pose of the expedition was annexation. I
igttin protested, and again warned France
si the consequences. I shall not despair
of preserving peace until I have appealed
frankly to the sense of justice and honor
Df the great French people. If war comes
it will be because war was forced upon
China. It will be because China is driven
to the wall I regret to say that I have
been obliged to command in one war and
now I am prepared to command in another
if necessary."
The reactionary party in Pekin. nave

prevailed upon the Emperor to send Li
dung Chang to Shanghai for toe express
purpose of ruining him. At present it is
mpossible to foreee the result. Li Hung
Jhang has memcvalised the Emperor.
