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The Jiyireghyhaxa murder case, recently

concluded by the acquittal oi the accused,
excited great interest in this country. But
we can hardly appreciate the excitement
it caused in Europe. It was in fact not

only the trial of a whole community, but
it was by popular feeling turned into a

trial ot a whole religious system and a

.whole race.

A writer, who show* no kindly feeling
for the Jews, admits that the onslaught
was marked by great barbarity, and that
"the Auitro-Hungarian authorities were

obliged to take very forcible measures to

prevent a general explosion of an anti-
Seinitic crusade which would have swept
the Hebrews out of all Central and Eastern
Europe, where, as a race, they are hated
with a hatred such as Americans and

Englishmen can not conceive." Evidences
of this hatred have not been wanting. It
has made itself felt in the indignities and
inhuman atrocities to which the Jews
have been subjected in the name of
Christianity. Happily Americans are

strangers to these scenes and for the most
part, to the unchristian spirit which in¬
stigates such assaults. ,.
The writer referred to quotes some

atrocities with which the Jews are charged;
but he is forced to admit that ia this case

of Esther Salomoesy the trial was a travesty
of justice, that the presumption was in
favor of the accused, but that the whole
atmoaphere, including the court room, was

poisoned with malice and a fair trial was

impossible. Counsel for the defense, ap¬
preciating all this, appealed to the court to
admonish witnesses that they were obliged
toswear to the truth "even where Jews are
Mracerned." A Christian witness showed
the local feeling by replying that "perjury
is no sin where a Jew can be the only
mfferer by it." This is a fair indication of
:he spirit of the prosecution. The ac-
:used Jews were to bo convicted if they
:ould be, no matter whether they were

juilty or innocent.
The Rabbi's Bon, a boy of fourteen years

>i ago, swore that he saw bis father in the
jyuagogue holding a basin to catch the
jlood while another man cut the girl's]
.hront The boy's testimony, as the cable
reported it, bristled with malico against his
lather, and yet It was wisely reasoned by
lome of the learned professors that the
boy was too young to lie! The prosecu¬
tion broke down and the accused wan ac¬

quitted; but that does not quiet the ex¬
citement. The girl disappeared, and a

body was found which some wltnesies
swore point blank was hers and otfiera
were as positive was not hers, and there
remalu people who believe that she was
sacrificed by the Jews. This belief does
not rest upon testimony; it is a continu¬
ing evidence of intense hatred of the
Jews.

It may be confessed that there is not a
high civilization where this crime iB said to
have been committed. Jews and Gen¬
tiles are living in a state of compromise
between barbarism and a civilization
which is now to reach its full dawn. Ig¬
norance and misery are the common herit¬
age, and even a "strong government" is
not able to inspire respect for human lite.
But tills social condition is no more the
fault of the Jews than of the so-called
O'hristlans, who have showu/i thirst for
blood that would do credit to Vampires.
The affair of the trial ia a great disgrace to
Austro-Hungary, which professes to be a

civiliud nation.

Peopling (be W'Mle I'lnm.
As a source of revenue and iuj an indica-

tion of general growth and tlie building up
of waste places, tho transfeYs of public land
are of great interest. The Washington cor¬

respondent of the New York THbune fur¬
nishes a lengthy official statement from
the land office from which we take some
facts relating to last year's business. In
the first place wo find that there is an in¬
creasing demand for public lands in the
South, where vast areas are still in the
market. Florida, Louisiana and Mississippi
come to the front in that section, but there
has been some activity also in Arkansas
and Missouri.
Dakota, as might be supposed, leads all

the States and Territories. Her fame has
been heralded the world over, and settlers
have poured in to occupy her cheap and
fertile lauds. In this Territory in 1882
there were 14,150 homestead entries cover¬
ing 2,208,208 acres; in 1883, 22,401 entries
covering 3,207,227 acres. The timber cul¬
ture entries last year were 11,500 covering
1,705,250 acres. The cash sales were over
a million and a half acres bringing in more
than three millions of dollars. The growth
is without parallel.
The Tribune correspondent says: "The

statement includes the more important
transfers of public lands in ten States and
Territories.Dakota, Florida, Kansas, Lou¬
isiana, Minnesota, Mississippi, Nebraska,
Oregon, Washington and Wisconsin, As
compared with the year ended June 30,
1882, the statement shows an increase of
35,217 in the number of entries (cash sales,
original homestead entries and timber-cul¬
ture entries), and 3.505,843 in the number
of acres eutered. The amount received
from cish sates increased from $3,313,834
in 18S2 to $7,504,449 in 1883, or more than
128 per cent." Some of these transfers are

made to land-grabbers, in spite of all
the care the Government can exercise.
But for the most part they are made to
bona fide settlers who Beetle at once, go to
work, and to the soil production of the
most productive country on earth.
Mauy of these settlers have pushed out

from tho older States. Thousands have
come from over the seas to make comfort¬
able homes hero for themselves and their
children. They find them, are contented
and prosper; while our own great cities are

overpopulated by our own people who
have not tho good sense or the energy to

leek fortune in the fields The foreigner
*ho baa no hope of owning land at home
baa a better appreciation of what can be
done here.

Combining Diff«r«ut Fodder*.

It in customary on plany farms to feed
the cattle entirely en one kind of bay,
such as clover, for instance, until that is

gone, and then begin on another kind. In
rase clover alone is'fed the animals re-l
ceive a much larger amount of proteine or*|
albuminoids than their systems require,
and ewisequently the excess is thrown off
in the mauure aud wasted. If, instead of
feeding on clover entirely, a portion of
straw, poor hay, such as thatgrown on wet
meadows, or cornstalks, were mixed with
it, the cattlelmigbt be maiutaincd in equally
as good condition at a lees cost, some of
tiie poorer kinds of fodder being made to
take the place of the clover. ThiB point is
well illustrated by an experiment made at
Moeckeru, in Germany. £our cows were

fed during a period dTseveral weeks with
all the green clover they would eat,
amounting to one hundred and twenty*
three pounds per day, containing five
and six-tenths pounds ot albuminoids aud
fifteen pounds of carbon-hydrates. During
another period they were fed with eight)-
seven pounds of green clover und six und
eevon-tentbs of barley straw daily, contaia-
inp three and eight-tenth pounds of albu-
imnoids and seven aud eighteenths pounds
of carbon-hydrates. The result was that
the cows when fed with clover and straw
gave as much milk, which was as ricb in
batter and caseine as they did when fed
on clover only. The cost of the milk when
the cows were fed on clover alone was 60
per centmore than when they were fed on
the bay and straw mixture. Here was a

saving of about oue-tbird in the cost of
themilkeimply by combining straw and
green clover instead of feeding clover
ulone. When the clover alone was fed
there were nearly two pounds of albumi-
noids per day fed to each cow more than
wus needed, and this was wasted, thus in¬
creasing the cost of the milk, the albumi¬
noids being the most costly elements of
food. No farmer can feed profitably whensuch a waste of fodder is l&king place.
