THE FATAL SHOT.

The shot was tired almost instantly after
he sprang* back from me. CaptainNutt
was positively not leaning upon the man¬

tel whon he was shot His arm wsb

akimbo, his hand clutching his pistol. He
did throw his hands up over his head and
fall. He sank down without a single mo*

tion, just aa thousands of people have seen

objects in animal life sink when shot. I
stepped over by th« lounge and handed to
Mr Jennings Mr. Nutt's cane, which I still
held in my hand, and told him to
keep it carefully. It was a very
heavy cane. 1 stood a few mo¬

ments in the corner by my desk dumb¬
founded. Captain Nutt was carried to the
bed and Dr. Ewing came in. I put my
overcoat and bat on and walked down
through the sitting room, through the of¬
fice, and passed out at the alley door. I
stopped just a moment on the step to con¬
sider what to do. My mind was in a whirl¬
wind of confusion, but I felt that I had
been driven to h desperate act for sHf-pre-
servation, and I would submit myself my¬
self to the law. I immediately proceeded
to the countv jail and delivered myself in¬
to the custody of thesherifl'.

AK EXPLANATION.
"The explanation of the course of the

ball after it struck Captain Nutt is found in
this fact: Just as the trigger of my pistol
was pretsed he threw his head to one sido
and slightly averted his face to escape the
shot, but the hall was evidently somewhat
deflected, and it took the course testified to

by Dr. JCwing. But taking the ovJdence
adduced upon the trial, no man with a

shadow of fairness can resist the conclu¬
sion that Captain Nutt came to mv room

on the morning of the 2-lth of Decem¬
ber to take my lite, and that he notild have
done so had not my dexterity prevented
such a result. This conclusion established,
then my legal defence is jn-if of, and the
attack on the jury is unjust uud malicious.
The other matters dragged into the trial are
extVtroeoue. and lugged in for the purpose
of diverting the attention of the jury irom
the point at issue. I was on trial lor the
felonious killing of Captain Nutt, and not
for writing aiiuin* letter* I wm legally

guiltless of taking Captain Nutt's life, and
well I knew it, and the jury very property
so found.

A CONFESSION OF STUPIDITY.
The matters which led to the hoetile en¬

counter are well known, and need not be
referred to except incidentally. When I
wrote that iirat letter to Captain Nutt I
committed a most appalling blunder. It
was a personification of stupidity, and the
remorse of a lifetime will beau inadequate
expiation for the error, and when I look
back on it in the light of developments I
can scarcely resist the conclusion that I
was laboriug under temporary insanity.
J Hit here the matter ends. I would not be¬
lieve in my total depravity and abandoned
villainy if every fanatical minister in the
land howled it from the pulpit and plat¬
form till he was believed, and every hair-
brained editor in existence should lie
about it to all eternity. True, CaptainNutt is dead. This tact can fall on
no heart with more crushing force
than on mine. I had no more malice
against the man thau against my mother.
Wny should I have? He never wronged
me, and no man respected him more than
did I, and no man reveres his memory
more than 1 do now. Tne images of the
disconsolate widow and the helpless or¬
phan children rise up before me like ac¬

cusing spirits, and if such a thing were
possible gladly would 1 lie down in this
man's grave and restore him to his deso¬
late family. Could I have known the cul-
initiation of this wretched affair how rnucn
better would it have been for me to have
sacrificed my life's happiness and self-re¬
spect upon the altar of paciiication; but I
foolishly thought I was doing Captain Nutt
a cruel kindness, and taking a stand iur
the preservation of my honor. Since this
occurrence I have concluded that honor is
a delusion and a mockery.

All OpertttorN on Hiiti 1.1 tie Reported lo

Pittsuuruii, July 10..At 0 o'clock Uiis
evening the threatened strike of telegraph¬
ers employed by the Pittsburgh, Cincin¬
nati St. Louis Kailway Company was

inaugurated. The company decided to in¬
sist that commercial business should be re¬

ceived, and summarily discharged assistant
Superintendent Devore, stationed at Colum¬
bus, who was known to be in sympathy
with the Brotherhood. This determination
was communicated to the operators and
was immediately followed by an order to
strike at 6 o'clock, which was sent out by
Master Workman Eagan. It was obeyed
by all operators in this city, including the
chief train dispatcher, and seems to nave
been generally obeyed all along the line.
Superintendent Taylor admits this, but

says the strike has not extended beyond
Dennison, Onio, and that by to-morrow the
principal offices will be supplied, lu the
meantime trains will be run by a schedule.
It is stated that the operators on the P., Ft.
W. <& C. R. R. will be ordered out to-tnor-
row.

