The fimt
was, whether or not, sectlon 11 of the [aw as
amended Febroary &2, 1883, repealed this
portion of section 0: *But no drogglit or re-
glstered pharmacist, who Is a practicing phy-
sleian, shall himsell, or I;y his sgant or clerk,
wll any such liquors, drinks, mixiaresor
preparations upon his own prescription.”

“This ot shall not apply to phyeleians pat-
ting up their own pres:riptions, eto.”
