Republicans can beat, They'll make (heir
great push for the Senate, and will trade the
Sate licket right and Jeft for Senators;
Tuey think if toey can gain about thres dis-
tricts and Lold what they have, they can
bother Governor Cleveland ss much as
they huve a mind to, Bat I'll tell you
what our {5lks ought to do, if the Rupub-
licans galu the S:pate Goveroor Cleve-
land ought tu call the present Senate to-
gether soon after the election, and send to
it nominations fur the offices that were lefi
in Republican bands when the Legislature
sdjoarned, That movement would head
off the Reruhtir:uue if they get the next
Sepate. Of coumse it wouldn't do to exll
an extra session befors the election, boe il
[ were Governor I would have ao extrd
gesnion in time to secure the Immigration
Comwmisdoners, the Harbor Masters and
Ihe rest of these offices.”

“But bow could un extra session help
matters for the Democrate? Tammany
might agaln refose to conlirm Governor
(leveland's nomiontion?" the reporter
sugested,
“Not u bit of ir,” gaid this shrewd Dem-
oerat.  “Tammany id not going to distorb
the hardiooy of the party in any respect
1l ufter the pext Presidentisl election. It
an extra sesaion would be called, the Tam-
wany Senators should vore straight oul for
the Governor’s nominations,”

National Convention and ooe 1o nominate
a State ticket, besides Cozgressional Cou-
ventions, Siate Senatoriul Conventions and
County Conventions; taken altcgelber,
there will be ample opportnuities for form-
ing nequaintances aud consaltations upon
the beat modes of procedure.

Such & couference held at this time
wonld likely be attended only by politl-
cians, camp followers and porsons secking
political preferment, nnd would most likely
develop a great deal of factionsl atrile
without accomplishivg uny real good. It
is thercfore my opinion that such o meet-
ing would beunwise, impolitic and fraught
with much risk to the party io this S:te
1 wonld recommend thut each individaal
Repubiicun spund ail his epare time from
