A lofty stake with u sharp
point is fixed into the ground, as rm!y as
atelegraph pole; and with the upper part o
chair of iron, beving an orifice in the cen-
tre of the seat, is connected. The point of
thestick fits the orifice in thechair, and
the letier is lowered or raised by muchin-
ery 6et in motion by a crank—sn that sev-
eral feet of the pole can be foreed through
the body of any one gitting in the l:unﬁ'.
There is a lofty platlorm, rising to the eams
heighth es the pole, and reached by a lad-
der. The executioner compels his vietim
to mount and take his seat in the chair,
whereon e lslmmovably chained. Then
the crank is (urped forty or filty times—
the staké being buried fufther in the
criminal's body 1n each turn, Al this sp-
pears unotterably horrible to Europenns;
