Henry tieorffe'M Tenllmony.TUe'C'outlf*
linn or Worklnguieo.

New York, August 22..Henry George
waa the lirut witness examined to-day by
the Senate Sub-Committeo on Labor and
Education. In answer to the question
whether he could present any facta on the
aubject of labor, Mr. George replied the
fuels could better be obtained from the
workingtnen themselves Tuere was one

?;eneral fact, however, and that was that a
eeling of extreme dissatisfaction existed
amom; the laboring classes. Their condi¬
tion has not improved with the increased
prosperity of the country. There is, in his
opinion, no direct conflict between labor
and capital, but between labor and mono¬

poly.
Wages in each employment is governed

by certain circumstances, but they must
all depend ou the wages obtained in the
most productive industry in the country,
and here this industry is agriculture.
Wages are higher in the new countries be¬
cause the soil has not passed so largely
into private hands and wages wtttnot sink
on an average below what a man ctn get
by applying hie labor to the soil. Thorn is
no such thing, he said, as a general over¬

production, although there may be special
overproduction. Tbtf secret is there iu un¬

derproduction in something else, and the
laborer cannot obtain work, and thus gel
means to pay for the articles he needs.

Fair View, .La., August lY..While

your columns aro filled with letters from
the Springe, accounts of the Prf sident's
tour ont among the Indiaue, "Uncle"
RufusHatch's Englishman's expedition to
Yellowstone Park, and many notices of
the whereabouts of distinguished citizens
who have left your city to cool their bodies
in the sea waters or drink an occasional
draught of some of the mineral springs, it
might not be uninteresting to your readers
to have a report from tbis part of the
moral vineyard, this land that has occu-

ied the attention of statesmen and carpet-
aggers fortho last eighteen yean, but

I*, m. train and arrived at Louisville, Sun¬
day at 11 a. m. I visited the great Southern
Exposition on Monday, romaining until
midnight. The Exposition is well worth
visiting and surpasses any that we have
ever had on this continent, so far as it
goes. Tho elegauco and refinement in all
its departments far exceed the centennial
of 1870. The directors certainly show their
appreciation of music when they pay $30,-
01)0 for it for one hundred days. Tliey
have the Soveuth Regiment Band from
Now York for fifty days. They ulso have
every conceivable d«.-scriptioii of light, all
tho improvements for the uso of electric
lights of all kinds, for which they pay
$30,000 during the time they hold the Kx-
oosition. The expense of a trip from
Wheeling to Louisville and return is al¬
most nominal, and it would be a great ad¬
vantage to all business men to spend a few
tiays there. My trip from Louisville was
through the rich lands of Southern Ken¬
tucky and Tennessee, from Bowline Green
via Milan, and then on down the Now Or¬
leans & Chicago road to Jackson, Missis¬
sippi, and then on a narrow gauge road
from Jackson to Natchea, built oy privateenterprise, of wdicti Gen. Wm. T. Martin
is President. This road is in good condi¬
tion and makes twenty miles an hour from
Jackson to Natchez, a distauce of one hun¬
dred miles.

FKOM HOWLING URGES' TO XATGHKg.
The country over which 1 passed from

Bowling Green, Kentucky, to Natchez,
Mississippi, is suffering from drouth, and
while there is apparently more corn plant¬
ed thau usual, the cottou crop in Tenne&'ee
and Mississippi will be cat short at least
thirty per cent. Natchez is a thriving lit¬
tle city, and is without doubt in the best
financial condition of any city iu the State.
The people are alive to ail modern im¬
provements, nave two spleudjd cotton fac¬
tories, street railroad, with an incline road
from the river. Mr. Stephen Rumble, who
was born and raised in Mouudsville, is
among the most enterprising citizens. He
owns the wharfboat, is largely engaged in
the wholesale and retail grocery business
and has a hand in all public improvements.
After u sojourn oi six hours ia Xatcbeg 1
took passage on the steamer \yarren (the
summer boat in place of the steamer
Natch»z) and in about two hours landed at
Fair View.
On the landing I found the usual num¬

ber of freedmen interspersed with sons of
Erin, laborers on the levee, now being
completed by Mr. Neely, tbe Government
contractor. This levee is a great work and
Will protept a largo aud fertile portion of
the Wtate. Crops in this qeighborhood aro
much better and more forward than last
year. Tbe corn crop is good, aud now
about ready to crib. It is a little over four
weeks since ruin has fallen here, still the
cotton looks weil aud is holding all it
makes. In ten days moro picking will

