If ibern anything our dairymen are not

doing, as a rule, says a Wisconsin ex¬

change, it is raisiog their calves. As an

illustration take Jefferson county, which
tins, all told, about 20,000 cows. It is safe
to estimate that fully threc-foitrtbs of the
number bore calves this season. Yet from
the best data we <*n obtain we do
not believe that more than 3,000 calves
wi)l be raised in the entire county. Our
farmers are blind to the immense waste
of wealth tbat is going on in this direction.
By the use of a thin oat-meal gruel, slightly
soured, three calves can be easily ana

handsomely raised on the skim milk of one
cow. That is. we would give each calf a

third ration of skim milk twice a day, and
from one to two quarts of thin oatmeal
gruul in tbe milk as often. We have tried
this way of raising calves, and know where-
of we speak. A farmer with a herd of
twenty-five cows in tbis way could miike
butter aud carry seventy-live nice heifer
calves that he can buy in the spring for $1
to $150 per head,for there are foolish farm¬
ers enough to sell the wise ones all the
calves they want. The ekini milk ami 3*2
worth of oatmeal to each calf will turn out
in the fall seventy-five Hice heifers worth
$10 apeice easily. Their igan immence de¬
mand for young stock from Montana,
Idaho, Colorado and other grazing pointy
as well as from dairy districts, yet our
fanners as a rule are jogging along totally
indifferent to this waste of wealth. Here
is auother case of Brains vs. Hands.
