ftortcliuni Mienr.
Henry Stutahxlca, the St. Louis sugar

expert, iu a recent letter to I'rol. Silliman
on the subject of sorghum, says:The beet-sugar industry in itsincipiency
had not one hulf tho promise of succfss I
that the Northern cano has to-day, but it!
did have all the fostering care of the re¬
spective Governments within whose terri¬
tory it found a fcoting; hence its cultiva¬
tion was promoted, not only as an agricul¬
tural and manufac uring enterprise by in¬
dividuals whose sole desire was financial
success, but by the Government,whose aim
was the good of tho w tole peonl-; and to-
duy hueh is the succrss atteuding past foe-
tering earn that every pound of sugar
made'p-ys a tax to the Government
With this tax incubud on its home
manufacturer, lurge quantities of it are
shipped by Austria, Germauy and Frauue
to hogland. The only doubt i ever had of
the success of this cane industry in the
North was the possibility of its maturing
in sufllcient season to secure its crystaliza-
ble sugar before frost There is no difficul-1
ty in tne manufacture of the juice of any
su«ar plant into crystalizable sutiar, if tho
juice, on ripening, contains from 8 to 12
percent of crystalfjuble sugar, and tbe im¬
purities not more than from 2 to 3 per
cent
The recent history of sorghum, Mr. 8ti)t-1

uic/ka adds, has done much.to remove this
doubt and to make the future of sorghum
even more promising. The Northern cane-
sugar industrv, in addition to the fostering
care referred to, requires, he says, proper
land, good cultivation and the right kind
of fertilisers to fully ripen the cane, the
extraction of as much juice as possible,
courage under apparent failure, and such
State and Government aid as so important
an industry is entitled to.

Clpnijng a Nirfmbprvy fateti.
A novel state of cremation in strawberry

culture is chronicled by a Courant corres¬

pondent. The prop gathered from a one
and one-half acre patch, ho owej off the
leaves, run a harrow over to' loosen up tjie
piii'Straw mul<:h, and after three days
touch a ma'eh to t}#e dry litter, which
burned so fast as to catch and roast snake*.
Insects and parasitic fungi were killed, the
labor of weeding saved and a plean surface
left, covered with useful ashes evenly dis¬
tributed. The blackoned crowns are now
picking up with promising freshness. If
further results encourage repetition of the
plan another \ear ho will be likely, he
thinks, to try tue virtues of a light sprinkle
of kerosene for kindling, which will make
him lees dependent on tho weather.

Ilnbc ihe Ii-*rdc« Vaj,
Shrewd gardeners are ever on the alert-

to get all they cau out of the small olotof
ground at their disposal. febme will K«t
three crops ot certain kinds from the same
land, hut two arc very common with mauy.
For Instance, the early peas can be sown
for a fall crop, and very welcome they are.
Beans, the early aod snap varieties may
be vet planted. Lettuce cau be sown in
drills to head; spinach for winter use, the
golden glebe, the China and red tqrnip-
rooted r.ullsh for Wintei'iuej the turnip, of
couree, which we have already spoken of
more at length; cabbage, if planted at
ours, may yet head, and »o with ruta-bagt.

The National Horse Show Association o:
America will bold ita limt annual exhibi
Mon at Madison Square Garden, New York
October 22 to October 20. Over $11,000 it
offered in premiums, including special
prizes. The entries will close October 1.
Beans are not eaten whole by any kind

of stock exceptiug sheep. But, by grind-
ing and mixiug with corn or oatmeal,
beans unfit fcr sale may be profitably fed
to cattle, horses and pigs. They are very
strong food, and as stock become used to
them the proportion of bean-meal may be
increased.
Capt. K. Y. Ktng, of Texas, has about

80,000 head of cattle, about 20,000 bead of
horses und 30,000 head of sheep; his pas¬
tures amounting in the aggregate to some
thing over 1,000,000* acres of splendidly
watered land?, a valuation in all, land and
stock, of something in the neighborhood
of $5,000,000.
According to the census report, Illinois

pays out more money for fences th n auy
other State in the Union. Pennsylvania
comes next. There are in the United
States <»,000,000 miles of fence, and it has
iu all coet something over $2,000,000,000.
During the census year alone $78,020,000
was expended for fencing purposes.
The Gardner's Chronicle relates an in¬

stance where apples and pears were
planted on heavy clay, whicn had been
trenched down to "an iron hard-pan."
The trees made no growth, and mow and
lichens grew on them. The orchard was
then thoroughly drained. In six months
the lichens begun to disappear, and the
next year a flue growth was made. The
soil had been warned by the drainage;
and the fertility had been made accessible
to the growing roots.
The well-known fact that a cow will give

more milk and make more butter on a
bright sunshiny day than during one of a
dark dull character is a strong argument in
favor of having winter stables so arranged
that the animals get the benefit of plenty
of sunshine. If possible it is well to have
the cows on the south side of the barn, and
to provide plenty of windows.

The practice of fattening breeding ani¬

mals to exhibit at tho fairs cannot be too
strongly condemned. Great evils have re¬
mind from this custom of judging of bulla
and milch cows rather by ihe amount of
Hash they were currying "than by their ca-
l>acity of breeding good stock' or doing
jjood work in the dairy. Any intelligent
breeder or common farmer knows that an
animal in what is called "show condition"
is not in good condition for breeding, and
is often permanently injured from being in
luch condition, so that he will never be as
good as he would have been if kept in eim-
ply a thrifty condition. And some of the
best breeders have refused to exhibit their
best animals, because they would, at most
fairs, bo only reckoned as second claes if
they were not fattened up as other show
Btoek usually is. Large breeders may be
willing to spoilono or to good animals a
year in order to acquire the reputation of
taking firot premiums at every fiir, but
many can't aflbrd it, and a few aro to hon¬
est or too coB&cientionsly attached too their
chosen business to do so.

Acid Phoapbnte.
JJometUad.
Farmers should experiment with acid

pho-pbate (South Carolina phoepbate rock
ground jyid reduccd by sulphuric acid). Ii
is comparatively cheap, uud when a little
nitrogenous matter or potash is mixed with
it, produces good results. It is quite uni¬
versally used at the South. Composted
with cotton-seed meal and potash salts it is
proviug the salvation of Southern agricul¬
ture.' The acid phosphate can be obtained
of auy fertilizer manufacturer or dealer in
agricultural chemicals.

When to t'ut Timber.
Stv Eno'and Fanner.
We are not ready to recommend the cut¬

ting of all timber and fuel in summer, but
we believe that farmers should know what
the effect upon lumber is when cut at dif¬
ferent seasons of the year. It would seem
that there is no way in which the wood of
a tree can be relieved of its sap so thor¬
oughly and be left in so sound a condition
as when the s*p goes out through the
leaves, or through pores, during the season
of full leaf,
