menced yesterday morning. Never did a (air
association open one of its annual exhibitions
under more favorable and promising pros¬
pects.
The morning opened bright and clear with

a bracing frosty wind blowing, which filled
every one with life and vigor and mace

things move briskly. At an early hour, gate
tnen, policemen and watchmen reported for
duty at the Secretary's office, and were ai-

signed their positions. Exhibitors and suj -

erintendents followed close behind these and
continued to come in nntll dinner time.
The visitors were few and far between in the
morning, but in the afternoon quite a goodly
number poured in.
The attendance compared favorably with

that of the first days of previous fairs. A
large crowd was not expected, for in every
department aflairs were in a state ofchaos, as

tbey always are on the flrst day, and the

Jubllc. having learned this by experience,
uua not turn out. However, last night every¬

thing was in place in every department, the
entire aggregetion forming a abow the equal
of which was never seen before in this Btatt
or hereabouts.

THE FIKISHIKQ TOUCHIt).

Everywhere about: the grounds and In alt
the buildings the scenes yesterday morning
were decidedly spirited. In the Main Hall,
the finishing touches were being given by
merchants to their displays, while a bevy ol
ladies in the Eighth department were busy
as bees sorting out and arrahging*tbe numer¬
ous and handsome fancy articles over which
tbey were continually going into rapturea.
la Machinery Hall, there was a whirr and s
buzz as the long line of shafting driven by
the ergine stationed outside, turned the large
number of agricultural implements placed
there. In Horticultural Hall, the fruits and
cereals were being arranged so as to show to
the best advantage, lu the Floral Hall,
pilots and ahrubbery were being artistically
placed on the tiers by a corps of ladits who
have determined to have au exhibit that
shall be second to none on the grounds, as
regards plea«ing and entertaining viaitore.
About the office of Entry Clerk Philips there
was a regular mob of exhibitors awaiting tueir
turn. About the stables, the live stock wee
being exercised and groomed. Every where
there was an air of business and push.

THE LIVESTOCK.

Early yesterday morning, it was found
that even with the additional stalls and pens
put up Sunday, there was not room enough
to accomodate those desiring to enter, and a
force of carpenters was immediately put to
work building more At the time of closing
last night, there were over 250 head of horned
cuttle on the grounds, and a corresponding
large number of sheep and swine. Nearly
150 horses, including all classes, were stabled
and Superintendent Rose had been refusing
accomodations ever since noon, for the sim¬
ple reason that he had none to give. Wheel-
ingifes showing their' horses, have in many
discs'given up their stalls to strangers and
will keep their horses at their own barns at
night, taking them over to the grounds during
the day. To these, Mr. Ko e feels himself
deeply indebted. The premium horses, sheep
and swine are atored away in every nook
and corner of the northwest part of the
grounda where room <;ould be found to build
a place for them. It is the most complete
stock show imaginable. Thoss who attended
the Columbus lair 1. st week, say that the ex¬
hibit of stock, especially that of cattle, is
fully equal to that shown at Columbus.

Hon. John Hanson Good died at his resi¬
dence, on the corner of Kofl and Fifteenth
streets, yesterday morning at 0 o'clock, after
a tedious illness which was regarded by his
dootors as hopeless almost from the first. A
few months ago Mr. Good wai seitid with a

stubborn malady, from which, however,*he
apparently recovered, and no evil conse-

{deuces were apprehended. He was still un¬

der medical treatment when be concluded to
take a trip to Cincinnati and back on the St.
Lawrent*. On the trip he was taken vio¬
lently ill, and upon the return of the boat
wan taken to bis borne, never again to leave
it in life. He had the benefit of the best
medical skill In the city, but it was unavail¬
ing, and he graduaUy Decame worse.

SKETCH Cr HIS UVZ.
Mr. Good was born in Triadelphia district,

this county, In 1843, but his father, the late
Benoni Good, removed at an early age to the
city, and here he received tbe rudiments of
an education which was completed in Beth¬
any College In tbe Class of IML He then
took a course in tbe law school at Louisville,
Ky., and returning to tbe city wss admitted
to the bar in 1805. A few years after he
was elected Prosecuting Attorney of Ohio
County, which position he filled for several
successive terms with distinction ana suc¬
cess. In 1874 he was elected to tbe House of
Delegates, and as a member of tbat body
exerted comiderable Influence toward the
removal of the Capitol from Charleston to
Wheeling. He also acted as prosecutor In the
Burdette impeachment case, winning new
laurels as a lawyer and orator.
At the National Democratic Convention

held at Cincinnati in 1880, which resulted in
the nomination of Hasoock and English, Mr.
Good led the West Virginia delegation, and
on behalf of tbls State seconded tbe nomi¬
nation of Judge Thurman, of Ohio, for the
Presidency, in a speech which was favorably
spoken of everywhere.
He was the Democratic nominee for Con¬

grats in this district last year, and bis genial
disposition, true heart and honorable ambi¬
tion were no where better known or more
justly appreciated than among his political
opponents.

He was alwajs frank and considerate in
bis professional intercourse, and his upright
character, kind disposition and courteous
manner secured our friendship and com¬
manded our esteem.

Resolved. That tbe community in which he
spent his life has lost a citizsn whose in-
telligence, ability and worth, seen both in
public service and private life, had won for
him commanding position of influence and
usefulness.

, ,,,Resolved, That we tender to his widow and
family onr sincere sympathies in this great
bereavement.

Resolved, Tbat in further token of our re-
rard for bis memory we will attend his
funeral In a body and wear the usual badge
of mourniDg. .
