At the
conclusion of the prayer Mr. French ad¬
dressed the Convention. lie spoke at some
length of national affalu. reviewed tbe re¬
cent address of the Republican State Con¬
vention, referred to the administration of
Governor Butler in the highest terms, de¬
tailing the important events that have oc-
earred the past year, and predicting a

great victory for the Democratic party
throughout the countty.

. Onthe conclusion of French'sspeech there
was gonerous applause.

through the sides of which now and then
we caught glimpses of Donner Like, a

preltv placid sheet of water quietly nes¬

tled down on the top of the mountain. The
glimpse* were not at all eatisfactory. We
could hive taken fifteen minutes look
and tbet hardly been satisfied. From
Donner lake we began the descent of the
Western elope of the mountains and had a

peep at hydraulic mining, and gazed in
wonder at the achievement of those who
built a railroad over such mountains. 1
had always thought that the Hoiseshoe
bend on the Pennsylvania Central and
the Baltimore fcA Ohio at Cheat river as
specimens of etgineering skill were hard
to beat, bnt I thiik now that the Central
Pacific is entitled'to the cake.

On (be Labor <lu. Niluu PrrRrnlcd Before
tbe Spume domnilllff.

Nbw York, September 26..Joseph Mo-
dill, publisner of the Chicago Tribune, waa
a witness to-day before the United States
Bub-Committee on Education and Labor.
He eaid he had beeu connected with the
prees since 1848. The chief cause of the
impecunious condition of the manes of
laborers in this country is attributed to
their own imnrovidence. The only way to
improve them was to teach them to save.
Too much of the earnings of tjie laborer was
spent in liquor and tobacco. It has been
calculated that the amount annually spent
by the laboring population in drinW was

$400,000,000, and at lean $200,(00 GOD
more Bpent in cigais, tobacco and
unless amusements. High licence
and comfortable houses would do much
toward lessening the evil. The wit¬
ness said ho had verj little faith in politi¬
cal prohibition, and unhealthy tenement
houses should be torn down. The present
tarifl' was fleecing farmers and they were
beginning to understand it. Co-operation
could not be successfully carried out un¬
der the present conditions. It could only
be possible when co-operation required a

high degree of intelligence. What
the country wanted was more me¬
chanics. Industrial * schools should
be established in every large city
where education in technical arts
could be obtained. In speaking of the
railroad question, Medill said that some
means should be adopted for securing uni¬
formity in rates. The railroads should not
be permitted to exercise the power of arbi¬
trarily changing the value of all products
of the country. Both Stato and Federal
legislation should be employed to rcmedv
thia evil. The capitalization of many rail¬
roads was far in the oxctrs of the construc¬
tion of the road, and they were annually
fleecing the people of the country out of
millions of dollprs in profit.
