toudeuned from PSUailtlpnla Timed.
During bis journeys in Cirrmany within

the three or four years immediately pre¬
ceding the granting of hia charter for the
Province of Pennsylvania, William Penn,.
as a zealous champion and teacher of the
doctrines of the Society of Friends, came in
contact with some of the leaden of the seel
of Pietists of Mystics, who represented in
their religious faith the doctrines of Tauler
Spener and Menno Simons. Oae of the
first acts of the Proprietary of Pennsylva¬
nia after receiving his charter was the cir¬
culation of advertisements in Germauy
setting forth the resources of his Province
and inviting such as sought homes in the
new world, where they might enjoy free¬
dom of religion and have a chance to bet¬
ter their temporal conditions, to take ad¬
vantage of his liberal offers.

TI1K FRANKFORT COMPANY.
In November, 1082, the attention of

eight citizens of the undent and important
free city of Frankfort-on-thc-Main was at-
tractod to these proposals, which resulted
iu a project to purchase lands in the new
province on the Deleware and the tending
out of a colony. This led to an agreement
.not fully consummated, however, uucil
1080.with the proprietary's agent for the
puj chase of 26,000 acres of land, to l>e
divided into tivehaupstamms of 5,000 acres
each. None of these original purchasers,
however, it may be said, ever came to
America. Oue of these tracts, amounting
to 1,000 acres, was acquired by Francis
Daniel Pastoriua. i

Suortly after the Frankfort purchase
Jacob Z^lner, of Crefeld, CArryinfc on the
business of merchant in Rotterdam, Dirck
Sepman and Jan Strypers, merchants of
Kald Kirchen, near the borders of Hoi
land, also entered into negotiations with
Che Proprietary and by "deeds of lease nd
release" executed in i«ondou on March 1)
and 10,1083, became the possessore, each
in his own right of a tract of 5,000 acres,
these were the first German purchasers in
whom the title to land in America was

fully vested. Jacob Zsllner was familiar
with the country, having made two trading
expeditions to the shores of Atntriea in
1078 and 1081.
niB PIONEER CF TIIE GERMANS IN AMERICA.
The prominent ngure, however, in these

incipient movements, which afterwards led
to the crystaliz*tion of the spirit of immi-
^ration among the oppressed and pert<ecut-
td adherents "of Evangelical doctrines in
the valley of the lttiine, was Francis Daniel
Pastoriua, the pionetr and, founder of the I
lierman race in America. A* a mau Pas-
torius may also be regarded as a represen¬
tative of the high character, intelligence,
learning, industry, enteprise, patience, en

ergy, integrity and loyalty of his follower*,
whether tne handful of Germans who land-
ed in the month of October, 1083, on the
shores of the Delaware, or the thousands
noon thousands who during the process of
two centuries nave oarritu tueir mnuence
and their energy into every part of thb
poweifal nation.
Both the Frankfort company and the

Crefeld purchasers constituted Pastorius,
who, us we have seen, was a member of the
former organization, their agent in Amer¬
ica. He was born at Somerhausen Septem¬
ber 20, 1651, and belonged to a family of
influence and education. Ills father, a
native of Erfurt, born in 1624, studied law
and theology at the University of Wuertz
berg. Having espoused the Protestant
faitn be removed to Windsheim and there
held several offices, finally rising to the
dignity of Elder Burgomeister anu Judge,
if is paternal grandfather was Assessor ol
ineC'urto' Erfurt and his great-grand¬
father was recorded "a citizen of Warburg "

