TUE LIFE OF THE OFFICERS,
The quarters of the oflicers at Vancouver
are quito circumscribed. For the most
part the houses are double, and not large
at that, and are also, quite old, and two
familivs are expected to live in each of
these double houses, This allows & small
parlor, & bed room, a diniog room aud a
kitchen to each family. The sobordinate
oflicers complain & great deal abont their
crumped quarters. I don’t see, however,
that they tuve mueh gronnd of complaint.
They get good pay and house rent free.
For iustapce, 8 Unimin gets 81,800, with
10per cent. sdded for every Hve years of
service. A First Lientenant gets $1,500 and
10 per cent for every fveyears. A Second
Lientenant geta $1,400° A Major gets
§2500, A Livntenant-Colonel, $1,000, and
# Colopel $3600. Hesides their quarters
they get all their flour, coffee, tea, Augar,
bacon, &=, from the Commissary Btore st
10 per cent. ou the cost price tothe Gov-
ernmont, which is cquivalent 1» getiing
everything at wholesaly prices. This really
makts thelr pay greater than the same pay
in eivil life, The private soldier only geig
€19 per month and rations, and he is the
individunl who bears ull the real hardships
and privationsal the wilitary serviee, Il
hie serves until be is old he is not retired on
art pay s are the officera,  Ho s wimply
offered un existence at the S ldier's Home,
al Washington, for which he has himeel
already pald by a taxof 12§ cents per
month deducted out of his pay, or, not car-
ing to go there, hu is turuwl ont (o get &
living ws Legt be can,  The oflicer who be-
comes disabled in the pervice is retired on
three quarters pay, aod sfter thirly years
of gervice he iv entitled to bo retired from
aclive service.
NO BIXECURE.
