When at last tbe Dunes drov
tbe wretched creatures ont ol their hidln,
places "a great butchery commenced," am
the French chronicler says "it was quite
treat" to see the ballets doing their deadh
work."it waa like a jet from a watering
pot, which mowedthem down by dozens.'
Thote who tried to escape by the rive

were drowned or shot as their heads cami

above water lor air. Tbe men then amtisec

themselves counting the dead, fifty on thi
left and eighty on the right The corn

spondent thinks there must have beer
above a thousand altogether killed, but thi
number being uncertain here was anothei
chance tor amusement. The sailors madi
bets as to the number destroyed.
Bnt we have not yet reached the black

est chapter. The Annamite torca beini
routed, "all rushed out of the fort after tin
wounded," who begged for mercy. Tbi
French officer says, "our men slaughters
them with bayonets or brained them witl
the butt ends of their muskets." It ap
pears that the officers tried to restrain tbi
men by reminding them that their worl
Wat cowardly, but the reply was "the An
samites are savage!" and tbe bloody worl
went on, presumably until there wereni

more wounded prisoners of war to kill.

with a fight In which the victorious lore
belongs to a civilized nation andonetha
pretenses to be a Republic. It is as black
page as ever wss written in the history o

any poople. II Francs has any regard fo
her good name she will bring to the blocl
the officers who were responsible for tha
sickening butchery.

conqaest against a simple people.thi,
brigand fight for the property of othei
people.France neema to bave lost all con
science. The behavior of her force at Ifu<
is merely follewingout in bloody detail till
freebooter's example set by the Govern

quest shall come, the French will send
missionaries to convert the Annamites u
the Christian faith!

There is a wide agitation, with which we

.ympathiie, against the system of contract
convict labor in States prisons and other
correolive institutions in this State. The
reason of that agitation is that labor in those
prisons is let out at snch low figures, suih
as 30 cents per day, that honest free labor
eannot compete with it and live. The rea¬

son seems a good one, and we are not sur¬

prised that the mechanics of New York
are banded against contract convict labor.
The extent of the ocmpetitlon is. however,
limited bv the number of prisoners in
these Inatitntiona employed under contract.
The number ol these last year was abont
0,000. While no doubt the competition of
this number of workmen has great effect
upon the work and wagesofNew York me¬
chanics, it 1s necessarily trifling in compar¬
ison with the effect, of other competi¬
tion to which they might be subjected.
While there are only a few thousand con¬
tract convict cheap labor workmen in our
prisons, there are scores ot millions
of forsign cheap labor workmen
in various parts of the world, the products
ol whose labor are being placed in direct
competition here and abroad with the pro¬
ducts of labor mechanlca ot New York.
Whiob, we ask you, is the most important
to protect yonrseives against.the cheap
labor of a few thousand" convicts, or the
cheap labor of many millions of foreigners
working as cheaply aa the foreigners do?
