The rellgiona terrlctn preparatory to the
laying ot Ihc corner atone ol the Third Fns-
bylerlan Church, to be erected on the lite of
the old church In the Eighth ward, wen

held yeatuday atternooo. Owlcg to the In¬
clement wtather It hed been decided to post¬
pone the exerclaea, but. a largo congregation
gathered, and it waa thought better to pro¬
ceed under the clrcunutancea. By the kind-
neaa ol Kev. Mr. Werder and hla congrega¬
tion, tit. Paul's German Lutheran Church
wts opened to the assembly, and the aerrlcea
held there. Hev. J. 0. Lyle, pastor of the
Third Presbyterian Church, presided. Th»
mualc was n notable feature of the fcrrlces.
Mr. Otto Jtr^er directed the vocal music,
which by waa a special chclr,the church choir
being enforced by seveinl welcome volun¬
teers. Tne accompaniment) were by the
Wheeling City Band, under the leadeishlp of
Protestor Joe Kramer. After an opening
authem, and a brief invocation of the divine
blets'.ng by Mr. Lyle, the oongretntlon was
invited to join In s citing thebymn,

"Stand no, itand op for Jeeui,
Yos3ldic!a ot tnu Crow."

Rev. Dr. Cunningham, of tho First Preaby-
terlan Church, then led In prayer, and Sir.
Alexander Bone, Sr., read au appropriate
Scriptural passage. After the singing of
"Praise Ye tne Lord," by the choir, Kev. Dr.
W. H. Cooke, of the decoad Presbyterian
Church, was introduced, and spoke briefly of
tho siguiflcanco of these services and the
event for which they prepared. The advan¬

PBEiVlllNtt TO YOUftG MEN.

Opruluff hcriuou Lh»i Slfht otnSerleH
by Rev. George E. llltc.

Rev. George fi. Hlte, paiior of the Chaf-
line Street M. E Church, last evening com¬

menced a series of Sunday night ssrmonsfor
young men. Notwithstanding the inclem¬
ency of the weather, tho church was well
filled, a larger number of that class to which
the discourse was specially directed being
present Ihan usual. Mr. Hito took his text
from II Kings, vi, 17-"And Klisha prayed
and said, Lord, I pray thee, open thou his
eyes, that he may Bee. And tho Lord opened
the eyes of the young man." At tho
outset he said thst the series of discourses
he contemplated delivering wore dtslgaed to
interest and benefit the yonng meu especial-
ly. "Mv object is not simply h desire
to feod'my vanity by having a largo con¬

gregation, nor to attract to myself any spe¬
cial attention. I tbitk I am actuated by
purely disinterested niotivet; a consuming
desire to be by God's help, a help to the
young mon who may attensl while the sal¬

mons are being delivered. Seven year a of ob¬
servation in this city hss convinced me of
two things First, only a very sainll number
of the young mencf tho city are found in
our churches and Sunday scIidoIs. Second,
I know that many are exposed U the most

deadly perils, and some have already fallen
victims. Because I love the church and am
grieved to see her altars fomken, and be¬
cause I am interested in every young man. I
want to lift my voice in warning."
The theme last night was."The young

man himself-What is be? Whntcan be made
of him? What ought to be madecf him."
He is a physical, thinking, moral and im¬
mortal boing. Mr. Hlte, uuder this first head
elaborated on the human body; the grace and
beauty, the attention and work that hss been
lavished by the Almighty's highest creative
power. Its delicate sensitive organs, its God¬
like intelligence of countenance. Whst an

expression it gives of the infinite wisdom of
God, by the eye. The young?man has an in¬
tellect and thinks and reasons.
Referring to the fact that at times meu,

for instance the aeologitt or astronomer, bi-;
come 10 overwhelmed with the vaitness and
glory of the pbislcal universe that they hare
become impressed with the inuignidcanoa
of man, he said "at inch time*, men forget
that 'it is the prejenoe of life above all, of
intelligent life, which gives significance to
creetion and which stands like the pcHltive
digits in arithmetic before all the blank
ciphers'." On the eccond head.What can
bamadoofhim? The speaker said: He is a
oreatnre of education and largely a creature
of circumstanccs. His body, mind and
moral nature uro all susceptible of healthy,
harmonious, holy devo'opments, >f proper
educational influences onviron him and are

