W DISRESPECT
TO THE AMERICAN FLAG INTENDED.

Aa Oecamiet at a Faatral TtiUrdajr which]
Claud a Little Talh-A Boclety Forblddia bj
HonlRBor Kalllria to Take Part la a Fa-

aeril.Both Nldta of the Story.

There waaaome talk about town yeaterdsy
of an occurrence at the-funeral of Mr. George
Weigand, a aon-lc-law of Mr. P. Btriff, the
dyer. Mr. Weigand was a Catholic, and a

member of the 8t. Alphonsus Benevolent So¬
ciety. This society went In a body to the
residence of Mr. Stritf, on Market street,
where the corf83 lay, juat before the hour set
for the funeral yesterday afternoon, one of
the members bearing au Uuited Slates flag,
and one of the officers a baton, used In the
society as the mark of his authority. Rev.
Father McElligott, the officiating priest, told
one of the officers of the society that he could
not officiate if tb(S3 were carried in the fu-
neral procession, wbereupon the members of
the society filed by tbe bier upDn which lay
the coffin, and withdrew, marching to their
hell and there dispersing.
beveral members of thoBt. Alphonsus 8c-

clsty expressed their surprise at ho a Hit n t f
Fattier McElligott, and said they cuuldnot
conceive what the objection to the Hag o;u!d
be.
Mr. Charles R. Behler.oneof the leudlng

men of the society, was called upon. He
taid that he had had a conversation with
Father Bullivan by telephone, and had
asked him if any otjeotlon would be made to
the members or the society wearing the so¬

ciety badge. The Father answered that this
would not be allowed, as it would mark the
society as an organization. Mr. Behler
said he did not understand the opposition to
the society, as the members had alwayssuc-
posed it to be a recoguizad Catholic society in
good standing. So far as be knew, it had
never violated any of the rules of the church.
A reporter called at the Cu'hedral and

asked Monsignor Sullivan and Rev. Father
McElligott for tbeir version of tbe affair.
They explained that at the Diocesan Synod
of 188i a statute had been adopted requiring
all Catholic organizations to suomit their
constitutions and rules to the Bishop for his
approval, and stipulating that no society
which should not do so should enjoy the
special privileges uxorJed to recognized
Catholic societies, among which was tuat of
takin? part as organizations in religious
proce/s'ons, attending services in regalia,
and the like.
Tbe St. Alphonsus tociely, Monsignor Sul¬

livan said, did not comply with this statute,
and so ceased to have any claiirs ts a Cath¬
olic society. On Tuesday evening a member
of the society was at the Episcopal residence,
and to avoid any misunderstanding, the
Monsignor reminded him that tbe society
would not be permitted to attend Mr. Wet-
gand'a funeral as a society.
Yeaterday Mr. Behler called the Cathedral

by telephone, and asked if tho prohibitionextended to wearing the society badge. He
was tcld that it did.
"Then," said Mr. Behler, "can we curry the

United States flag?'
"No," said Mongr. 8ullivan; "that would

only be carried by thesociety as an organiza¬
tion, and would be a mark of organization.
Nothing can bo allowed which would sarve to
distinguish the society ai such."
Yesterday, however, tho society appeared

at the residence of Mr. Striff witu thoir fljg
and baton. Father McElligott told them that
he could not officiate if they persisted in at¬
tending as a society, and they withdraw.
This wai ell there waa in it, and the attempt
to give the action of Mongr. 8ullivAn or
Father McElligott the appearance of d's-
repect for the United States flag, both these
gentlemen pronounced unjust and not in
keeping with the facta when properly under¬
stood.

