An enterprising florist baa performed the

feat of forcing the General Jacqaeminot
rose in perfectian and offering it in fair
quantity November 5. For three years past
an amateur grower in Madison, N., J has
brought in a crop December 14, which was
considered so astonishing that he was be¬
sieged by plantsmen to learn his secret;
but this year the amazement is greater, for
we have the coveted rose already, and are
promised a continued supply. The wildest
aud most costly efforts have been made
during several years past to force the Jac
queminot roso at the beginning of the
social season. Ice bouses have been put
up andstockrd, wherrin to freexs the roots
of tho plant Tuis failed entirely, and other
methods have caused disappointment, in
conscquence of grower* being impatient to
get the bloom and not allowing
Slants a sufficient time to rest.
ow, by a system of drying the roots

partially and inducing a cessation of
growth, this rose is being forced into bloom
earlier each season. It « thirty live yeare
feince the General Jacqueminot rose has
been known, but It id not more than J
twelve years that i* has been made a
specialty for winter forcing, when quite a 1

quantity was f >rced in pots. Ten years ago
one after anotner of ou r best growers began
planting whole bousts of it, aud at {-resent
tbero are villages of glass stocked with the
favorite plant. It has had its day for ex-
tortionate price. Tne flower is sold for 75
cents at present, and may possibly rnn up
to $1 at Christmas time. Probabilities
point, however, to its declining in cost if
the crops, which now look promising,
nrove successful, and there is a large supply.
It is a welcome sight, the rich crimson of
this rose in cluster baskets and boquda de
cartage. It has been included in the
choicest designs of the week, and every
rose is bespoken by privileged customers
before it is brought to the flower store.
