THE DEMOCRATS OF INDIAN#

Indianapjlu, November 19..Within
the post week there has been a very per¬
ceptible advance in the feeling favoring
the "old ticket" among the Democrats ol
Indiana. Almost without exception the
comment upon the November elections has
bean to the effect that New York being an
absolute necessity for the Democratic party,
'.Uncle Samuel" is probably the only man
who can give them the coveted electoral
votes. The rapid tumbling over to the
Tilden side of one Democratic paper a(ter
another must be very discouraging to Mr.
McDonald, especially as there seems to be
no crystaiizing of sentiment upon any
name to link with his which can be relied
upon to carry New York. Mr. McDonald,with his extreme free trade notions, is not
regarded, even by hie friends, as excep¬tionally strong with the Democracy of
New York, Connecticut, Delaware and
New Jersey. Tney would feel very muchbetter if there could be an agreement upon
an Eastern man to couple with him and
form a combination that could at least hold
its own with Tilden and Hendricks.

ON THE REPUULICAX SIDE.
On the Iijpublican aide of the house

there is an unquestionable looking toward
General Sherman as the candidate. How
thoroughly rooted the sentiment is, how
much cf it is enthusiasm which will wear
off in a short time, or how much of it is
baaed upon known and definite qualities inthe General's character and purpose, the
fact still remains that Sherman's name is
received with great favor. The name of
Gov. Porter is uaually allied with Sher¬
man's, although there are not a faw who fix
it "Sherman and Lincoln."

President Arthur has a substantial, solid,
conservative strength with the people, andthis may be greatly added to by the devel¬
opments of the approaching Congressionalsession. His messaged looked forward to
with unusual interest, as is the organizition
ol tne House and an exhibition ot the tem¬
per ct the Democratic majority. If this
should threaten the stability and peace of
business, and be such as to demand the
vigorous and decided use of the veto power
by the President, the result would be to
give Gen. Arthur strength just where now
it seems lo do licking. While there ifl gen¬eral recognition of the good and cautious
virtues characterizing hui administration,
and the highest regard for his personalconduct and character since his accession
to the office, thero is a well-defined feeling
that it has lacked positiveness and force.

SHUT NATIONAL CONVENTION.
Advices from Washington are to the ef¬

fect that Indianapolis is very favorably re¬

garded as the place for holding the Na¬
tional Republican Convention. The hotel
accommodations of the city, supplemented
by private hospitality, would be ample for
the entertainment of the.Convention. The
only lack is a suitablo public hall, but this
will be supplied by tho erection of a com¬
fortable and commodious wigwam on the
public square. The eligibility of Indian¬
apolis, and the effect the Convention would
have upon the vote of a State so important
as Indiana, are strong considerationa why
the committee would do well to agree to
hold the next Convention here. Our
claims will be strongly urged before the
committee at their December meeting.

UENDHICKS' VIEWS,
Mr. Hendricks has again expressed him¬

self about the November elections. lie
said they could hardly be construed, ex¬

cept in one or two cases, as having any
very direct influence on the Presidential
contest. "In most of the States," said he,
"the elections have found the reason of
their results in local issues, which have
very little to do with the Presidential elec¬
tion, and unless somo of the issues iovolved
can be worked into the contest I do not
see how tho result can be calculated liy
what has transpired. For example, in
Ohio they bad the prohibition question,
which plays no important part in national
matters. Virginia and Ohio are certainly
very grateful aquisltions to the Democratic
ranks, but no one can tell anything about
tbo reenlt on the line involved in State
contests."
The ex-Governor was asked what ho

thought about Butler, lie said there was
no great deal of vitality in the old man
yet. He was not dead, we might be sure.
In regard to where the next Democratic
Convention would be held, Mr. Hendricks
said that some talk had been heard about
lioston and St. Louis, but he thought Chi-
cogo would be a veiy favorable place.

NKKKINU HEATH.

Ilif Wife or n Singer, llraerlfd bjr Her
llnNlmnil, Allriupu Suicide.

