lilted from the ground early in October and
set thickly in a cold frame, they can

much the degree of frost which injures
them, as it is the drying influence of the
irost; anu the frame in the prevention of
evaporation. We know of a rose-grower
who keeps the tenderfst of roses in pots in
a house without any fire, though the tem¬
perature outside goos below z;ro, and the
roses are froten solid most of the winter.
But he waters as regular ai through the
summer, as the frost dries so. He finds

<? tenderest to get through the Win¬
er in this house as well as if there were no
trost. I

In growing winter flowers much carets
given to the nature of the soil, the aspect,
and many points other than the most es¬
sential, which are, the care of the roots of
plants and preservation of the foliage from
Insects. When planls are over-watered
ir.liroots Ji,cca^ ""1 the P>*nta become
sickly or die. Too much care cannot be
givefi to over-watering. If the pot is large
and the roots comparatively small, the soil
is almost rare to sour, when the roo:s will
decay. It is much safer to keep plants in
as small poh as the roots will go into than
to risk larger ones; and every ca.e should
be taken to facilitate the passage of water
through the bottom of the pot. In pot¬
ting, ft is bnt to ill the po. to the brim,
even rounding the soli over the brim. It
is almost lmpossiblefor such a potted plant
to get too much water, but it necessitates
watering oftener than when pottfd in the
usual way, or the plant may suffer from
being too dry.
