laat Died at Hie Age or I0M Ycnrv.
Xiu York Tribune.
Sojourner Truth, aa she called herself,

was born a slavo in Ulster county, N. Y.,
and until she gained her freedom was

known by the name of Isabella. When
she waa nino years old she-was sold on the
auction block with a lot of sheep, she and
the sheep bringing $104. She waa owned
by Colonel Ardinburgb, but in 1827 she
waa emancipated. Her life aa a slave was
a hard one, her labor being almost endless,
and ahe waa under no improving infiu
encea. She never learned to read or write.
At an early age she experienced religion,
and, as most colored people do,Bhe became
very enthusiastic over it, never missing an
opportunity to attend a camp-meeting. By
her lectures in various parts of the country
en slavery,temperance and other topics, and
ner services as a hospital nursa during the
war, she gained much notoriety; but she
ever sought to do conscientiously what she
considered to bo her work, anu did not
seek the applause of her fellow-being*
Previous to the war Sojourner held a series
of meetings in Northern Ohio. She some¬
times made strong points in her speeches
which she knew would hit hard those who
apologized for slavery. At the close of one
ot these meetings a man came up to her
and said: "Old woman, do you think tbat
vour talk about slavery does any good ?
Do you suppoee that people care for
what you siy? Why, I don't care

any more for yonr talk than I
lo for the bite of a fiaa!" "Perhaps
act," S' joarner said; "but, the Lord will¬
ing, I'll keep you scratching 1" Somo j ear*
igo Mrs. Harret Stowfe wrote whit is
injwn as oojjurner Truth's "Book of
Life," a volume tbat had an extensive sale
imong anti-slavery people. In 1870 this
Jook was enlarged and reprinted at the
sipense of Mrs. Francis W. Titus, of Battle
3reek, Micb., where Sojourner lived for
nany years. In Sojourner's estimation
Abraham Lincoln was the "foremost man
)f all this world," and in Ofctober, 1804,
the went from Michigan to the White
tfouse to see him. "I said to him," to
luote her own words, " 'Mr. President,
when you first took your seat I feared you
would be torn to pieces.for I likened you
« Daniel who was thrown into
he lion's den; and if the lions did
lot tear you into pieces, I knew
t would be God that would save

rou! And I said to myself, if He spared
fou I would come and see you myself be-
ore vour term of oilice was out, and He
ias done so, and here I am to see you.' Mr.
Lincoln congratulated me on !my having
been spared. I told him tbat I thought he
was the best President that had ever lived,
is he emancipated the slaves. ... He
ihowed me several nice presents of his;
ind before I went away ho wrote in my
Book of Life,' in a big, bold band, and
with the same fingers that signed the death
warrant of slaver): 'For Aunly Sojourner
Truth. Oct 20,1804. A. Lincoln.'" Dur¬
ing the last few years she had been very
feeble at times, and during the summer of
1870 the report that she was dead was sent
out from her Michigan home.

Liimbi Twice a Y«ar.
Oarrttpondawe Ohio fanner.I
In the spring of 1883, niter washing our

sheep, supposing that no evil would result
Iromit, we let the ram run with our breed¬
ing ewes (then sucking lambs dropped
from MHrcti 16'h to April 15th) untilsbear-
ing. In tbe fall, about November 1, fifteen
or eighteen ol these same ewes dropped
lambs, the result of letting tho ram run
with them Irom washing to shearing time.
When we began feeding lor the winter we
fixed a place in one of the Btabies so the
lambs could enter and the ewes could not,
and sprinkled some bran and salt in the
trough. Very soon the lambs learned to
go there, and in a short time they would
run to their pen to get their rations a*

greedv as a litter of pigs for a meea
of milk. We fed them liberally through
the winter and they came out in the spring
in line condition. Encouraged by their
nice appearance we turned our ram with
the ewes again on the 0Jj of May, and will
try our lock again with lall lambs. At
washing time this spring we washed the
lam be, thinking we would 6hear one oi

two, and, il thought profitable, would
shear the whole lot. The first one clipped
a fleece that weighed exactly five pounds.
Encouraged by this we sheared the other
twelve, and from the lot got fifty-foui
pounds of wool, whicn we sold along with
other wool at the same price. Someoi
the advantages, we think, from raising fall
lambs would be the groat demind as early
lambs for the butcher. The lambs, learn¬
ing to eat so soon, do-not rely on milk so
much for their support, thus relieving
the damB from such a drain on

