Owing lo the disorganized slato of the
Republican party in the Boulh delezuies
feom that section are more eanily “setup"”
than elsewhere and less likely to come to
the convention representing the seniiments
of constituencies, A candidate haviog the
aotive support of an edministrailon dis-
posed to use i‘s power in his bebalf might
without great difliculty enter the conven-
tion with an almest solid Booth bound to
him by the strong tie of patronoge.

{hat under the present apporiionment Lhe
four Soathern Statea bf Texns, Misalssippl,
Lounisians, apd Georgls, which pall-
ed 183,000 votes for Garfleld, will
hive in  convention eighty-fonr
delesates; while the six Sates of
Mnins, New Hampehire, Vermout,
Mazachusettes, Ithode Island and Con-
necticnt, polling 414,000 Garfield voles,
will have but seventy-six votes, OI the
four Sonthern States named not one will
give a Republican electoral vote, OI tue
six Northern Btates nomed all went Re-
publican in 1850, and will probably be,
five will certainly be, Republican in 1884
Moch more of the same kind might be
shown.

Under the present systom we might have
a ticket made by States from which we
woull not get a single electoral vole. This
is manifestly unfair, impolitic and not
condugive to the wellare of the party, It
{a & condition which might ata time of
high leeling split & Republican convention
and, worst of all, split it on a sectional
live. 1t i5a condition slmost as danger-
ous as it is nunwise,

Discussing this guestion s year ago the
INTELLIGENCER, inTeply tosome plausible ob-
je :tious,took the broad ground that the con-
vention onght as nearly as possible Lo rep-
resent the Republican party as it is and not
attempt to represent the Republican parly
a3 it ought to be—the praclical against the
genlimental. There ought to bea power-
{1 Republican party in the South, but
there is not and it will not come through
the mere fact of a formidable and menac-
ing representation in the convention. The
proof that it will not come in this way iste
be found in the notable fact that in all these
yeara of equal representation in conven-
tion it bas not come—in fact the Republi-
cap party in the South Lss been decaying,
There are two or three Southern States In
which there is a litile blue sky, but it isn'l
big enough *'lo make o Dotchman & pair of
bregches,”

pablicans, The discouragement would
hardly go beyond those patriots whome
anxious to go tothe national nu.nVGnlion
in the hope that it may give them a short
cut to Federal patronsge, Those Southern
Republicans who desire only Republican
success, and who wish (o make sure of il
will readily acquiesce in any plan (o
strengthen  the pany at the ont-
ot of the campaign, It might happen thet
West Virginia Republicans wonld bave
lesa voice in the conventien, bul
that would be Emall matter if
the general inleresls of the party were ad-
vanced. In the Elecloral College Wesl
Virginia Republicans have not been hay-
ing any voice at all. I repressntation in
the convention be apportioned with regard
to the Republican vote, Republicans in
overy State will have an iocentive to in-
creass thelr vole. Then increased rep-
resentation will come astne reward of
merit,
