It is discovered that President Arthur,
SenAtor Login And Secretary Lincoln have
entered into An Alliance offensive And de-
fansive. It ia to be a triple AlliAnce
against the field of presidential candidates
What either one can not do for himsell he
will try to do bt the other two, and this ia
to go on until by a process of elimination
two ol them drop out. Prcaldent Arthur
waa thought to want the convention in hie
own Stale; after that In Cincinnati, but
llnally he went with Lincoln and Logan
(or hia friends did) and Chicago got the
convention.

All which suppoaes that Preaident Arthur
iainthe field for the nomination. How¬
ever thia may be, there ia no doubt that hie
friends are in the field for him, and some of
them Are indiacreet enough to boast that in
the convention ho will have the solid South.
We can not think that the President is set¬
ting up the pins, for thAt would bo unlike
tbe quiet, dignified gentleman who has dis-
chArged the duties of his office a» though
the weight ol tho SAcred trust oppressed
him. President Arthur has striven to do
what a Preaident might properly do to re¬

lieve hia party from faction and to fuse all
Republicans into,one mans. The proba¬
bility Is that he did nothing to Influence
the NAtional Committee, that he has not

entered into an alliance with anybody, and
thAt he is not setting up presidential pina.
It ia equally probable that he would ap-
preciale the nomination.
General Logan's candidacy is no accret.

Secretary Lincoln is favorably spoken of,
oftenerfor the second place than for the
first. Meanwhile he attends strictly to the
business of hii department and takes care

that the General of the Army is not both¬
ered with the duties of the Secretary ol
War.
Mr. Blaine also waa supposed to be de¬

sirous to control tho action of the National
Committee. The fact is that Mr. Blaine ia
doing nothing to get the nomination.un¬
lets doing nothing in the way most likely
to bring it. Mr. Blaine would not decline
the nomination, aid he ia not uninterested
as a Republican, but thia time he '« not in
the contest. In spite of Mr. Blaine's inac¬
tivity hia stock is quoted bisli. In Wash¬
ington and elsewhere Blaine and Lincoln
is a ticket much talked of as being of good
geography and good material.

Fortunately there is anabundanoe of
good presidential timber in the Republi¬
can party, and it may have been noticed
that Republican National Conventions
have turned out good work every time.

Congressman ltobinson, of Now \ork,

offensive. Among other things he wants
to abolish by Act of Congress the appalling
accumulation of titles of one kind and
another.
We do not understand that Mr. Robin¬

son is after all titles, but only inappropri¬
ate titles. Aman who bears the commission
ol colonel in the army or captain in the
navy, ia properly "Colonel" or "Captain."
The judgo on tho bench ia properly called
"Judge," though it isn't a hanging oflenso
to address the judicial or the militAry
oil! cor as "Mr." Whoever can.Congress
can't.Abolish the titles by courtesy, the
innumerable And growing ex's, civil and
military, will have done his country a ser¬

vice And will deeerve well ol the republic.
Becauao a man h«a once held an office it

does not follow that lor the remainder of
his life he ia to carry the title of the ofllco.
We have judges who haven't been on the
bench since the time of the flood, colonela
who have seen no aervico since last general
muster, governois who aspired to the place
and were voted down by a large majority.
Of newspaper colonels there is no end.
The law la not responsible and the law can

give no relief. Neither do we look for re¬

form. The abuse of titles has grown into
habit, and we shall have more of it before
we liAve less.
There are sorno very common errors

with regard to titles. For example, the
Preaidont of the United States ia this and
nothing more or less. He is not "Ills Ex¬
cellency." By law the Governor of Massa¬
chusetts is "His Excellency," the Lieu¬
tenant Goyernor "His Honor;" no other
States confer titles, and in all othera the
Executive is "the Governor," no more and
no less. The Governor of West Virginia
ia aometimes addressed as His Bourbon
Exoelleney, but tbat is merely a pleasantry,
not required by law.
