8aturilay morning, before daylight, Steve
Crawford, the vigilant night-watchman, was

pasting along Twelfth street put the new
entrance to the St. Janus Hotel, when he
heard v Mces In the building, now In process
oloonalraetlon. He stopped In front ol the
entrance to ucertsln the aource of the nolle,
when he heard volcea, and instantly a shot
wu fired, clcaely followed by another, aid at
the tame time two men rushed by him and
escaped op street. Steve retained jrasence
of mind enough to fire aft' i them, but they
gave no sign of being hit. One of their abots
pierced Crawford's coat and grated his skin,
but did no harm.
Investigation showed that the burglars had

entered Amick'i shoe store by a rear wiudow
opening on the space occupied by the new
hotel entrance, and had secured a largo hjz
full of valuable goods, which they had sur-
cteded in getting tbrongh the window, but
left just outside when they fled. But for
the watchman's timely arrival, they wonld
no doubt have escaped safely 41th thoir
Booty.

Another UHtglnry.
Burglars also succeeded In effecting an en-

tranco to the qusensware store ol W. H,
Rlnehart, on Market slreet sooth of Twelfth,
some time between Friday night and 8atur-
day morning, They entered by a back win¬
dow opening upon a yard. The safe, an old
one, was blown open, and badly wrecked in
the operation, but nothing of value wu
taken, so far as yet dlscovtred,
The thieves were probably the same ones

who were afterwards soared away from
Amlck'a. It la evidsnt that there are profes¬
sional burglars and safe blowers operating in
the oily.

It a canceled stamp.
Mr. Osborne was required to give $"00

bond for his appearance at the next term of
the United States Court to answer to the
action of the grand Jury.

Charged Willi a Biiie Crime.
Michael Moran and Jimes Golden, two

young men of the First ward, were arrested
Saturday by Officers Dunlap and Heifer, of
the city police force, on a warrant issued'by
Squire Phillips, on the olmrge of attempting
to outrage the psraon of Mrs. Amelia Snyder,
a resident of Coal street. Mrs. Snyder said
the two young-men were intoxicated when
they attacked her, and It wis only after a
desperate struggle and successive shrieks for
help that she was able to drive them off and
preserve her honor. The two men were
committed to the counly Jsil by Squire
Phillips in defanlt of $500 bond each for their
appearance at bis oflloe this afternoon for
preliminary examination. It Is said the
young menjnjke no denial of the serious ac¬
cusation.

Van WhIIIkhIo,
Lson Van Walt, accused by M. L. Hill of

forgingorders for trees with intent to defraud,
and with fraudulently obtaining money by
means of forged papers, wis again arraigned
before 'Squire Caldwell Saturday, and three
of the seven charges pending against him
dismissed, the evidence showing that hewu
authorized to sign three of the orJers. In the
other four cues the bond wu reduced by
Judge Jacob from $500 to $300 in each charge,
making a total of $1 200.

larceny. The evidence wu not sufficient, in
their opinion, to jostlfy a verdict of guilty of
burglary, while tne fact that the watch stolen
at the time of tho burglary wu found in
Geary's possession, led to tbo presumption of
burglary, such pesxseion not being ac-
miintnrf /or hv tha accused.
Geary is a mere boy. He is a eon of James

Geary, who, with William Emory, served a

lone term !h the Ohio penitentiary for the
murder of a peddler at the West Wheeling
ferry landing, anil who was pardoned by
Governor Bishop about four years sgo.

Tbe Hlneruinu A hortlon Case.
The caw of Dr. Hlnermao, accused of pro¬

ducing an abortion, waa opened by Mayor
Mitchell, of Martin's Ferry, Saturday. The
defendant made a strong effort for a contin¬
ence, and the motion waa argued at some

length by counsel on both sldis. The prin¬
cipal witness in the case, Miss Lytic, the
young lady on which the abortion ib alleged
to have been performed, wit too sick to at¬
tend and the prevention proposed to go to
her home and take her testimony. Defend¬
ant's counsel refused to go and a very»warm
argument followed. Mayor Mitchell deci¬
ded it would be best to go and get her
.testimony and then return to his office and
continue the case. Defendant's couriol,
Hon. Ross J. Alexander and William Tall-
man, refused to go and also advised Hlner-
man not to go; and 90 the attor¬
ney for the proiecation, Judge John
S.Cochran and George Duncan, with
the Mayor, proceeded to Burlington, where
the woman was slaying, but found
that she had died while me discussion had
been going on. Hlnerman's ball was increas¬
ed to $1,500, ana he gave bond with George
Leueer as surety. The hearing will be con¬
tinued to-day.
