Here I am once more in the Southland af¬
ter baring ruado a pretty extensive conti¬
nental tour since setting out from thin city
on the 24th of May last, during which time
I have visited and sojourned on both shores
of the country and traveled a vast amount
of the great public domain lying between.
In ancient times such a journey would
have been tho work of a life time, and
even in the early part of this century it
would have been the work of years. It
took Lewis and Clarke, starting from St.
Louis in 180-1, over two yeais to cross and
recrocs,between the Missouri and Columbia
rivere, a portion of tho country that I was
ablo to "do up," after the manner of tour-
ists, in a few weeks through the facilities
of railroads, steamers and stages. As late
as 1845 it took emigrants from April until
November to go from Indewndance, Mo.,
the point of outfit, to the "Dalles,1! Or the
falls of tho Columbia, 100 miles eistof Port¬
land, a distance of about 1,500 miles. But
they had to float their wagons overstreams,
to forage for fresh meat, to lay off lor re¬
pairs, and to recuperate their Block, and if
thev were able to make an average of 250
miles per month they did well. Now the
modern traveler leaves Portland, Oregon,
on Monday morning, reachcs St. Paul,
Minn, Thursday nlgtit, and New York
Sunday, 8,300 miles, without much fatigue,
and he need never step off the cais to get a
meal the whole route through, if he takes
the "limited express" of the Pennsylvania
road at Chicago for the East, for over the
Northern Pacific they run superb dining
curs from Wallula, on the Columbia, to St
Paul, on the Mississippi.

THE LASH FOR THE NEGRO.

Unlike many
political outrages, they were not committed
in the heat of passion, but coolly, deliber-
itely, in the year of grace, 1883, six or
eeven months following the election. The
extracts are from, the official verbatim
stenographic report of the evidence. Hugo
could not exceed in vividness the tale told
by the simple, illiterate negroes.a tale
the truth of which was not serioualy de¬
nied by the defense.

A TOUCilIMO RRL'ITAI..

Sallie Bryson, the wifs of one of the men
ku-kluxed, stated:
"i am the wifo ol Warren Bryeon. On

the -25ihof July at midnight I heard a
whole paesel running around the house,
and uirectly they said 'Hulloa,' and they
said 'Hulloa' three times, and I called
Brvsonj then some one said 'Hulloa' out
doors, and he (Bryson) says 'Hulloa,' sad
they told him to 'make up a light and open
the door.' He says, 'I don't care about
opening my door at night.' He says, 'You
make alight and open the door. If you
don't I will set your house on fire.' And
ho (Bryson) got up then. He didn't say
anything, but he got up and one of the
men said, 'Hand me an ax, boys.' I don't
know whether they had an ax or not, but
they aaid, 'Hand me an ax and I will burst
the door down.' My husband struck a
match and lit a lamp, and there was a crack
in the door so they could see the light, and
they burst down both doors, and they came
in full into the house, and tilled the house.
Same-of them had on black caps. I was ly¬
ing in bed sick. Oneof them ran up to the
bed where I.wat Jand pointed a pittol at me
and said t Throw up your hands, G.d.
you,' and at the came time the home w»s
lull of tbem. And they surrounded Bry¬
eon on the floor, and they questioned him
right smart, but I don t remember all it
was they said to him, but tbey said, 'We
will tell you what we are going to do with
you. We are going to hit you twenty-five
lashes.' Tbey gathered around him, and
started out the do .r with him, and I railed
np in bed and one of the® cgrne bapit to
the house and eaid,G.d. you, don't you
get out of bedjyousee what that o. Speer is
doing for youj you had better voted for
Gaudier.' I couldn't get up, but I heard
ono of tbem say that they were whipping
him (her husband) out in the yard.
"Q. Bid vou know these men ?

.."A. No, sir, I didn't know narry one,
but he had a black cap-over bis head; he
was a white gentleman.
"Q. You say you wore Blck ?
'.A. Yes, eir.
"Q How old was your baby at that

time ?

The Ku-kluxeis dragged Bryson out of

his house, tore his shirt off, and gave blm
twenty five lashes.
