It i doubtiul, bowever, il s bill changing
the national banking lawa could be gotten
through the Senate by any means.

SCALPED.

A HAIR-RAISING

Fight with Blsck Ksitlv's Eand—Graphle
Account of Indlan Atroclties—The
Sensation of Belng Sealped.

Niw Yonk, December 27.—Marvin
Holly, of Dearborn connty, Ind., 18 visit-
ing friends in this city. Mr. Holly wasa
soldier under Custer, and participated in
many of the battles with the Indians
during his campaign of 1600, among them
the bloody fight with Black Kettle's band
in the Big Horn Valley. In this engage-
ment Mr, Holly was wounded and sealped
by the Indians, andis ons of the few per-
gons who were ever ecalped and lived to
tell ofit. As evidence of his eacrafice, ke
shows s round, bare flat spot on the back
of his head, probably three inches in
diameter, where his scalp was cut and torn
away. Although fourteen years have
passed since he was scalped, the sffbt Is
still extremely tender, Itisofa pale red
color, and in very damp or cold weather it
is painful. Mr, Holly givesa graphic de-
gcription of the circumelances which led
to the mutilation and his sensations while
the Indian wus secaring the trophy from
TIE BIG HOEN CAMPAIGN,

“We had heard that Black Ketlle wes
encamped somewhere in the Big Horn
Valley,” says Mr. Holly, “and was sending
out bands of his warriors to plunder eet-
tlers and emigrant traine, and General
Custer declded to hopt him up and pun-
jsh bim, . The infantry wassome two miles
in sdvance of the cayalry, when one day,
just at daylight, we came in sight of the
enemy's camp, We wereon a_hill over-
looking the valley, and the Indiavs were
below. 1t wne in winter and the snow
WAS Very dcer. 1t was determined to eur-
prige the village, and a portivn of our
command was seut Lo the right toget in
the rear of the camp, while the remainder
advanced goietly down the mountain
through the thick woods, Before our pres-
ence was discovered by the Indinus we
were within 400 yards of the camp, and the
detachment sent to open fire iu the rear
uad urrived in position. We knew by the
yells of the Indians that we were discover-
ed, and we at once began the attack.
Firing began on both sides of them at
once, and consed what promised
to be @ panic among the In-
dinns that wounld mske our victory
eagy, but euddenly an Indien of unnosual
size came dashipg from some_place among
the rocks on a black pony, His yell conld
be heard above everythiog else, as he tore
to and fro amovg his warricrs, and the el-
{ect of his presence at once became apper-
ent. In. lesa than (wo minntes after our
firat fira.every Indian was in position be-
hind some rock or tree, and- we knew that
the fight would be a desperate one, We
were ordered to charge down the hill, and,
every man of us yelling as hideonsly as the
red devils themsslves, we rushed into the
enemy’s camp. As soon 88 we emerged
irom "the woods we wers met with
riflw'ball from every side, and many poor
fellows never reached the camp, We
forced the Indians out from their hiding-
places to the open ground, and the battle
waged right among their tents,

A MODERN TECUM3EH.

Black Kettle seemed to be éverywhere,
and his hideous presence alone prolonged
the fight. He held bis warriors to their
ground, and the fight became general, The
Indian women and chiliren took part in
it, and mong the dead that strewed the
smow equaws and papooses were mingled,
In a band-to-hand fight like this it was
every cne for himeelf, and I soon found
mygell in one edge of the camp, firing and
bayouéting and clubbing my gun, just ax
the sitogtion reqoired. A soldier named
Wilson, who ligd messed with me, was
killed right by my side. The next iustant

doubt the ons who killed Wilson and
wounded me, rushed at me with his toma-
hawk raised, My gun was empty and my
left hand being
think I could have run my bayonet
throvgh the Indian, but an Indian
woman etole up behind me and,
throwing one  arm  sbout my
neck, jerked me backward in the emow,
The thickest part of the fight was in an.
ather part ol the camp, and none of our
men twere near me, The Indian seemed
to be the only one, too, that was not in the
general engagement, excepta lot of equaws
and papooses that swarmed to the spot
where 1 lay, the 1 quaw who had thrown
me holding me down by the halr, while
other women and papooses apit in my
jomped on my body, kicked me, plnched
me, aod toriured me in every way they
could. My arm was very painfol, and was
bleeding profusely. Fortupately, the In-
dinn guve the weman and papooses too
much time to have their fun with mo,
thinking tbat he had me sure. Suddenly
I heard & ghot, and two equaws fell dead
by my side. One of our boys bad die-
covered my sitoations. The pagoosea and
squaws ecampered away, but the
Indian pounced down on me with his
knees on my chest, drew his knife and, the
next second, although it seemed hour to
me, the top of my head was gone,
