Tbey were chained, each one by a leg,
naked, between decks, men and women,
and were washed ofi every day,
Fiorensom Tokay (American name, Jim

Thomas), has been working for Mr. H. B.
Foley ten years, on bis plantation, near

Napoleonville. He was the son ul an Afri¬
can chief, Temorkie tribe, and would him¬
self now be a chief if he were in Africa.
He was captnred by the crew of the Wan¬
derer in 1801, and brought to Alabama and
Bold. He was at the time he was captnred
bat ten years old, and was on his way with
eight older negroes who were going to the
coast to trade for clothes and calico. They
were captured by fllty-seven white men.
There was no war between the tribes at the
time. Tokay's tribe lived a long way, 250
miles, back from the coast Oat of the 400
slaves on the Wanderer, forty of them
died.
Tukav says the women of his tribe do all

of the house and field work.the men are
trained soldiers and hunters, and do not
work at home. A brave and successful
hunter, who brings to his chief fifty ele¬
phants tusks, is in due time himself made
chief. If one ol the tribe kills snother
without just cause, they break his neck.
