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Tho rccent decision of J uJro Blamlin, of

Cleveland, agaiuat tho Laku 6horo KuilroadCompany and tho Standard Oil Com*
jiaiiy, is tforthy of more than casual notice,becauBe it deals with n giant wrong,
btcauBo it iu a blow at tho moat powerful of
monopolies, becauae it ia in the public intercut,and linally because it is another
lluk in tho strengthening chain ol docwionuon thoimportaut question of freight
discriminations. Fortunately tho plaintiffs
were able to cut from under the monopolist
fcomblnatiou all tho "mado ground" upon
which it bus stood in defense ol preferential

!v& contracta, and there was presented tho nakedquestion whether Huch secret aud mlschiovouscontracta may be lawfully enterodinto. Tho decision turns on tho relationof common carriers to tho public.
Scdljld, Shurmer & Teazle aro refiners

ol oil iu Cleveland, from which point they
ship in tar load and ton car load lota west
07ur the Like Shore railroad. Theoo refinersclaimed and were refused tiio rebate
cf from ten to forty cents u barrel ulloweu
to tho Standard Oil Company on similar
flhipmentij. The Standard Oil Company
was chargcd, m other shippers wore

charged, according to the published "larjff
rates," but the railroad company claimed
that it had a right to make secret discriminationbccauso of a contract entered into
with the Standard in 1875. By tho terzns

fey of this contract thd Lake Shoro ttailroad
was to get all the western shipments of the
Standard, and tho oil company axreed that
its shipments in any year should not he
less than in tho previous year. The railroadcompany set up that it was willing to

i-,: carry for plaintiffs at tho same rates allowed
to the Standard if plaintiffs would furnishan equal amount of freight.

This matterof quantity is the bulwark
behind which discriminating carriers have
always Bought refuge as a eafo asylum from
the reach of tho law. Tho Standard Oil
Company furnishes to the Lake Shore
Itailroad Comnanv 90 ncr .cent ol itsrr-
lined oil shipments, and do long as it may
enjoy preferential rules no other shipper
can hopo to competo with it in the matter
of quantity. As Judge Blandin says: "The
contract for the lower rate would enable
ths favored party to undersell, and thus
control the trade, compelling other shippersto sell to him who could ship on tho
lower rates, rather than themselves become
shippers', and thus the rato would enable
him to control the quantity of freight, and
the quantity in turn contiol the rate, resultingin the building up ol monopolies
at the public expense, making common
carriers the special servants of the monopolist!?,and the general public the slaves of
both."
Tho railroad company eet up further that

the Standard's oil wee largely shipped in
tank cars provided by that company at its
own expense, and that the Standard furnishedimproved terminal'facilitiea. The
plaintiffs cut this ground away, also, by
offering to provide all that the Standard
providep, and to bear all tho risks that the
Standard bears, if by so doin# they could

court said, permitted it "to leave oat of

make the ralo forthe carriage of freight do- pendupon a favorable contract with a
shipper to furnish or i>rovide uoino part of

"<* the necessary rolling stock to perfectly
equip their road to accommodate the busi-
'nessof the public." This is a wholesome
intimation in passing which may encour-
age other shippers lo seek protection in
tho courts.
Ia the spirit which has already been in-

dicated Judge Blandin emphasises once
more tho old and good doctrino that corn-
mon carriers are not mere private concernE;
they aro public agencies and trusts. And
ho quotes Judge Black (Supreme Court of
Pennsylvania) that a railroad "i'b a public
highway, solemnly devoted to tho public
use;" for, "when the lands were taken to
build it on they were takon for a public
use, otherwise they could not havo beeii
taken at all."' The court declared that in*
equality of rates is unlawful; that all com-
ers must bo treated alike; that the common
carrier cannot complicate tho contract for
charges with ulterior considerations or
favors of whatever kind, for what can not
bo done directly ought not to bo permitted
to bo done indirectly; that "it ia the right
of the'public to know, aud the duty of tho
carrier in good faith to communicate, ovory
fact entering into its contracts with ship"
pera for rates, so that secret discrimiiia*
tiona can not be ctlected, to tho end that
equal U38 of the public highways may be
enjoyed by all; and theso righta and duties
grow out ol the relation existing in fact and
in law between tlio railways and tho people,whoso aervanta they are." For these
reaaona the court granted au injunction to
restrain tho railroad company from discriminatingagainat tho plaintifls, and the
railroad company took an appeal, giving
bond in $10,000.
In Weat Virginia wo havo known somethingof freight discriminations, and it may

be that in course of time the decisions will
begin to como our way. Unfortunately
ahippora in this stato havo been afiaid to
contend for thoir rights lest tho immediate
results might bo groater wrongs.
