are not expected to keep trace of the changesin criminal statutes, but the "prominentlawjer" who gave an opinion to your reporterBtiould liavo known that the crimo referredto ia a felony. Chapter 123, Sec. IS, Acts1882 contains the following:

"If a psreon unlawfully disinter or displacea dead human body,,or any part of a
dead humau bedy, which shall have been dopositedin any vault or other burial place, he
shall bo contlocd in the penitentiary not less
than two nor wore than Hvo years.Trior to 1882 the otterm was a misderaea-
nor; that is it was punishable by imprison-ment in jail not more than one year. I toko
tho liberiv of calllnc attoiition tn m«i.
ter In order that the imblio may know that
thero is a reasonably severe penalty pre-scribed for the oflVmo re/erred to, and that i
ghouls may not be encouraged to pursuotlieir avocation by tbe supposed abBenceof
Buy legal provision for their punishment.

ATTRACTING GENERAL ATTENTION1!
And Prodaetra HecarloK Tcrltory In tbli State la'

Vlen of the InnMlltj of the litRlona AU
reidj Dmloped to K«(p lip the
Hnpplf.P*»t and Fotare of Oil.

A timely letter, of more tbau usual local
interest In Went Virginia, appears in the
Philadelphia Prut, from which the follow;

Those and the other clrcumstanceaalready mentioned barred the investmentof capital iu tho NVeal Virginia oilregion, until ita rich indications were almost
forgotten, lint the creation of pipe lines, theorganization of great oil companies and the
conccntmtion ol capital ana wells in thelimited Held of Pennsylvania have made it
evident, within the Jiv-jt year, that new developmentsmast bo made to meet the constantlyincreasing demand for oil products.The hold which the Standard Company,with its 20,000 miles of pipes, has secured
upon the Pennsylvania oil territory,is forcinglarge producer?, who wisn relief trorn dictationand h chanco for individual enterprise,to look for new fields. Moreover, the productionhas now, for the ilrst time In ten
years, fallen below tho demand, and, for tiiolast six months, thero has been a constantdrain upon the tanks.

For the last nine years the production ofoil so far exceeded the shipments that thestock stored in tanks reacned, during the

summer of 1883, 30.372 000 barrels. This
vast surplus is now being levied upon, forthe yielu will no longer meet the daily demand.This statement of the oil operators isfurther borne out by tho fact that the reporteddaily production of the Penusvlvaniawells' has fallen from 115,000 to 65,000 barrelsa day. Then the now territory capable ofdevelopmentin Pennsylvania is not large,andit is si held within tho grip of the (Standardmonopoly as to offer little encouragementfor individual operators. now enterprise. This /act is important aswell us interesting, because of the extensivescale on which this syndicate are conductingtheir operations. It is reported tbat theynave secured something like .'500,000 acres ofland along the most promising geologicallino of the West Virginia oil belt, and proposein thefcpricg to begin sinking wells insericfl of twenties, each exp*rimsnt representingan investment of $100,000.

Taking tbo well defined oil stratum, whereproducing wells were opened aa long bb
itwentyyfttrsBgo.it ia not probable that asingle &eries will ba put down without satisfactoryresults. It these experiments in tboWest Virginia fields should be successful, aradical change would necessarily follow inthn control of the oil market. Thia newfield would have the advantage, especially inthe Western trade, of cheap water transportationand a further p.aving in the cost of production,as compared with the thickly drilledPennnylvaniti region. The syndicate have alreadysecured so much lend, and, if theystrike payingpaying wells they will practicallycontrol this new sonrcc of supply and in asnort time build up an oil corporation thatmight eclipse tie Standard. This would, indeed,be a ureal ble3sing to the consumer, forto-day the entire oil production of AmerictIs under the control of the Uleyejand monopoly.How successful this now comblnatiou oloil producers may be in their effort to shakeoff tbo ir.cubnaof tbo United Pipe Lines,timo and the drill alone can tell. If tho developmentsshall equal those of years ajo,nnd should the wells bo as stable as those "in.Pennsylvania, then we ure indeed upon the
eye of u new era in the history of oil produc-tlon.
