OS'LY COLLEGE MEN' NEED APPLY.
But the pathway to pharmacy in learned

Germany ia not so smooth.and broad as on
tho other sido the ocean. Oaly a college
bred man can undertake it. Finishing at
least his sophomore year ho serves several
years' apprenticeship and studies from
throe to live at the school of chemistry. He
then receives his degree and is ready lor his
work. The aspiration cannot be with tho
many.it is like law or medicine.-a pro.
fesaion..Sucha curae aa a;"quack" doctor ia alike
incompatible with German institutions and
impossible under them. Their number is
not limited but as in tho caso of their complement,the apothecary, their charges are.
An exhorbitant demand can bo refused
and the law will uphold the refusal, lie,too,
ib unveniu luug ywuraui biuuy uau cuunoi
receive his decree at the school of mediqine
in the Univeiaity, till-bis college course is
completed and hie diploma can bo shown
to that effect At least five yeais continuedstudy of medicine and ita collateral
branches are necessary, after entering the
medical college. Think of that, aod compareit with our methods by which a grammarschool boy, oven, can leave hia desk,
attend lecttms one or two winterd in some
institute and be qualified for practice It
is no wonder cases of malpractice are eo
frequent that they are almost a matter of
course. The Germans deserve their reputation,and wu are not surprised that the
spirit of Hypocrites seems tobavo descend*
od upon their phyecianB,

clergymen, dentists and lawyers,
Of the clorgy, I will not apeak, for they

alone, ob a class, aro our learned men (of
course I refer to tho members of the great
branches of tho church)*, and they alone,

Jiursue a course similar to a German enternga profession, Of tho dentins, thoy are
not so particular; considering dentistry a
minor calling, and the American artists oftenrank higher than the native onea.
With the lawyers, it is even aa strict as with
the other professions and the follower of
Lycurgus is |a man of learning. lie also,
in every instance, is a collegian, and has
spent three years or more at tho school of
law, pouring over the "German Blackstone,and the "Gesetre" of the Empire.The. examination for hia admission to the
bar of a State is long and searching, and in
mauy instances keeps the aspirant flutteringweeks in uncertainty. 01 course, we
havo lawyers Jully as well educated as tho
advocates of tho Fatherland, but as a class
they are far, far inferior. Tnia thoroughnessis what has given Germany her placo
among the nations as tho Greeco of moderntimes. The raemberaof her professions
are trained, disciplined and developed
aliko from "Da^ to.Beeisheba".they can
