The JBody of an tluknoiru Man Taken

Oat of (lie Kivtr.
Yesterday afternoon about 3 o'clock two

young men named Albort Johns and John
O'Connor wero standing on the river bank
new the Belmont mill, when they observed
a body floating down the river. Hastily
procuring a Vkilf, they rowed out and towed
tho body to shore. It wfi that of n man,
apparently about 28 yonra old. The body
had been in the water for some time, and
wri commencing to putrify very frit. The
man wes about live feet tea inches in height
and probably weighed about 150 pounds.
The hair was black; tho face full, with regularfeatures and 11 black mouatsche. He
wore a black stilt, worn and
patchod in one or two places, but
presenting on the whole a noat appearance;he also wore an undershirt and white ahirt,but no collar. In his pocket win found a
broken pocket knifa and a shoo buttoner.
There were no marks about the body to indicateviolence. Justice Weir and Olncer Grist
took charge"oUhe body until Coronerfichuilze
arrived. He dhl .not deem it necessary to
hold an inquest, and gavo orders for the burialof tho body by the county. A report wa*
circulated Irit ovening that the body had
been identified as that of a missing Wheeling
man, bat this waf not true.
