The McPheraon bill
proper, the bill which passed theSanate, is
on the Speaker's table .with fifty odd
bills ahead of it, and tho substitute
for (ho"Wilkin's bill reported from tho
Houbo Bankiog and Currency committee,which is identical in ita provialona with
the McPheraon bill, holda equally an unifavorablo position on tho IIouso calendar.
Neither can bo reached thioaeason exceptby uaanimoug consent, or by motion to
Buapend the rules, which can only bemado
on the third Monday of the month,
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
