There have beea times in the history ol
the Republican party when it seemed that
the people of t^at party had abdicated in
favor ol the politicians, who are nevtr
alow to move in when the people move out.
Fjliticians, with their perfect machinery,
cat a conspicuous ljgure in the convention',
local, State and National, and too oftin
dominated those bodies.

National conventions were able to defeat
the politicians and their machine only by
a stampede to somebody who had not been
prominently in the fl«ld. When the
National Convention of 1880 met the party
was in a machine-breaking mood, and in
the convention there were enough men of
that mind to declare for-popular rule.
Against the compact organization of the
famous 306 it was impossible, as it bad
been four years before, to nominate the
popular choice of the party. But in the
face of thatdefeatthe fates were propitious.
Happily thero was a great and strong man
in that convention, and Garfield came out
nf Mm wrpnk nf thn Tipntiln'n hnnn.

It is a noteworthy and memorable fact
that the convention which nominated Gar.field also placed the party on the highest
plane of popular rale within the party. It
refused to gag delegates into the Buppoxt
of a ticket to which every one of them gave
a loyal support without the gag. It knock*
ed the unit iule into infinitesimal flindeia
and Hcattered the particles bo far and wide
that they can never more be gathered together.It wrote district representation in
the Republican constitution. It reestablishedwhatever had been lost of popular
rule and paved the way for the fullest exerciseof personal liberty ever known
within a political organization.
I The convention which has just thrilled
the country measured up to the height of
the possibilities of popular rule. The men
who composed it came in on the popular
wave. It was a people's convention and it
um luo jjuu^iu d nu(&.-uiu JUBI WUrtl luu

people womd have done if their votes had
been polled, er if it had been possible to
aasemblo them in maBB convention. A
body that does this is in the highest degree
representative and performs the highest
party service.

It bus been remarked that thero was lees
ability in the convention of 1884 than in
the conventions of other years. It is true
that the names of many distinguished men
did not appear upon the roll. It is also
true that in the speeches there was little
dismay of phonominal ability. It was not
called aa a convention of statesmen or ol
orators, but as a bcdy representing tht
common people, who make Presidents and
for whom the government exists.
What the convention lacked in brilliancy

statesmen of groat reputation, it placed at
the head of the ticket tho etateainan of
most roputo in all the land, give him for
companion the most renowned volunteer
soldier ot-the Union army, himself a slates
man of strong abilities, and placed them
both on a platform tho beat over presentedto the American people.
This is what comes of pupular rule within

the party. It is another and a strong reminderthat it ia wise to trust the people
who, though they do not rise to the loftiest
peaks of greatness, strike a safe level ofl
average intorests, intelligence and virtuo.
It is on this rock that we have built our
republic.
