HIE BIGGEST CROWD
EVEIl SEEN' OX THE ISLAND

At tlx Stat* Fnlr Yeiteriloy-A Constant
String of V«hlclaaWdP«u|iU Pour* In.'
to the city fji*ini Can't Carry
Tli<mi,umlTh«y Crowd the Hotel*.

It wuj apparent early yesterday mornlugthat the' attendance at the State
Fair on Citizens* Day was destined
to bo the largest in the history of the
Association or of the city. From an early
hour all sorta of vehicles crowdod with
people i>oured into tho city,and the streets
were continuously thronged. Evory railroadtrain coming into tho city was over,
crowded. Tho llret train arriving on the
Pittsburgh, Wheeling & Kentucky road
brought IHX) excursionists and every suefeedingtrain was equally crowded; 1U5
round trip tickets were sold at Pittsburgh.
Tho Glover's Gap accommodation was a

sight. Every platform was full of people,
The llomp/leM train did not atop after
passing Ciaysville, being then overcrowded,ami a return trip wtw mudo to that
station and tho curs again crowded. The
lLltimore & Ohio company brought over
2,(XX) people on its diitorent trains. On
the Cleveland & Pittaburgh and Cleveland,Jxmtin & Wheeling roads the trains
ran past stations where hundreds of passengorswere waiting and eouid not be
uccommodated.
Omnibuses, wagons, carriages, buggies

(ind all Bortsof vehicle# were pressed into
service to carry tho people. The Upper
market square wus a solid jam of vehicles
during the day. Such it crowd was proba-
bly never soon in >VHeeling. Tho restaurantsand hotels were, taxed to their
utmost, and last night every room and
every available space was occupied in all
tho boarding houses and lioteln.

ON TIIK (1 HOUNDS.

Yesterday, the fourth day of tho fair,
was "Citizens' Day," and a big day it was.
Such another outpouring of people was

probably never seen in this State since the
war. At a late hourlust night tho gate keepershad not finished counting, but it was
estimated that tho numberof porsonsin attendancewas between twenty and twentytwothousand. Tho day ojiened hotter
and dustier, if anything, than any of
the preceding days. Fortunately for the
Association, it mined hard in tho country
Wednesday night. Tho people from the
rural districts, thinking that the rain hud
also reached Wheeling and laid the dust
and made it cooler, came in by tho thousands,and by 9 o'clock at least 4,000 people
were on tho grbunds. About 11 o'clock
the city people began to pour in the gates.
The scene at noon was an indescribable
one; every one wus engaged in a mad
rush for dinner. Eating wok going on everywhere.The dust raised by the trampingthousands was almost Btitling. About
4 o'clock a heavy thunder storm came up
and everything was changed. Tho dust
becamo mud, two and three inches deep.
Still it was.a great day, and every one hud

YESTERDAY'S RACES.
ThouAnndx In Attendance.Good Sport

Stopped By the Knln.
A fact evident to all and not to bo disputed,is, that the races of a fair form its

most attractive feature. People may go
to look at the cattle, the sheep and other
animals that are exhibited and at the
thousand and one other things that go to
help make a big crowd, but just as soon as
the judge's bell rings and the lithospeedera
make theirappearance on the track there i8
sure tobearushof at least nine-tenthsof the
attendance towards the course. The West
Virginia Association is unusually fortunate
this year in having secured horses for the
race entries that thus far, have resulted in
good racing and given satisfaction to the
people.

Fully 14,000 of the estimated 20,000 peoplethat passed through the gates, witnessedyesterday's racing. The scene as
viewed from the reporter's gallery was n

spirited and inspiring one. _The grand
stand was packed full and was the more
noticeable from the fact that nearly onethirdof the twenty-six hundred people
seated there were ladies. There was the
usual noisy crowd about the pool-sellers
and games of chance men and there was
not a time when the crowd at the bar did
not number up in the hundreds. Onehalfthe way around the track, people
stood live and six deep. Many more were
on the quarter stretch and in the space in
front of the stand. Nearly three hundred
vehicles wcro inside the enclosure, filled
in a majority of eases with fashionably
dressed ladies. It was a brilliant spectacle; ono that made the hearts of ofllcersand
directors glad, for the receipts representedby this large concourse of people were
an indication that the fair financially was
a success. The crowd was a good natured
nnA-lnn-fAt* if stnnil tho. linnt. nn<1 ilnst. nnil
the rain, wind and mud without a murmur.It oven demanded moro racing afterthe judges had declared a postponementon account of the ruin.

THE UNFINISHED TJtOT.
The first event of the day was the unfinishedtrot for the 2:20 class, postponed

from Wednesday evening on account of
darkness. Five heats had been trotted, of
which Capt. .Douds had two, Loretta F.
two and liilly Ford one. Ida II. and Tom
Meckloy having failed to secure a heat in
five were sent to the barn. The three
were sent promptly at 1:30 o'clock on the
second score, Douus having the pole. The
heat, like those of the day before, was for
"blood." Loretta had been warned by
the judges that it was in her to tako the
race, and Doudi was after it also. Douds
trotted without a break until on the home
stretcir. Ford broke up badly at the
start, and Loretta behaved badly as far as
the lirst quarter; then she settled, but
had it not been for Douds break she
would not have taken the nice. She
crossed the wire in 2:27j. Iler owner
begged the judges to hang out 20 as the
time, but found Mr. McCullough was not
the man for that business. lie showed
$i 50, claimed that was all the money he
had left and that shutting his horse out of
the 2:29 class would ruin him. Then ho
got mad and said that the judges had
stolen tho race from him the day before
by favoring Douds. For this break the
judges took into consideration the advisabilityof entering up a $100 fine against
him, but did. not decide what to do yesterday.Tho completed summary of the
raco is as follows:
