She docs not hopo to elFi'ct tliia
by a "tariff for rovonue" or by any kind
of tariff expedient. Sho meets our cuttlii
on tho border with tho club of absolute
prohibition and beats them back.

This sho has a right to do, and if it will
servo her own interests it is a wise public
policy. It may inconvenience American
utnnirmnn. hut the government of Canada
is for Canadians, not for Americans.
