The records of the Circuit Court ot 'ar-

The report gives acopy of an official
letter of Marshal Atkinson's to one of his
deputies, written December 2, 1882 in
which he disallows a considerabie portion
of a bill against the Government, and
giving as a reason for such disallowance
that the deputy hal charged mileage b
other than the nearest routes of travel,
The examiners in this correction make
the following cbservation. In the ex-
amindtion of the acconnts of the Marshal
and kia deputies, we found that Marshal
Atkinson has in many instances redueed
Lhe charges made by deputics for mileage,
decreasing at one term  through such dis-
sllowances the sccountof his brother,
Deputy Marshal James S, Atkinson, thus
demonstrating that he wos in carnest
when he ‘directed his deputies to charge
necessary mileage only.”

HOW THE MARSILAL'S BOOKS ARE KEPT,
In regard to the records, &e., in the Mar-
shal's nffice, the examiners reported as
follows: “The Mamshal keeps Liis books in
a plain and easily understood bLusiness
manner.” They examined the accounts of
all Deputy Marshals, as well as the Mar-
shal’s own bills, and recommended the
disallowanee of 71 00, which have been
)Qniﬂ during the 3% years of the present
Marshal's administration, Upon this
oint the report says, “They hhe disal-
ownnces] are made upon the faets sct
