A 8KELETOV SCARE.
The Terrible Story Told of a German Tavern.SixGuest* Murdered.
A Meriden, Conn., dispatch to the CincinnatiTima-Slart&yn: A cable dispatch

from Berlin, sent a lew days ago to tho
German newspapers, announced tho discoveryof six human skeletons in the eellorof a tavern in a town called Turzig,
near Kummelabcrg, in Germany. Ono of
tho bodies was identified as that of B.
Fuerstenbei^j, Jr.. a prominent merchant
of that locality, who was never seen byliia friends after he entered that tavern.
His identity was discovered by his clothingand valise. The authorities are lookingfor tho former owner of the tavern,Carl Seifert. He has been found in this
city, and has been recognized by several
of tho Germans here who came from Turxigus tho keeper of the tavern in question.He displayed considerable moneyafter ho came here last April, and bought
several building lols. The German Consulwas notified of tho whereabouts of Seifert,but ho replied last night that ho wus
not aware that SeiferC wus wanted in Germany,so he has not been arrested.
Chief of Police Fonl went to New York
yeterday to consult with tho Consul.
Tho tneory is that these skeletons are

the bodies of travelers who were murder-
ed and robbed. Tlio cable message ro-
ferred to Bays: "Siefert, tho former
owner of the tavern in Turzig, near liummelsberg.has emigrated to America. He
was a tall, good-looking man, with blonde
beard, about 40 years old and by trade a
shoemaker. The presont owner of the
tavern found nix huraau skeletons buried
in sand in his cellar. At the top lay the
body of the merchant missing since 1881.
His name was B. Fuerstenberg, Jr., from
Zonow. His clothing and traveling-hagled to his identification. The father of
Fuerstenberg, at the time of his disapearIance, offered a reward of 100 marks for informationof his son or his goods. It was
then suspected that he was murdered and
robbed. Two persons who were suspected
were searched for by tho authorities and
foundby Constable Sebastian and arrested.
"They were Herman Scheffelke, from

Stolp, 38 years of ape, who was last seen
with Fuerstenberg, in tho suburbs of Tursiij,and Johann Donke, from Altwarschau,
who was under arrest for eleven mouths
because it was suspected he sold the goodswhich Fuerstenberg carried. lie said he
bought them from an unknown woman.
