Youngstown Coke: Company, four
milesfrom here, between 4 and 5 o’clock
this evening,

The vxplosion took place in the sixth
right hand flat where about twenty-live
men were at work, The fire boss made
his rounds ns uaual this morning and dis<
covered no signs®of gas.. The day force
went to work, and at four this siternoon
were relieyed by the nlght turn, Twenty
minutes later and . just after tho-pikibosd;
Jumes Cole, and Superinténdent e had

A SECOND EXPLOSION,

Five minutes later there was a second
report, and Dmmediately nfter lames burst

The nows oi the dissster spread quickly
and friends and relatives of the doomed
winers soon gathered around the mouth
of the mine, but the fierce flames pre-
vented any attempt at rescue.
Afterhours of werk, howeyer, the flames
were subdued sulliciently to allow a de-
scent by way of the air shaft, At this
writing the volunteers only have been
able 1o reach n part of  the mine,
owing to the after dump, and it is
cured that the entire ol of the
sixth lat has fallen in.