Hie Cuiwe or Itie Trou¬
ble-Mo Occasion fur Alnrm,

Indianapolis, Ind., August 10..Large
crowds gathered around the First National
Bank and the IndiauaBankingCompany an
hour before the opening time this morning.
At 0:45 the doors of both banks were still
closed. The announcement has just been
made that they will not open for two or
three hours. The directors of the First
National, with several large and influential
capitalists of the State, met at 8 o'clock this
morning, and are still in session, but no¬

thing has been made public as to the re¬
sult of the conference.
The suspended banks remain closed.

.The following notice was posted on the door
of the.Firet National: "The Board of Direc¬
tors are in session considering what is best
to be done, but have not yet arrived at a
conclusion." The Board of Directors of the
First National Bank adopted a resolution
at their meeting this morning to double
the Btock of the bank, making eight hun¬
dred thousand dollars of stock instead cf
four hundred thousand dollars,provided the
syndicate, beaded by Mr. Depauwaud Mr.
English was formed to take the management
and a controlling amount of the stock.
A paper was signed by all the Director*
and stockholders present, and a committee
was appointed to get the consent of the
stockholders not present As soou as their
consent is completed it is understood that
new and strong parties will come into the
concern that will make it one of
the strongest tf.-.Uncial institutions in the
country. It may take a few days to do this
and gather in the required amount of cur¬

rency, but it may be done in a few hours.
The other bank also held a meeting
this morning and agreed that if tho propos¬
ed syndicate was formed they would
afford all the assistance to tho First Nation¬
al Bank that might be required It may
be said that whilst it is unfortunate that
any trouble occurred, there is really no

reason for alarm, and that ultimate 'good
may result from it in giving the
bank increased strength. Very little in¬
formation has been obtained as to what
the Indiana Banking Company may do,
but it is probable they will be able to re¬
sume also in a very short time. There has
been no extraordinary demand on any of
the other banks for funds to-day.
The conference between the directors of

the First National Bank and the English
Syndicate ended between 2 and 3 o'clock
this i'. m. At ton minutes before .'I o'clock
the doors of tho bank were opened, and W.
H. English appeared, invitiug the deposi¬
tors to come in and get their money.

Oorrftpondtiux of the InifUI'jencer.
Mountain Lake Pakk, Md., August 9..

The opening of the Sunday School Assem-
V»ly this week has largely increased the
number of visitors at this delightful resort.
Some who own .cottages have been on the
grounds nearly two months, and will re¬

main until October; others will remain
only during the Assembly, while of course
there is always a large number of comers
and goers.
What surprises a visitor to this place for

the first time most is that a town of over

seventy-tivo houses should have grown up
here, right, in the midst of the woods, in
less than two years; and when I speak of
houses I do not mean cheap cottages, cost*
ing one or two hundred dollars, but of sub-
stantial dwellings ranging all the way from
$500 to $4,000. Other houses aro now be¬
ing erected, and building lots are still in
demaud, indicating that the place hnB not
iu any degree reacned its full development.
Indeed, it is confidently expected that
Mountain Lake Park will coutirue to in¬
crease in attractiveneffl and popularity un¬
til it takes place along-side of some of the
leading resorts in the country. And, al¬
though the organizers of the enterprise had
in view, originally, only the summer gath¬
erings of social and religions bodies, com¬
bining recreation and intellectual food,
still it will soon become necessary that a

permanent population take up its abode
here.