ia earnest. 1 might hero give a
description of a plantation worked by a

company of capitalists, some of whom live
in New York and others in New Orleans.
This company was formed a year or two
since with the intention of manufacturing
the seed into oil, aud in fact utilizing every
thinu about the plantation. The lirm is
called the Jixcelaior planliug & Manufac¬
turing Company, with Mr. A.'O*. Ober, of
New Orleans, as President, and Mr. Oliver
N. Wild, of Natchez, Miss., General Man¬
ager. Notwithstanding the overflows of
the last two years this company have been
very successful. It to a magnificent sight
at this season of the year (o fieethree tnou;
sand acris of cotton, all of which has been
cultivated like a garden. Tbis compauy
cultivates this estate with hired labor.
Very few of the laborers work on shares
as, is tjie general ruje jn this country.

A J,AROE COTTON I'fAJt'TATfOIf.
On last Friday 1 rode over a large por¬

tion of this plautation with Mr. Ober, the
Presidant of the company, and without
exception there is tbe finest prospect lor a

large yieltj of cottou that it has ever been
my fortune to see on one plantation. The
company ie now constructing a narrow

gaugo rajlroiui throngb the property to
convey the cotton to t|io gina, end from
thence to. the river for shipment. Cotton
seed of late years has attained a great
value, and it is the opinion of many that
within the nest few years cotton will be
cultivated for the seed alone, to say nothing
of the lint. The oi) is now largely used
for cookiug purposes, and is imported in
large quantities to South America and to
fcpain, where it is refined and returned to1
this country and sold as Qlive oil. Thero
is also the oil cake, which is mostly ex*
ported to England, to feed cattle, and
fiottop need zpeal need here as a fertiliser
forsugar oaqe ;jn4 m^ny ganjeng to pro¬
duce rapid growth.

ing qualities to guano, and preferable
for many purposes. There are large
oil mills* established in all parts of this
greet valley, at St. Louis, Memphis, Vicks*
burg, ^fttohfs, Baton Rouge and New
.Orleans. In lyew Qrleane there are a num¬
ber of mills, some of them bayiug a million
of capital inyested. Lnfortunately for tfye
planters they have combined or pooled and
all are nnder the control of what is called
the New Orleans Cotton Seed Association.
For many years past this association has
arbitrarily fixed the price of seed, and have
squelched out any who dared to interfere
yith tfcpro in the business. They have
iialf a million dollars jqyected iu sacks,
which they distribute along the river ami
railroads to be filled, and when filled are

phipped to the ?ew Orleans Cotton Seed
Association, they returning the weights to
the planter, and the money at so mjich per
ton.whatever they choosp to pay, some?
timet) one price and sometimes another,
say from III) to $U per ton on the planta-
.tan 'or from place of shipment.

A COTTON MONOPOLY.

They even had tbe impudence to have a

meeting at Memphis and portion out
the districts where different mills should
purchase seed and fixing the price they
should pay, saying one mill might pur¬
chase in the district from Memphis to
Helena, Arkansa?, another from Helena
to Yickaburg, another from Vicksburg to
Natchez, another from Natcbes to the
mouth of tbe Red River, ilea, threatening
death and destruction to any one who
dared to raise tbe price of seed or interfere
with prices and regulations mode by them.
When tbe magnitude oi this ootton .seed

business is understood there in do doubt a
time near at hand when this combination
will be broken up, but for the present this
country will have to submit to their exac¬
tions All the business in this coun¬
try is controlled by rings, steam*
boat rings, railroad rings, cotton
seed rings, cotton press "rings, dray¬
man's rings, and commission merchants'
ring?, who figure how much the planter
can stand to a dot While the planter is
figuring for the negro to have bread and
meat, thecom mission merchaut is figuring
with more earnestness how to keep the
planter in subjection. There is not a crop
raised under ttie sun that would §tand such
exactness as the cotton and sugar crops of
the South. My opinion is that the negro hus
the advantage in all the figuring, for he
does the work and must not be crowded too
much or business would come to a stand
still.
Last winter 1 read some letters published