At the early age of twenty-two we fiud
the future founder of the German race in
America engaged in public disputes upon
questions of law and in languages other
ihan his vernacular. In 1670, at the age of
twenty five, be was advanced to the dignity
of Doctor of Lawn, at the learned city of
Nuremberg, and three yeurs later we find
him established at Frankfort as an auvc-
catcaud lecturer upon the law and philo¬
sophy. It was at this time that the inquir¬
ing mind of the young attorney and lecturer
first became interested in the teachings ot
Spener.
BEUQIOUS 8ENT1MNTS OF THE COLONISTS.
With but two exceptions the colony was

composed of families united by ties of san-
guinity or mariiege and were also mem¬
bers of the siuie faith. The religious party
which had sprung up in Germany during
the latter part of the seventeenth century
and received fhc name of Pietists foucd
expression through many adherents in the
Valley of the Rhine. The teachings of the
mystic John Tauler, a native of Strasbourg,
attracted earnest attention as early as the
beginning of the fourteenth century
(1320 61). But it was under the great Ger¬
man reformer and founder of the Pietists,
Philip Spener, a native of Alsacfit-that
Pietism became a force in the dissemina¬
tion of evangelical doctrines. The Scrip
tures are the foundation of Christian life
and spiritual thought presented the cardinal
inspiration of Speners future work. Wniie
tne mysticism of Tauler taught closer com¬
munion with the Divine Power as the guide
to truth, to Pietism of Spener urged the
importance of practical religion as exem¬

plified in anexultatiou of religious feeling,
the discarding of doctrinal distinctions
and the abolition of the mere external
forms of ecclesiastical administration and
methods.

INTERESTED IN GERMAN EMIGRATION.
The subject of emigration to America

was being agitated amoDg a circle ol
Pietists, who were bis friends. Fiorn
Uerdinger, the Rhine port of Crefeld, Pas*
tonus went to that city, where he met the
three Opden Graefls and Kunders and
other staunch men and their wives, ai noble
as themselves. His efforts here were soon

rewarded by the formation of the. pioneer
colony of Germans, which followed him
soon after for theshorea of America.
With his usual energy Paatorlous went

about familiarizing himself with the region
in the vicinity of the infant metropolis
which had been laid out on the shores of
the Delaware by the founder of the
Province. His eyes turned to the pic¬
tures and fertile lands in the direction of
the Wisaahlckon, whtcb, too. were em¬

braced within the limits of the treaty of
Sbackamaxon.

,

The original Frankfort and Drefelt pur¬
chasers of lands in Pennsylvania were
advocates of thesu doctrines, somewhat
modified, however, by the teachings of
Menno Simons, a native of Friesland, a
former priest of Rome and founder of the
Mennonites Of the original Crefeld pur¬
chasers that enterprising and active spirit,
Jacob Zsliner. and bis less important co*

partner, Jacob Itaacs van Bebber, were
known members of the sect of Mennonitts.
The Opden Graeffs were vraudsons of
Herman of the same name, who represent¬
ed Crefeld in a church council of Meuno-
pites at Dordrecht in 1632,which adopted a
confession of faith. Leonart Arets, doubt¬
less an ancestor of the Arets of the pioneer
colony, was beheaded In 1635, at Polydeck,
for adfeertflg to the doctflnet taught by

David Joris, one of the early Mennonite
latliers. The /ones were also preachers in
that church iu Germany.

WHO THE 1'IO.VEER C0L0.VIST8 WERE.
The lin-t German immigration to Amer¬

ica a* represented in the Crafeld colony
was distinctively a Mennonite movement
and brought with it not only the many vir¬
tues belonidnic to zealous Christian lives,
but as well a lovo ot freedom in civil and
religious matters, which was later mani¬
fested in their relations to the attain ol
the country pf their adoption.
Between I he Germau Mennonite and

the English Quaker there were affinities ol
religious faith which were utilized by the
Proprietary of Pennsylvania when he be¬
came possensor of a province in America.
One of his Uret acts iu 10S3, as we have
seen, was an invitation to them as a sect to
settle there.
About the middle of June, 1083, tho

members of the pioneer colony parted
with their kindred and friends on the
hanks of theKhiuo and, accompanied by
Jacob Zallner, Dirck Sepman an San Strey-
pew, three of the original Crefeld pur-
chatfre, made their way to Rotterdam.
Here some final arrangements as regarded
the possession aud -occupation of lands
were completed, which insured the colo¬
nists a good beginning in their new homes.