given a fair chance. On the other hand, tne
influences and educational forces that wreck
the body, dwarf the mind and pollute the
heart are playing sad havoc with many of
the young men of this oity. By re»Bou of
this the church looks in vain for them iu this
generation. Then followed a vivid picture
of many a home where the young man has
blightedall a fond parent's hopes, disappoint-1
ed their dreams.ho is au utter wrock in
body, mind and soul. The home, the church,
the State, his God, all are robbed, and last of1
all, the young man bafe been robbed of him-

young man ? He should be made a man, and
that word implies a great deal. Not merely
a man in physical proportions though, physi¬
cal oulture muat not be omitted. Yet the
micd is more than the body. This God-like
attribute should be educated. Susceptible of
amassing expansion and growth under proper
conditions, what increaso of power ic Rives
to man, how it enlarges the range of nis
vision; how it brcaiens, deepens and enriches
his life; how superior it makes him to his
uneducated, lgnorantneighbor. Every young
man should aspire to an education; he owes
it to himself, his race and his God. Ignor¬
ance ia a roproach to any man, when he has
despised the means of enlightenment Gome-
thing else is of superlative importance and
absolutely essential. Jt is the ground work
of maahood-tbe moral ^character, without
this all else is vain. Genius will not atone
for it, rank and i flluence are no substitute
for it. Principle! lategrity! Virtue!
Ia ages and years orate strength, ar¬

istocracy of blood, letters and rank made tbe
man. still later, and tbe sentiment lives in
our day, there was the aristocracy of wealth.
Thank God we are now living in an age when
people are beginning to estimate a man ac¬

cording^ what he knowsand the amount of
virtue htfcnosieeses. '-Young man." said the
sptaker, ,Y*epk for a place in this latter day

They reel off their experiences
with snch acheerful, self-satisfied air and
reckless disregard of one of the ten oommand-
ments that one is forced to admire them and
almost accept what they tell as gcapel truth.
West Virginia is a good field for the hunter
to roam in, and West Virginians are noted
for their accomplishments in telling what
they have seen and done while on hunting
and fishing excursion*.
One of them, a prominent cltizan of

Wheeling, whose exploits are matters of
local history along the Booth Branch, in
company with a Baltlmorean who wts for*
merly a well known Wheelirglte, and is like¬
wise a great sportsman, has been oQ for sev¬
eral days past withJila rod and gun. Satur¬
day a prominent gentleman of this city.a
mighty hunter.wno was president oi a noted
fishing dub, now defunct, received a letter
from these two-gentlemen, dated Front
Royal, Va. Tbey wrote jast after their re¬
turn from a day's fine sport in captnring the
"wary bass." an account of which, they ,4feel
satisfied will ba veiyeojoyab.e to our veteran
sportsman, the president of the fish¬
ing club. Our first ninety tipped the beam
at six and one-half pounds each, but
the next saventy-two, much to our

regret, only gave the beam tho up
turn at four and a half eaob, which, as

you well know, were merely minnows. So,
after much consultation we concluded to use
them for bait in preference to throwing them
back, which is the custom of fishermen in
his stream. If you coul^just be hero with
your Parker to snoot some of the game which
here doos much abound! It is only with the
utmost difficulty that wo can cast our lines
without striking csnvass backs and mallards,
and then in landing eur fish we havo to use
the greatest csre for fear of throwing them
up tho bank, for if this is done the
wild turkeys gobble them up instantly, iu
going to the river this morning we saw
eleven deer, which ran away, and in so

doing, frightened forty-one tquirrels up
one email tree which, with their
weight and that of eighty-one others which
wore feeding on the tree, crushed it to the
ground. In falling it killed thirty-one par¬
tridges and four pheaiants. This we consid¬
ered ft large amount of game until a native
informed us tbat the season for game had not,
begun, but that if we oould just visit here
next month we might ha je fine hunting. We
bad the good fortune to meet your bosom
friend V H who, when we told of
our intention of writing you a truthful
statement of the game and fish found here,
expressed a willingness to endorse the letter,
but we do not think it worth while to have
him do so."