Once more there is plenty of water in the
Ohio, the rivermen Lave suddenly become
active and all the big boils have either start-
ed out or are preparing to start. Old stagers
who predicted that thero would be norisj of
any consequence until November aro happy
over the fact that their predictions were not
far out of the way, and now claim that there
will be a fair boating stage until ice forms or
the usual big January riss takes place, It is
to be hoped that these predictions may prove
true. Tne big packets have been idle for a

long time, and it will benefit both their own¬
ers and the public to have them onco more

ploughing tneir way ud and down the beau¬
tiful Ohio. There are also millions of bushels
of coal to come ont of tbe Monongahela and
Kanawha for the southern markets.
Tho pnssnt rise was hardly expected be¬

fore the middle of the month, and it found
wiveral of the rivermen at Pittsburgh unpre¬
pared..The rapid rise in the Minongahela gave
astage that will let about 4,000,000 bushels of
coal out. The 11 set will commence passing
Wheeling to-dsy, and will all be outot Pitts¬
burgh to-day. Th's departure will take all
the loaded barges out ana leave room for the
lareo number of empties that have already
passed up on the rise and are on tbeir way
up. But few accident* are reported from
aDove. Two loaded barges and three flits
went to the bottom at the various bridge
fjiers. The riBe reported from tne Allegheny
s a slow one, but it will supplement that of
tbe Monougahela and keep the runningstsge
up for Bcveial dayB withsut any further raiu.
The big pesseuger peeked ot all tbe lines

will all be running by Saturday. The St.
Lawrence left Cincinnati for this point last
night, and thcKatie S.'ockdale left Pittsburgh
for Cincinnati. What the Whito Collar line
has finally decided to do has not yet been
definitely learned. The Ohio will ve/y likely
ba on baud anyhow.

NARROWGAUGE ROADS.
PRACTICAL PLAN OF DEVELOPMENT.

Besator Camdia Writes M KiM«ra|l«| Letter to
tka Gllmir Committee.What the Narrow
Gaace baa Dob* la lYeit Va. and what Be
mataitobi Done.CobbccUbk Links.

Senator Camden h&a writtm to the Rail¬
road Committee at Glenville, Gilmer county,
a letter of general interest to the people of
the 8tate. The followinK are extract*:
la the first place, it will be a great ad¬

vantage in projecting any new roads in that
section of our Btate 1?Ing between the Balti¬
more & Ohio and the Chesapeake & Ohio
railroads, to secure the benefits to be gained
by bringing the local roads already built or
building into a conuectod *ys:em in order to
form continuous lines of railroads, that each
may aid in sustaining the others, and also,
in order to make the several counties more
conveniently accessible to e»ch other.
In my judgment it is entirely practicableand within the reasonablo abilities of the

counties to givo such necessary aid as would
inaugurate and carry out asysiem of develop¬
ment that would g.ve railroad facilities to
almost every county lying between the Balti¬
more & Ohio, and the Chesapeake & Ohio
Railroads, west of the Alleghenies. Ia'aj
think that the time is now ripe for thd
undertaking, and hope the expression of
Gilmer county may be the beginning, to the
speedy accomplishment of these results.

TRUE THEORY OF STATE DEVELOFMElfT.
The practical and true theory, 1 think, for

thi development of that part of our 8tate re¬
ferred to, is by a counectea system of nar¬
row* gauge road. The narrow gauge
road la just as efficient and complete
in its usctuiness as the standard gauge,
in proportion t) its tonnage, and is pe¬
culiarly adapted to the necessities cf onr
Btate. 11 link this is fully demonstrated in
the Cla-ksburg & Weston road. Adopt¬
ing this ides: II a road wss built
from Weston through Gilmer, Cal¬
houn, Koane and Jackson, to the
Ohio rivtrin Jackson county, and another
road from Weston through Braxton county
t3 tne Klk river t) Charleston, thisi roads,
with the connections they would make,
would substantially complete a connected
system of local roads which would furnish
railrtai transportation to every couuty In
that section; and would, with their connec¬
tions, be of more than local impor'unce, as
being lines loading through the central part of
the btaletothe beat markets east and weal.

A PRACTICAL ILLUSTRATION.