Baltimore, Mi>,, November 19..Use
Haywood, aged twenty-three yeara, wife of
Charles Haywood, one of the original
Clipper Q iartette, attempted suicide at the
Mansion House by shooting herself in the
left breast. The wound isconsidered fatal.
She is of Spanish parentage and an actress
by profession. Her husband purchased a
saloon in Philadelphia in September last
and failed a few weeks ago. Finding it
impossible to support his wife, be deserted
her, and thinking he had come to Balti¬
more, Mrs. Haywood followed, arriving
here at an early hour this
morning. She was insulted at one hotel
and refused accommodation at another. At
last she secured rooms at the Mansion
House. An hour after going to her room
four pistol shots were heard, and upon
going to Mis. Haywood's room she was
found Bitting upon the aide of the bed, the
smoking revolver still in her hand. She
remarked that she had been deserted by
her husband, and, about to become a
mother, without funds, had committed the
deed. An examination developed that the
ball had passed entirely through the body,
coming out at ber back. She says her hus¬
band Is a member of a wealthy New York
family, but hss been discarded by his
parents. She expressed to night no regret
for her act, and said she wants to die. She
is a very pretty woman and quite intelli¬
gent.

stone." The brutal murder occurred in a

ravine, on their return trail, near the Mex-
idan line.

KATHEK CHEEKY.

TbeOmrnclzed Peulon Attorneys In the
Circular BONlnc**.

Washington, November 19..The fraud¬
ulent pension claim agents keep up an im¬
pertinent front. One of the most brazen
circulars yet discovered is one now being
mailed to the clients of N. W. Fitzgerald
it Co. It is a fair illustration of tho dell-
ant attitude which several of the strong
agencies maintain towards the Commis¬
sioner of Pensions. The open threat to
stop work on all cases where the fee is not
paid is both illegal, and is held by the
rules of the offices to be proper cause for
suspension. The circular in this case is
regarded as an attempt to rake in all the
money possible before the concern in shut
up by the operations of law. The follow¬
ing are extracts:
We again call your attention to the

amount of fee due us for the prosecution
of your pension claim. Wo are entJtled
by law and juatica to receive our fee of ten
dollars ia advance. » . . Much has
been said lately in the newspapers against
the soldiers and attorneys. The monopo¬
list journals, owned in the great cities by
money kings, are calling the soldiers and
pensioners frauds, and demanding that
pensions must stop. The same monopo¬
list journals, owned by the same money
kings that seek to control coorts and Leg
islatures and Congress, know full well ttiat
the surest way to prevent the soldier from
getting his dues is to break down his attor-
ney.The monopolist press has contained,
within the last few weeks, the fullest de-
nuuciation of pension attorneys, calling
them cheats, swindlers and thieves, and
shedding crocodile tears because they said
the poor soldier is swindled. We would
like to know how the poor soldier 1*9 swin¬
dled who only pays the ten dollars fee al¬
lowed by law ?
Thechargo ia simply ridiculous. The

very papers that make it know that it is
false, but they want tho applicants for p?n-
sions to become distrustful of their attor¬
neys, knowing full well that without the
aid of an attorney there is not one in a
hundred who could successfully prosecute
their own claims.
The moment a claim is made up and

filed that moment the fae is due. Clients
who have paid our fee in advance have
found that tneir claims havo beeu as care¬
fully, and even more carefully, looked
after and attended to than those who have
not paid us. We have made it a rule to
give to such claimants, who pay the fee in
advance, the best work and best attention.
We are still practicing before the Pension

Oflice, by permission of tho Secretary of
the Interior, and we intend doing so until
every claim, of whatever nature, which
has been placed in our hands, shall have
been settled.

Wo can not und will not
go on with your case any further until our
fee shall have been paid in full, und all
who receive this communication, who have
not yet paid ns our fee of ten dollars in full,
must do so immediately, or we will be
compelled to postpone farther action on
our part until we receive the fae due us.

THE IRON INDUSTRY.
NO FEARS OF A DISASTROUS PANIC

The Folic; of Ut XuifutironHu Hem to liiwi

Pittsiiurgii, November 19..The Chroni¬
cle this evening says: The iron and steel
industries of Pittsburgh, and the entire
country for that matter, have suddenly as¬

sumed a portentious attitude. In reality
they have not done so suddenly only so far
as the general public, uninterested direct¬
ly in thoee industries, is concerned. Own¬
ers and operators have (or some time been
aware of the approach of a period when
tho laws of demand and tupply would
have to receive careful attention, and
guided by the past they have recognized
the actual Btate of trade, and are to-day
simply endeavoring to conform to it This,
instead of being a mutter for disquietude,
should really be one to raise a great confi¬
dence in the future, for it clearly demon¬
strates that the manufactures of iron will
not produce in excees ol demand, and this
being the fact, a panic in the iron trade
cannot occur. It is simply the schooling
of experience. There is no bravado, no