their system, and, coining through
the winter in good condition, gs to
gnus without checking their growth, as is
very often the case with spring lambs when
weaned and turned on dry feed, as must
necessarily be done in that season of the
year; besides the wool will more than pay
lorwbatthey consume through the winter,
as I am satisfied was true in my csss. Tht
ewes came through the winter In fine con¬

dition, and when I weaned the lambs thej
were in much better condition than I eve'i
bad ewe* when the lambe were weaned in
tbe fall, and aheared an avenge ol 711-25
pounds per fleece. A lot of thirty-two
yearlings, wintered with the ewes, clipped
an average ol 9 3-10 pounds per head, all
nicely washed wool, and all sold at markei
prices. I would say to those who are pre
pared to properly care for lall lambs to
give it a trial. My sheep are high grade
Merinos.

Sib During the Into war I spent a suffi¬

ciency of time In varloua parte of Virginia
to be well satisfied that a grolng plant that
w«a found here, tor ttie first time, In 1866
wonld be equally as beneficial in the Old
Dominion (and the new) aa it la in the Tar
Heel Slate. The plants jcntu is Ugumiima;
scientific name, Lapedtta Striata; common
nomenclature, Japan or boab clover. It la
a perennial trifoliate, growing on any kind
ol soil and-atanding well our severest mid¬
summer droughts, putting lorth its pur¬
plish blossoms through the heats of August
and on till host. It bears its Beed singly
along the stem instead oi in agglomerated
beads, as iu the clovers proper; and thl
s edsareroatuiing and dropping through¬
out the season.

It has a deeply penetrating root, spreada
rapidly, enriches the soil and furnishes
grazing second to none. Its analysis shows
that it has more fattening properties than
red clover, and is a better renovator of the
soil. Seventeen yeais ago there were hun¬
dreds of acres of non-productive lands here,
tamed out and covered with broomsedge,
andropagon icopariui, but tbe Japan clover
has eradicated this nuisance and teitored
large acres to a degree of fertility suitable
to successful agriculture, which are now
either paying in cultivated crops, or with
fine, inexhaustible pasturage. When seed
are Bown in the fall or winter the land
should never be broken, and tbe seed thus
scattered, even among broomaedge, will
catch tbe next spring.

It never runs out, requires no cultiva¬
tion, and is as easily destroyed with the
plow as red clover or peas; and when it
decomposes it fills tbo soil with the same
chemical elements of fertilities red clover
or pea vinee. No land is too rich or toolpoor
for it; it has been found growing on tbe
summits of the Blue Ridge at a height of
4,000 feet; it grows on red banks, bottoms
of gullies, in old fields, on exhausted
lands where red clover will not catch at
all, in fence corners, and along road¬
sides, thus utilizing those waste places
by mantling them with a beautiful carpetof tbe most nutritious verdure, which, be¬
sides beautifying tbe landscape, affords
grazing of which all sorts of farm stock are
fond, end they eeek it; it also adds great¬
ly to tbe lacteal and beef products. YVhen
once started it soon spreads over the sur¬
rounding country, thus furnishing all pas¬
turage without money and without price,
as well aa without labor.

Harry Sadgwick, of Cornwall Hollow,

Ooqq., has a pair of Percheron maren
weighiBg about 1,000 pounds each. In
driving ihem forty miles from bis home to
the State Fair they easily averaged seven
milea per hour. Iu addition to this natural
trotting pace they have that also of fast
walking, which is still more essential. Now,
this is exactly the kind of horse which is
wanted in pairs for heavy soils and hard
farm work, whilo on lighter soils and light¬
er work a single horse of this breed is equal
to a pair of ordinary sort, for he can turn a

sufficiently deep Jurrow alone, harrow,
cart a ton or more of manure, or an equally
heavy load of vegetables or hay. It is much
more convenient and cheaper to use a sin¬
gle horse than a pair for general farm work,
and it is only half the trouble to take care
of one, and it does not consume, though so

large, over two thirds as much hay and
grain as the smaller pair.