FIRST DAY'S FilOUSKDINGS.
The opening lecture of the Sunday

School Assembly this year was to have
been given by Bishop Andrews, but as he
was unable to be present this week, an ex¬

change was made between the Bishop and
Rev. E. D. Huntley, D. D., pastor of Met¬
ropolitan M. E. Church, Washington, D.
(J." Dr. Huntley's subject was," The Amen
Corner." 1 did not nave the privilege of
listening to this address, but hear it spo¬
ken of very highly by all who heard it.
After meeting the Doctor,one would judge
from his genial disposition aud lively man¬
ner that he would not be at all sluggish in
the amen corner.
Bishop Andrews' lecture will be jfiven

on the last day of the Assembly, Friday,
August 17.
On Tuesday afternoon, at two and n-half

o'clock, the Normal class met under the
leadership of Rev. J. B.Young. The en¬
rollment at this, the first meeting, reached
Bixty odd. This was followed by a Suppler
mental lesson; "Old Testament 13rill," con¬
ducted by Rev. J. T.Judd, of Harrisburg,
Pennsylvania.
All these exercises are held in the Aud¬

itorium which is a well arranged buildiug,
permanent roof and ends, and canvas
sides.witli a seating capacity of eight
hundred. The mvsic which is a pleasing
and entertaining ieature of all the meet¬
ings is under the control of Rev. A. R.
Crouse, of York, Pa.
At 8 f. m. Prof. J. Rondel Harris, of

Johus Hopkins University, Baltimore,
delivered his lecture on "The Wrong Side
of the Moon." I clo not mean to say that
the learned Professor was on the wrong
side of the moon in corpore. He stood ou
the roBtrum in the auditorum, yet in
imagination he and his audience were
making explorations on all sides of our
lunar satellite.

TUB WRONG SIDE OF THE MOON.
This lecture to be appreciated must be

heard. It is full of humor, science, specu¬
lation, and religion as well as all happily
joined, indicating genius of a high order.
In explanation of the fact that we always
see the same side *r faco of the moon, the
Professor used a simple illustration which
may clear up a seeming mystery in the
miuds of some of your readers. It is known
that the moon ievolves about the earth
once in twenty-eight days, our lunar
month; bow, in making this revolution the
moon makes one rotation on its axis,
always presenting to our view the same
side. This of course is nicely shown bv
apparatus made for the purpose, but Prof.
Harris illustrated the same phenomenon
by placing a chair on the rostrum, and
'then moving around it, facing the chair
meanwhile. Iu this case the chair repre¬
sented the earth and ho the moon, and in
passing around the chair he had also
turned once upon some axis within him¬
self.
He also spoke of the view entertained

by many scientists that the opposite side of
moon, the "wrong side,"' is inhabited by
beings similar to ourselves, and gave it as
his opinion that this supposition is not at
all improbable. Being interrogated as to
whether ho accepted tlie nebular hypothe¬
sis, the Professor quickly responded, "Withall my heart." .being asked to what place
he gave revelation in our religious system,
he replied that he preferred to take the
view entertained by the ancient fathers,
that we apprehend God and his attributes
by the added sense of religious perception,
rather than by revelation alone.

HKCOND DAY'S EXERCISES.
At 10:30 a. m., a large audience had

gatliored to hear Itav. Lvman Abbott, D.
1)., editor of the Christian Union, New
York, in the first of his series of lectures;
"Why I Believe in God," "Why 1 Believe
in Chriot" and "Why I Believe iu the
Bible."

Iu bis opening remarks Dr. Abbott said:
"I am uot here to tell you why you believu
in God, nor to remove all doubts you may
have, but to give you a reasou for my be¬
lief in God." "This," he said, "may ex¬

plain what might otherwise seem egotism
in choosing such a momentous and all im¬
portant subject." "If, however," said he,
"l can liolp any who, like myself, have
been skeptical, to a higher piano, above the
clouds, above the danger of the thunder¬
bolt, where the singiog of birds is, w here
the sun shines evermore, then my coming
here shall not have been in va'n."
Then followed a masterly argument of an

hour, baaed on the old, solid substantial,
immovable foundation of design and the
Designer. 1 have not time at present to
give an outline of this admirable lecture,
but may I'efer to it again in connection
with the others of the course, suffice it to
say that all who heard the lecture will re¬
member it as one of the intellectual feasts
of their lives.

Dr. Abbott is the son of the lato Jacob
Abbott, the eminent writer for youpg
people, and remembering the happy hours
spent in reading tho Holla books, the Fran-
conia stories, Harpers story bookB, the his¬
tories and many other excellent works,
your correspondent could not refrain from
saving,upon being introduced to the Doctor,
that he was greatly pleased to shake hands
with a son ot Jaceb Abbott. "I am glad,
too, to meet vou on that ground," pleas¬
antly responded tbo Doctor.