in your paper from this country, making
comparisons of die manner in which kusl-
ne:j3 was done here and at the North, and
noting what lirge rates of interest were
paid un capital to product* the cotton and
sugar of the South. It is the wonder of the
world that a country that underwent such a
radical change in all their institutions and
labor could In less than eighteen years ac¬
complish so much, especially when we take
into consideration that almost all of the
.capital to produce these results had to be
obtained from the North, and at a much
higher rate of interest than prevailed
there. In round figures the Confederate
States lost in capital, counting the four
millions of negroes set free, loss of house.*,
tenement!), stock aud deterioration of the
value of real estate caused by the war,
not less than one thousand millions of dol¬
lars.

HOW TUB SOUTH JIA8 RKCUl'KRATBD.
Now think that in less than twenty years

this country has recuperated and now pro¬
duces, as the figures will show on the first
day of September next, (the beginniug of
the fiscal year for this country) tiiat the
crop of cotton alone produced for the year
ending Sept. 1, 1883 will be seveu millions
of bales,' worth say at home three hundred
aud fifty million dollars. Now take into
account the sugar, rice, tobacco, hay arid
cereals produced in one dozen Stales of the
late Confederacy," aud the footing will
show favorably with the product in dollars
and cents, with any country in the world.
Still the inhabitants of this section of our
common country are frequently represent¬
ed iii Northorn papers as wanting in
energy and enterprise
The city of New Orleans, with a popula¬

tion of 210,000, with a banking capital of
less than twice the amount of the capital
of your prosperous city of Wheeling with a
population of not more thau 85,000, does a
commercial businets, internal aud externa),
of a value of over $500,000,000 annually.
Capital comes here iroui the North "and
Europe to move the crop and for six months
iu the year it either remain* idle or is re¬turned to the North. Thia is the cause of
the exorbitant rates charged by the mid¬
dle men or commission merchants, who
make the country pay tribute to them.
Were it not for the occasional visits of "yel¬
low Jack," New Orleans would be the
largest and best business pity oq this contw
sent,
Many of the business men come here

from tho North and remain a portion of
thn year. The city is not benefited a dol¬
lar; so far as its improvement is concern* d.
Every dollar they make instead of being
in vested here in enlarging and beautifying
the city, is sent north, east or west for in¬
vestment and the improvement of that sec¬
tion.

X could mention many names of mer¬
chant, cotton factoru aad sugar brokers,
who nave made large fortuues in New Or¬
leans and sent every dollar for investment
to St. Luuh, Cincinnati, Louisville and
Baltimore, wnile somo have iuvesied in
elegantly improved larms in Kentucky and
Alissourj. '4.'ne city of New Qr|eaps ijtjs
nut Ijeyn benefited a dollar by their pre¬
sence, ouly so far as their board is con¬
cerned, aud the money expended for an
occasional cigar. It might be said of New
Orleans as was said of uue of the old cities
of the far east, that she will continue to
thrive and prosper notwithstanding "law¬
yers, highwaymen and commission mer¬
chants."
pesror lOTTON AND 8UUAH FHODUCTION.
It might be interesting to some of your

agricultural readers to know the cost 01 the
production of cotton aud sugar, the yif-ld
per acre, the amount of sued per acre, «Jcc.
On the river bottoms a hale of 500 pounds
iu a good crop. Occasionally there is a

larger yield. The proportion of seed to
lint is two to one.or in qj her words it will
require ou an average fifteen hundred
pounds of cotton in the seed to make u live
tiuudred pouud hale of lint, thus leaviug
oue thoutftmp pounds or onc.-half q top qi
seed for each acre cultivated. Tho crop of
seven millions of bales of cotton would
produce about seventy million bushels of
seed; weight of seed 28 to 30 lbsperpushel.
Of course some managere will cultivate aud
gather's cvop at less coflt than others, hut
the average cost of production At the pres¬
ent rate of labor, is from 7| to 8 cents por
pound.