To illustrate this view: A road is now built
from Weston to the Baltimore & Ohio rail¬
road at Clarksburg, and also one from Wes¬
ton to Buckhannon. Tho county of Harrisou
has subscribed $150,000 and Marion county
$100,000, to build tue Clarksburg & Margan-
Dwn roai down the valley cf the Mouonga-
hela, which will connect with the Pennsylva¬
nia Hnilroait directly to Pittsburgh, and, in
fact, all points reached by tho Pennsylvania
system. This short hue of road be¬
tween Clarksburg a->d the Pennsyl¬
vania Railroad leading to Pi'Uburgh
is of very great Importance not only to the
section through wnich it passes, but to tbe
whole central part of our b;ate, as the gate¬
way to the Pittsburgh market for our pro¬
ducts by the most direct route; and it is safe
to say tnat with the assistance already voted,
th?s important link will soon be built. This
would complete the connections on the east¬
ern end, both to the Baltimore & Ohio rail¬
road, and by the Pennsylvania railroad
through to Pittsburgh.

CONNECTIONS EUT ANO WEST.
The connection on tbe western end with

the Ohio River Railroad, both east and west,
and through it with the Ohio Central Rail¬
road, already completed from Point Pleasant
to Charleston, anu to the Chesapeake & Ohio
Railrond. The railroad bridge over the Ohio
raver at Point Pleasant also gives connec¬
tions to Coltrmbns, Toledo and Cincinnati,
so that by building tho real from Weston
through Gilmer to the Ohio river would give
to Gilmer and tbe other countiis on that
line the practical ber.etits of direct rail com¬
munication both ear;t and west, and also tbe
ad vanteges of competition by saveral of the
most important trunk line roads to the best
markets.

i t may a'so be observed, in this connection,
tLat a narrow gauge road )s now building up
the Valley river from Grafton to Beverly,
which could ba connected by a short line at
Buck; uinou, with tho roads lea ting west
through the other conntics in the direct.on
of the Capitol. This eystrm.as yoa see,would
not only g.ve to ail t:.o countus in the sec¬
tion named, railroad facilities, but would
give moet of the counties tisy accets to each
other.

KEEO'NT DO IT ALL AT 'oKCE.
All this may appear at the first glance to

be a large aud difficult undertaking, bat I
think by looking into it, it will not only be
feasible, but with proper exertion on our
part will follow as n natural result. It is
not neceuary to look to tho he-ginning, or to
the accomplishment of all, at the Baiue
time. The commencement of oojb part
will stimulate and help ihe otien; bi-
sides these enterprises are not all depeudent
upon each other. The B. it 1:0:1 & E.k Kiver
rcui is not necessary to the completeness of
the road through Giinur to the Uhio river,
or to the connections it m'kes I may say,
however, that there are influences at work
that will probably result in building that
ro&d within a reasonable time.

HOW IT CAN DX DOSE.
We may Bafely assume, as a Starting point,

that the roads referred to as giving eastern
and western connection1!, will now tike care
of themselves and be built and ready for
ess against your road could be built.

It is only necesiaiy, therefore, to consider
the buildirgof the road throngh Gilmer to
the Ohio rivt-r as a part of the system refer¬
red to, in which Gilmer and the other coun¬
ties along its line are interested. Concert of
aolion between the counties of Gilmer, Cal.
houn, Roane and Jackson, in obtaining such
subscriptions by each county to the stock of
the road, ts would result to the benefit of
the counties to make, will, in iny judgment,
insure the building of this road.
Trunk line roads connecting largo commer*

oial centrci, and requiring large capital, are
built without reliance on local aid, but local
roads must have local aid to give security
and confidence to outside capital.

It can b8 clearly shown that as a tiaancial
measure alone, leaving out all other ques¬
tions of advantages, no better investment
can be made by a county situated as yours
1p. than a subscription of say $100,000, if it
will secure the building of a road through
its territory in the manner proposed.I confidently believe that if Gilmer, Cal¬
houn, Koane and Jackson counties will
unite in leaking liberal subscriptions, the
money can be obtained to build tho road
suggested, and I think it would be easier to
obtiin the means to build the wholo line
than any part of it.