keeping "a s'.ifT upper lip," no attempting
to force a product or create supplies for an
anticipated demand. It is a determination
on the part of minufacturera to produce
only what is ordered, and this determina¬
tion assures a healthy tone to the entire
trade (however low it may be), and insures
the wtiole country against dismal panics
that overproduction alone can simulate.
From numerous sources it is learned

that the trade in iron, in all directions, is
extremely dull and prices exceptionally
low. These features are not the rtBult ol a
day, or any particular cause. They arise
from the sirnplo fact there is not a demand
for the capacities of production. Railroads
cannot sell their bonds. They therefore
cannot build new roads or extend branches.
Such being the case they need no rails.
That is the Btate of the case. In other lines
of iron consumption it ia the same.

A HOMELY ILLUSTRATION.
To make a homely bat comprehensible

illustration: Say a man gets shaved three
times u week. He works in a rail mill.
That taill is short of orders and he only
labors part time. He cuts his Bhaves
down to two a week, and the barber, who
expected to buy a new rezor, remains con¬
tent with his old one which is all-sufficient
for the reduced number of shaves. Among
all iron men spoken with there was a solid
sort of a tone which seemed to say: "We
aro secure. We have no over-production.
There is no excessive stock on hand in the
country. In fact it is smaller than for
years. There can be no panic. It may be
some time before business 'booms' again,
but we are sure of ono thing.if we make
no moneyt\ce shall lose noyie." This "secure"
feeling was found by tho reporter with all
visited. There was no attempt to hide the
fact that a suspension of manufacture
would entail some hardships on workmen,
and curtail tiie income of manufacturers,
but every one spoken to honestly thought
Unit with the light stock on hand all pres¬
ent "dhut downs" will be beneficial, and
that the benefits will be derived from them
shortly, as the normal demand will soon
use up what stock there is and then con¬
tinue to call for a regular supply.

PROMINENT MANUFACTURER'S VIEWS.
Mr. J. B. Oliver said that the shutting

down of Oliver, Phillips & Co.'s mill was
on account of a lack of orders. 80 soon as

ordera come in the mills now closed will
commence operations. That may be in a

week or two. Mr. Oliver could not tell
when, but raid these ''shut-downs," for
the same cause, had often occurred, and he
did not see why they should attract special
attention now. His firm did not intend to
be caught with a lot of nnsold stuff on
hand. They had about the usual supply,
and as soon as it was exhausted the mills
would be put in operation. While the out¬
look of the iron trade was not brilliant, it
was by no means depressing. Trade was
dull, but manufacturer* were in a shapo to
stand the dullness, and also to improve the
opportunities of a healthy revival, which
must come.

Mr. Oliver thought the tinkering with the
tariff ia directly responsible for some oi the
present dullness. We are now importing
livet rods, cotton ties and other articles
that should all be manufactured here.

OTHER OPINIONS.
Mr. Bennett, of Graff, Bennett A Co., ac¬

knowledged that there was a dullness in
trade, but laughed at the idea of a panic.
The mills of this company are running,
though some on one-third time. Mr, Ben¬
nett stated that hia concern would shut
down if orders did not come In to keep it
going. It will not manufacture ahead of
orders. They are making no preparations
or calculations to close in any department,
but if orders do not arrive, when those on
hand are filled the mills will cloee. Air.
Bennett said that the stock of manufactured
iron in the country was comparatively
Bmall, but neither that, nor the fact that
crops were good and the entire country,
financially and otherwise, in a splendid
condition, would not induce them to man¬
ufacture ahead of demand.
At J. Painter & Son's the reporter was

told that "everything was out of gear this
year, even tho politics of the country be¬
ing rather incomprehensible." That there
had been a steady decrersain manufacture
for sometime, and that it would continue
until the country called for iron goods for
use. No manufacturer will make stock to
hold. Pittsburghers got through with that
way of doing business at the last panic.
Furthermore, it was stated that the iron in¬
dustries of the country were in a Bound con¬
dition, and that investors who ouietly wait
tho natural course of events will come out
ahead.