In the afternoon the Normal and Supple¬mental lessons were given as usual, and at
night Prof. 0. A. Young, of the College of
New Jersey, Priuceton, gave a lecture on
"Celestial Measurements," illustrated by
lime light views.

IN SESSION AT PHILADELPHIA.

Philadelphia, August 10..-The Conven¬
tion of the Amalgamated Iron and Steel
Workers hold a brief session this morning,
und resolved to adjourn till Monday, to
allow various committees time to report on
the business entrusted to them. The visit¬
ing delegates have accepted an invitation
from their Philadelphia colleagues to take
a trip to Atlantic City to-morrow, return¬
ing on Sunday.

TUB HBTIILEIIKM TROUBLE.

The convention received .word that the
small bodies of strikers at the Bessemer
Works, Bethlehem, who broke yesterday
and started one blast furnace, shut down
again to-day, and are now firmer than since
the day ttiey first went out. The announce¬
ment was received with cheers, and a reso¬
lution endorsing iheir action and extend¬
ing help and encouragement was passed
forthwith, and ordered to be sent to the
Bethlehem lodge.
Nearly all of the committees have con¬

cluded their work, but the result of their
deliberations will not be known till Mon-
duy. The most rigid secrecy in regard to
the proceedings is still observed and the
report that many delegates favored holding
sessions publicly is denied. The commit¬
tee entrusted with the discussion of the
President'sreportattested its unqualified i-p-
piorcvl of tha following points in J Arrett's an¬
nual address to the Convention Welnesday
touching the tariff question.

SOLID FOB TAKIFK.
This section of thy address reads: "Under

a Republican form 01 government high
wugoa conduce to the moral and social wel¬
fare of workinirmen. We believe in the pro¬
tection of labor as the producer of all
wealth and consider it the first duty of the
government to adjust all questions to the
ultimate protection of the workingmen.
We are protectionists from the standpoint
that labor should be protected, or that
labor as the producer ot wealth when pro¬
tected, will certainly entail protectiou to
capital. We also balievein protection to
our industries, because we are large con¬
sumers of both manufactured and agricul¬
tural products, hence our position involves
better prices to the farmer."

A LITTLE REASONING.
When we manufticlure at home we in-

creaso the wealth of the Nation to the ex¬

tent of the value of our productions, but
when we import from other countries, as

labor is the producer of all wealth, wo cer¬

tainly impoverish our%own country to tho
extent that wo purchase from abroad.

It is stated that the Committee on Claims
will present a largely negative report, as
association has in another branch of its
work in convention committed itself to u

policy of repudiating demands pending on
account of the strike of 188-'.

The Condition ofCorn Fairly Court, and
b|>rJuc Wne<il nuAvernice.

Washington, I). 0., August 10..August
returns to the Department of Agriculture
areas follows: .There has been an improve¬
ment iirthe appearance of corn-fields dur¬
ing ttie month of July. Corn in the New
England and Middle States, Ohio Valley
and west of the Mississippi in Illinois, Mis*
eouri and Kansas is improved in a slight
measure by a single point. There has
been a retrograde in the South in conse-

seqrience' of drought and some decline in
Michigan from too muca moisture. Tak¬
ing the whole area together the conditiun
has advanced from 88 to 89 percent, of
a perfect crop.
The present returns indicate a yield of

not much over twenty five bushels to the
acre, orseventeen hundred million bushels,
which is as much as was produced in
1871).
The average of tho condition of spring

wheat for August first is 4)7, the same as in
1882, but higher than any previous August
since 1870. In Missouri uie recent rains
have injured the crop. In southern and
southwestern counties the average is DO.
The prospect in Minnesota tivors a crop of
thirteen and out-half bushels per acre not¬
withstanding the bad weather in early
spring and subsequent drought in the
northern counties. Condition 1)8. The
fears excited by the excessive heat early in
July have been happily dispelled.
The returns of August do not essentially

change the indicated aggregate of July for
the entire crop. The result of the harvest
will be more fully tested in the return of
the threshers. It is now certain that a

shortage exists which will require all the
surplus of last year to keep prices well sus¬
tained.