In short, a plantation can produce one
thousand baits of cotton of an average of
400 pounds, say for from twenty-eigtit to
thirty thousand dollars. This includes
pommision merchants charges, interest qn
investment and ail cost. Cotton will more
thftu probably start oif In price this year
at about ten cents per pouud for low mid¬
dling. Thirty years t»go whep the crop
was only about three millions of baits the
price was as low as six and seven cents.
But then with nfgro men selling at five
hundred dollars, women at three hundred,
mules at from $45 to $05 per head, plows
from $3 50 to $4.00, mess pork at from at
*3 to $ 10 per huudred, the production did
not cost so much. It is evident that the
consumption of cotton has increased more

rapidly than the production. N*w
with sevpn millions of bales produced tfoe
price is some three ceats per pound better
than when the crop only amounted to three
millions of bales.
Tho flugar crop is an pfpenBiye one and

only large capitalists can handle ft buo
cessfully. The yield last year was from
one to three hogsheads per acre. A hogs¬
head of 1,500 pounds per acre is a moderate
crop. The vacuum pans, contrifugals aud
in short all the machinery necetsary to tho
production of refined sugar, is very ex¬

pensive. When the q*op is a spccesa tlie
returnB are great, some'sowr estates hav¬
ing princely incomes. For instance the
"Burusider estate," now owned by Mr. Oli¬
ver Berne, of Monroe county, W. Va.,
produced a crop last year in value of over
three-quarters of a million of dollars. A

A BLOODIER INVASION AVERTED

Thin That it Htiberl't Hondaf-lMld Unmora
Start Sheriff (Irowa lor tha Uardea with a

Pout "Commmtakak".A Bloodtaaa Cam-
palfo.Work of the Water Board.

Considerable excitement was occasioned
about the central portion of the city yester¬
day afternoon about 1 o'clock by a report
that another gaflg of East Wheeling roughs
had gone out the road toward Seibert's
Garden, where a private picnic was to be
held, wjth the avowed purpose of taking
the place, repeating the scenes and per¬
formances ot the memorable (Jtrinan
Labor picnic of Monday last, and winding
up by capturiug the Eltn Grove cars. This
report had hardly been told an Iktklli*
tiKNCBU reporter before another man rushed
in with a story to the effect that-Sheriff
Brown was organizing a jkjiw, and that the
regular county troops had already moved
forward to hold the fort. The reporter made
a wild dash for an Kim Grove car, and
caugbt it before it had left the city. Among
the passengers ho found Constable Bill
Love, with blood in his eye and tobacco
in his mouth. He inf jrmed the reporter
that he regretted that his dog "Pete" w*8
not on hand for if there was anything
"Pete" did delight io, it wan a fight. He
also eaid that Col. "Curley" Liuchlin and
Major "Steve" Wilcox, aide dbt camps, to
the Sheriff, in command of themselves, had
moved as far as the toll house, and there
dispatched for more troop*; they then
tuoved on Seibert's. Whether they had
been massacred or not he could uot tell.
Major Love propoeed to conduct his
part of the warfare on the peace plan,
if possible; if not to raise h.1 before any
one should handle him hs poor Matt Pearl
was on Monday. Sheriff Brown and Col.
"Pate" St. Myers, bif^ adjutant, were to
take the overland route ana join the com¬
mands of Live,. Lnuchlin and Wilcox on
the Held. As tue cur neared the transfer
station, wliero one of the bloodiest en¬
counters on Monday took place, Mrs. Otter-
son, the heroine of Monday's engagement,
paesed in a spring wagon resembling an
ambulance. She wax headed for Seibert's
aud going like the wind, and Love's forces
at first looked as though they would cheer,
but fearful that it would give the euemy an
idea of the strength of the command
should they be lurkinir near, refrained.
The motor went slow, fearful of burned

bridges and torn up trackH, but finally
pulled up at Seiberls all right. All was
peaceful. Major Wilcox reported no
trouble so far, and went in to get a beer.
CoL Lunchlin's forct s.were found rretched
out under an apple tree. A short confer¬
ence waa had and the arrival of Com-
mauder-in-Chief Brown and Adjutant St.
Myers awaited. They soou arrived in a
cloud of dust. The sweaty sides of
Brown's horse showed that the? had
made all haste. The Adjutant was areesed
as if for the parade ground, in a white
vest and dizzy tit*; ho also wore some other
ciothes. Brown wore a long linen coat of
mail and a straw hat. Every one moved
on the bar ami another conference was
had, during which the Ikhting quality of
the malt was tested, and FlerrSeiOert gave
an account of the hostilities thus far.
A gang of North Wheelingites started