Prrranunaii, November 11'..In addition
to the iron mills in thia city previously re¬
ported to have shut down, work was to day
suspended at Chess. Cook & Co.'s estab¬
lishment, and two-thirds of the men em¬

ployed at Urafl, Bennett & Co.'s three mills
were suspended. This adda two thousand
more to the number of idle men. Some
manufacturers say the depression is due to
tho imperfect tariff laws. None anticipate
another panic.

THE Nill. IKADK.

KxprowKlon* ol the "Wlie Hen of Hie
Kmln ou the I'rtMol Nltuntlon.

New York, November 19 .At the recent
meeting of the Atlantic States Nail Asso¬
ciation there was considerable disccssioa
of the resolution adopted by the Western
Nail Association to close all the mills in its
jurisdiction for six weeks beginning De¬
cember^. Opinion was diverse on the
subject. Ono reason of this diversity was
that another meeting will be held before
the date when the Pittsburgh resolution
is to go into effect. The Eastern or¬
ganisation i* more compact than
that in the West, and can put its decisions
more promptly in force,and for this reason
it was felt that there was no necessity for
haste. Another reason. was that the real
trouble in the nail trade affected the West¬
ern dealers and manufacturers more than
those of the East. "It isn't onr funeral,"
said one dealer to-day, "but it may be if
things keep on through the winter as they
have bren going on for the past few
monthB."

"It is over-production," said one of the
Fuller Brothers, at No, Greenwich

suit. "Not present over-production,"
sail) another of the same firm, "but antici¬
pated over-production. There is a demand
for all the naila that have been made up to
the,'present time. We can't fill all the or¬
ders that come to ua with a promptness
that ia satisfactory to buyere. If they have
to wait a day there is a howl. The com¬

plaint is general, I believe, that there is a

place now for every nail that ia mode. But
manulacturers have found by the experi¬
ence of other years thai when the mills run
steadily during the winter, somebody haa to
sell nails in the spring at a great deal lower
price than is either pleasant or profitable.
If the stoppage of six weeks can be effect¬
ed, it will remove all possibility of a glut in
the spring markets. But it ia not likely
that the resolution would be observed by
all the manufacturers. Some of them would
see a chance of profit in violating it.

We bought nails to-day in order
to accommodate our patrons. In fact, we
cannot get nails as fast as they are ordered.
How it will be later in the season I can't
say."

EXPEDITION OF THE EVERGLADES.

The Urport of lha Kiplorrri who BtlTtd thi

Uaagtra of tka KrgloD-l'jatlllloa of the

Marahee.I'eara that the Hi mbrra of the

Expedition Bare Beta Loet.

"New Om.KA.v9, November 19..The Tiwt-
Democrat baa received the follwing:
In tub Everulaueb, via Jacksonville,

November 12..The Timet-Demerol expe¬
dition through the Everglades reached lake
Qkeecbobee November 1st. The expedi¬
tion encountered two aevero gales on the
lake. Two boats were swamped but no¬

body waa lost. We lound eight large riveis
running ironi the lake iouth into the
Everglades, which we partially ex¬

plored. We made six unsuccess¬

ful attempts to cut through the
swamps bordering the Everglades. On
the 10lh ol November we went up theT
D river a distance ol two miles. This
river, which we named for the Timet Dem¬
ocrat, is on the extreme southern shore of
the lake. From the bank of the river we
cnt through the surrounding marsh. The
expedition was now within a half mile of
great saw grasj and going at the rate of a

quarter of a mile a day. There is neither
water to lloat nor land to Bland on, nothing
hut mud and marsh. The grasa waa ten
feet high. We are going through if it is in
the power of mortal man. All well.1
A subsequent dispatch from Fort Myers

indicates the expedition is in great danger,
it not lost, because of a great fire in the saw
grasa. This information cornea from a gen¬
tleman who accompanied theexpedilionto
the edge of the saw graaa region borderiog
on the lake. The telegram is as follows:
Fokt JIykbs, Fka., November 10..I ac¬

companied the Timet .Ocmocraf'sexpedilion
until it cut a day's journey through the
border of the Evergladie. The s;cotd day
after leaving tbe party and while sail¬
ing on lake Okeechobeo I discovered
tbe saw graHa marsh hr.d been
sot on fire aud the country fir miles ii
now one raging lire. If the expedition
fired the grasa purposely before getting in
it, they acted wisel;; if done by accident
alter entering it, or was set tire by 1 ndianB,
not one of the expedition will live to tell
the tale.'1