out in a apring wagon with three Pittsburgh
saloon keepers, their friends, to show them
the town. They got pretty full in the city
and wont to Seibertt; when they arrived
there they, were awiul full. They took some
beer and gore notice that they would re¬
turn in the afternoon. Fearing trouble, a
hurried message wss sent to Col. Lauchlin
to come out, double quick. The Colonel
thought he detected h6ayy hostilities from
t|)e tone of the dispatch, and securing the
co-operation of Major Wilcox's forces,
these veterans went out. From the toll
bouse they dispatched to Brown, but
the telephouo didn't work right aad
Brown understood that there was war
in dead earnest. As the explanations were
finished, Mayor's orchestra struck up in
the pavilion, and the sound of the flying
feet of the dancers caused the forces to start
for there, when a shout was heard. At the
lower gate the North Wheeling crowd were
endeavoring to drive in. They were ter¬
ribly Tall. One or two were dead drunk.
With a shout the troops dashed forward
and a parley was had, aud at last the eni-
my seeing the strength they had to en-
coqnter turned back, although they didn't
want light.-thry only wanted beer. The
conciliatory address of Brown wasimmense
and the cool bearing with whicn Love,
Laughlin, St. Myers and Wilcox stood in
front of their forces deserves commenda-*
lion.
Commander Brown soon after came into

town nnd proclaimed peace.

Yesterday Mr. Ohisholm, of. Wellsville,
Ohio, who ha* been under contract with
the Water Board for several months past
to sink water cribs from which the city's
water supply would be drawn, provided it
wob found practicable tq do so, commenced
prospectiug on this side of the river and
met with very poor sucecsa. To day he
will go over the lurga Hand bar extending
out from the Inland, oppoaite the wharf.
The Intkujgencku at the time the con¬

tract was made wi li Mr. Ohisholm con¬
tained quite an exhaustive interview on the
subjcct nad with Mr. Hastings, a member
of tne Board, in which the manner and
plan in which it was proposed to sink the
wells was shown. Soon alter Mr. Ohisholm
w«« engaged, the material necessary for the
work was all procured, bo as to be ready as
soon as the river should fall sufficiently to

80 to work. The wonderful and unpreoe-
ented stage of boating water that

has existed for months post,
until within the past few days,
the; public is well aware of. This of
course retarded the work. In the mean-
time.Mr. Obishoim, in addition to securing
the matetial, bad his engiues, puuips and
elevators rigged up in good shape. He is
an experienced man in this lino of work
and a very intelligent talker. The last
wells, or water cribs, he built wero those
for the Wellsville wafer works. His
mode of procepdiug to work is to
first drive down au inch and a

quarter or half iron pipe, with the end
sharpened. This is a "feeler." Provided
he encounters nothing for 20 feet, the
depth wells of this nature are usually snnk,
ho drives down a four or five inch pipe
with the lower end pqinted and perforated
in several places. The sand and gravel in¬
side is then pumped out and if there is
water it enters this pipe through these per¬
forations and its quality can thus be judged.
Mr. Ohisholm tjrst drove bis "feeler"
near the river's edgeanout.20 feet north of
tho works aud at a depth of 5 feet struck
shalo and a little further bard rook, lie
continued to work north for 158 feet, mak¬
ing a number of drives, but never getting
below 0 feet before he would strike the
rock. He believes that the rock extends
under the river in a north easterly dire^
tiou, and that be will not enuouater It on
the Island b«.

Provided he does not he will have tho
well sunk and completed in one week, pro¬
vided the river docs not suddenly rise and
engulf hitn aud hia works. The site being
selected, a orib of wood is built, 23 feet in
diameter, or 20 feet in the clear, the crib
being three feet thick. The foot of this
extends inside far enough to build an

eighteen inch brick cylindrical wall.
The brick used are hard. The sand is then
dug oat from the center, being hoisted out

by an elevator, and as it is dug oat the
wood and brick structure sinks. Ah it goes
down the water commences to come up in
the well and then the pumps are brought
into requisition. The top of the structure
when down is two feet below the bed
of the river and i§.covered over with strongboards over whicfi a two foot layer of sand
is spread. The sand purifies the water and
no stone, leaves or bits of wood can get in
to clog the pumps which feed from the
well. If more than one well is sunk they
will be connected.
